[T SEEMS ALMOST UNBELIEVABLE, AND YET IT 1S DECLARED
to be true, that science has made 80 per cent of its
entire progress during the last 20 years. Although we
recognize many marvelous achievements and wonderful
advantages in this Space Age, we are not deceiving our-
selves into thinking that science and learning are creat-
ing a utopia where all men’s problems will be solved.

[ speak to you as a businessman, who has tried to
keep alert to these changing times. I am not an advocate
of one-worldism, for I cherish our individual rights.
But. on the other hand, rapid travel and modern com-
munications are compelling us more and more to con-
sider our world as a community, whether we like it or
not- Circumstances are causing every ship of nationalism
to move gradually toward uniting in a frantic struggle to
preserve the human race from self-destruction, and
to avoid annihilation by atomic warfare, or what may
he even worse, by the starvation that seems now to
threaten an over-populated world.

[ do not mind saying that education does not have
the answer to the problems I have mentioned, nor to the
establishing of peace in a nuclear-armed world, Already
there are enough atomic weapons stockpiled that, if they
were detonated today, they would explode to the equiva-
lent of 10 tons of TNT for every man, woman, and
child of our three billion population.

There is only one solution to the ills of this present
world, and that is through the coming of our Lord and
Saviour. But the same Christ who promised to return
also gave us the commandment to occupy until He comes.
To me, that command to occupy means giving my very
hest to be the citizen and businessman and Christian that
God would expect me to be in this amazing age.

There has never been a moment in my life when I
was more grateful for the words of Jesus, “Let not
vour heart he troubled; ye believe in God, believe also
in me. In my Father’s house are many mansions; if it
were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare
a place for you.”

To the Christian the Space Age means more than
missiles and rockets and space ships. He knows in his
heart that one day God will say, “It is enough!” At
that moment the trumpet will sound and we will be
caught up to meet the Lord in the air. When this happens
we will be real “space travelers.”

Meanwhile, I see more than a superficial reason why
men are attempting to conquer outer space. I see a spir-
itual reason. The moon itself is not worth much as real
estate. It is smaller than the earth (only 2,160 miles
in diameter). It has no atmosphere which man can breathe.
Its force of gravity is so much less than earth’s that a
180-pound man would only weigh 30 pounds on the moon.

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Christian believers will become real ‘space

If we were on the moon, and you shouted to me from
a distance of 50 feet, I would not hear your voice, for
there is no atmosphere to carry the waves of sound.
And, as the moon turns on its axis only once every 14
days, the bright side is about boiling temperature while
the dark side is over 200 degrees helow zero.

With half the world already hungry, and tremendous
financial deficits in our own national budget, why should
the U.S. spend bhillions of dollars in attempts to put a
man on the moon? Some say the motive is curiosity.
Some say it is a race in scientific achievement to outrun
our competitors. Others say we must find extra room
for future expansion as the day is coming when there
will not be enough space on earth for all the people

I see a spiritual motive. I believe that Lucifer in the
beginning was a beautiful angelic creature to whom God
had given jurisdiction over this world, but Lucifer was
not satisfied with his position. He wanted to be like
Christ. He wanted to be worshiped. He said to Adam
and Eve, “If you will do as I say, vou will be as gods.”

All through the Bible from Genesis to Revelation we
see a struggle which is Satan’s attempt to duplicate the
work of God. It seems very logical that Satan may
know God plans to take His people from this earth to
their heavenly home, Therefore he says to man: "Il
make you as gods in bhreaking the boundaries of this
sarth.” 1 do not think Satan will ever accomplish this.
I do not believe the other planets were designed to be
inhabited by man.

There are many indications that the earth was especial-
ly designed for humanity. It is exactly the right size
to give us the proper atmosphere to breathe. If it were
10 per cent larger, science tells us the blend of oxygen
and other gasses in the atmosphere around the earth
would not be compatible for man to breathe. Mercury,
for example, which is only half the diameter of this
globe, has no atmosphere at all. Jupiter, which is 10
times the diameter of earth, has an atmosphere containing
ammonia. And so it goes.

Now the earth is exactly the right temperature to
accommodate man. It is situated the right distance from
the sun (93 million miles) to pick up the sun’s rays.
It is neither too close to the sun, like Mercury, nor too
far away, like Jupiter. Thi§ earth turns on its axis at
exactly the right speed (1,000 miles an hour) to heat
and cool all sides, It is tipped on its axis at 23%5 de-
grees, which gives us our four seasons. If it were tipped
any other way, the effect on our atmosphere and con-
ditions of life would be drastic. Our planet is the only
one on which man can detect oceans, and the water
which covers 71 per cent of the surface of our globe
is essential to our welfare.

Our moon is exactly the right size to give the ocean
the proper tides. Were the moon either larger or closer
we would have tidal waves of destruction. Were the
moon smaler or farther away we would have no waves
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at all. The tides and the waves of the seas are essential
to the purification of our atmosphere, changing the car-
bons back into oxygen.

And then there is the amazing effect of evaporation
by which water is taken up into the heavens and then
poured back on our globe in the form of rain. We have
the proper balance between clouds and sunshine, whereas
Venus has all clouds, and other planets have none.

Again, we see some other mysteries. Our atmosphere
is so blended in the heavens that it forms an insulation
around the earth like the glass of a greenhouse to keep
the temperature right, and to provide that almost unex-
plainable filtering system known as stardust filters. Were
it not for this, there would be no raindrops or snow-
flakes, and we would have no sunrise beauty or sunset
glory.

Yes, God made this world to be a habitation for man.
But the devil says, “If you will follow me, I will make
you space travelers; vou will be as gods and you can
leave this world.” The Russian cosmonaut boasted that
he did not see God when he was traveling through outer
space, and some of our Western scientists are very out-
spoken in their blasphemies against God. Formerly the
Director General of UNESCO (United Nations Educa-
tional, Social, and Cultural Organization) was a Com-
munist from France. Now the Director General is Julian
Huxley, who is credited with saying, “A slight trace
of God still broods over the world, but science will
soon rub out the last of this.” Such persons declare
that science is their god. They boast that in the Space
Age they will achieve utopia through human efforts. I
do not believe it. God's Word predicts that they will
bring upon themselves swift destruction.

I know that man can shoot a passenger into orbit
around the earth, and probe the depths of the universe.
But science and learning are not the ultimate. Mr. Huxley
is wrong! Science is not going to rub out the last trace
of God. This world is moving toward the tragedy of
atomic tribulation and universal famine, as predicted in
the Scriptures.

But there is redemption for the Church, There is a
Home that is not marred by famine, by blight of disease,
or the havoc of atomic weapons, The trumpet will sound,
the dead in Christ shall be raised, and those who trust
in Him shall be caught up to meet Him in the air.
This to me is the ultimate chapter of the Space Age.

I want each of you students to bless this world, not
cnly with your learning and talent, but also with your
declaration of Christian faith. This is why I have joined
with other business and professional men and ministers
to help provide Christian educational facilities. This is
why the Assemblies of God established Evangel College.
We want to see you, y ung America, serving Christ in
the Space Age—and eventually we want to be united
in the Home of the redeemed, in the family circle that
is eternal, e

They Paid the Price

There's a price to be paid for the redemption of mankind. It is not
paid with gold alone, ,llthrm;__,h funds are necessary to spread the
saving gospel. It is paid in blood, sweat, and tears. Christ made the
great down payment. Each man and woman who follows in His steps
pays another installment, in a sense, by laying down his or her hife—
whether it be by martyrdom, as it were in a lump sum, or by a daily
rate of spending and being spent for the work of Christ. This daily
martyrdom which is experienced by most of our missionaries may be
the harder kind to bear, for it means serving God and man as living
sacrifices at the cost of failing health, lonely hearts, and unutterable
weariness.

The newspaper headlines this week told us of missionaries who lost
their lives because they wanted the Congolese to know the joys of
salvation. When they went to the Congo these white people knew
the risk they were taking. They could have spared themselves, but like
Paul the apostle they could say, “Neither count I my life dear unto
myself.” They set a high value on the souls of the heathen, and a low
price upon their own lives. That's why they are dead today. But
through their sacrifice the world has been reminded once again of the
love of God that can make Christians willing to pay the supreme
price to win the lost for Christ.

It takes the shock of massacres in the Congo, or in Aucaland, or in
Communist countries to make men see what redemption costs. But the
blood of martyrs is not shed in vain. From it new churches grow.

In 1839 two men sailed to the New Hebrides and were clubbed to
death by savages after a period of service for Christ. They were John
Williams and a missionary named Harris. Eighteen years later G. N.
Gordon and his wife took up the work on these islands. In 1861 they
too were killed. Mr. Gordon’s brother went to the same place and was
killed in 1872, Other missionaries had to flee for their lives.

John G. Paton also heard the call of God to the New Hebrides.
When he confided this news to a friend he was warned, “You will be
eaten by cannibals!” But Paton replied: “Mr. Dickson, you are old.
Soon you will be put into the grave and eaten by worms. But if T can
live and die serving the Lord Jesus Christ, it doesn’'t make any dif-
ference to me whether I'm eaten by cannibals or worms.”

So Paton shoved off on his dangerous but God-appointed mission.
He learned the language, won brute savages to Christ, and in 1869 held
his first communion service with 12 Christian natives partaking. Of
that service he said, “I shall never taste a deeper bliss until T gaze in
the glorified face of Jesus Himself!"

Redemption never would have come to the South Sea islanders had
not servants of Christ been willing to be corns of wheat that fall into
the ground and die. And today there is a harvest of redeemed souls
in Africa, China, India, and other heathen areas because missionaries
of the Assemblies of God and other evangelical bodies left the com-
forts and security of home to face the hardships and dangers of
preaching the gospel of Christ in foreign lands.

Sacrifice is the blood of missions. It is the life blood of all gospel
work. God so loved the world that He gave His Son. Christ so loved
the world that He gave Himself. Missionaries so love the lost that
they give everything. How much of redemption’s price are we willing
to pay, that the world may know the real Redeemer whose precious
blood can wash away all their sins? —R. C. C.

“It would take a creative miracle,”’ the doctor said. ""You need new cartilages.”

THE DOCTOR WAS VERY GRAVE AS HE SAT DOWN TO
talk to me. He was a fine man and a good personal
friend.

Some months before this I had fallen and injured my
knees. As a result I found T had “trick knees.” T fell
three more times. Each time I fell T injured myself
worse, so finally T decided to see the doctor.

His diagnosis was injured cartilages. He told me I
must be put in braces for several weeks. He also said
he was almost certain it would then require surgery
hefore 1 could walk safely.

“Doctor,” 1 said, “I am going to walk carefully and
pray.”

“Prayer alone won’'t do it this time,” he replied. "It
would take a creative miracle. You would need new
cartilages.”

In very serious tones he added: “Now, Alma, you have
had some wonderful answers to prayer, I know ; but God
made you two cartilages and now He is not going to
create you any more.”

I went home and had a talk with God. “Father, please
don’t let me fall anymore,” 1 praved. “If 1T keep falling
I will be ruined.”

The Lord answered my prayer. I did not fall again.
[ went to a prayer meeting and I told the people present
that I needed new cartilages. They all laid hands on me
and prayed, claiming the Saviour’s promise to believers
—“They shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall
recover’’ (Mark 16:18).

The prayer meeting was in the home of one of the
good members of the First Assembly of God. When he
built this beautiful home he included an upper room for
prayer. Our pastor, Brother Bob Willis, came and dedi-
cated this room to God and it has been a scene of rich
blessings from heaven. People of many denominations,
as well as our Assembly people, come from time to
time to participate in these Monday night prayer meetings.

In the group that Monday night was a young Methodist
hoy named Sammy who had received the Baptism just
a short time before. I never saw a more earnest look
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on any face than was on his as he laid his hands on
me and asked God for this miracle. (Incidentally, Sammy
is a very active worker for the Lord. One day he in-
vited a Catholic boy on his school campus to come to
the prayer meeting with him. The boy asked, “What do
you do up there?” Sammy replied, “Well, Sister Crosby
is there.” The other boy said in amazement, "o you
mean you have a real sister there?” And Sammy said,
“T'll say she’s reall”)

Well, one night a college boy came to the prayer meet-
ing accompanied by his girl friend. Sammy was chatting
with them. When I went over and sat down, Sammy
introduced me. With a sparkle in his eye he said, in a
manner as natural as though he were talking about the
weather: “This is Sister Crosby. God 1s making her
some new cartilages for her knees.” The visiting couple,
of course, looked very surprised but only said, "“That’s
fine.”

Sometimes, during the months that followed, T would
grow discouraged; but [ would see Sammy’s face with
faith shining in his eves, and I would remember his
words, “God is making her some new cartilages.” It
would help me to keep believing.

The healing came this fall (1964). T went back to
the doctor. It was my first visit since he made the
diagnosis.

The doctor examined my knees and said, “They are
well.” Then he just sat down and laughed in happy
amazement.

If it takes a creative miracle to heal us, our God is
able and willing to do it. 1 am glad that “it pleased
the Lord to bruise him” (Isaiah 53:10), for surely
“with his stripes we are healed” (Isaiah 53:5). — <4«

Bible Called the Basis of America’s ldeals

Herbert Clark Hoover, 31st President of the United
States who died Octobr 20 at the age of 90, always
displayed a great love and respect for the Scriptures. An
active Quaker (lifetime member of the West Branch,
fowa, Conservative Meeting of the Society of Friends),
he is reputed to have fed more of the world’s poor than
any other man in history—a tribute to his relief work for
Europe’s impoverished millions after World War I.

President Hoover once described the Bible as a “post-
graduate course in the richest library of human ex-
perience. . . , . As a nation,” he said, “we are indebted to the
Book of Books for our national ideals and representative
institutions. Their preservation rests in adhering to its
principles.”

Missions Offering Record Broken Again
The Peoples Church in Toronto, Canada, which in its

lifetime has raised $5,250,634 for missions, has broken
its own record for annual gifts. Last vear it received
$63,000 for home expenses and $326,000 for missions, It
invested five dollars in foreign missions for every dollar
it spent on itself, in spite of the fact it moved eight miles
north and built a large new church, Pastor Paul B. Smith,
son of the founder of the Peoples Church, Oswald ].
Smith, is as missions-minded as his famous father.

Another great missionary church is Park Street Con-
gregational 1 Boston, Mass. Pastor Harold J. Ockenga
reported that $275,173 was raised in missionary gifts
and pledges at the 1964 convention. (At Park Street,
as at the Peoples Church, it is customary to raise the
missions budget during a week-long missions conven-
tion.) In the past 25 years Park Street Church has given
$4,492,970 for world missions,

Australia

Deity Reference Removed from Australian Money

The Australian government has been criticized for its
decision to omit the Latin inscription Dei Gratia (“By
the Grace of God”) from new currency to be issued in
1966. A Melbourne churchman complained that the new
coins, showing an image of Queen Elizabeth II accom-
panied only by the word “Australia” and the date, im-
plied that the monarch “does not reign by the Grace
of God, but through the good offices of the parliament
of Australia.”

Israel

Tourism Up 317 Per Cent in Israel

During the past decade tourism in Israel has increased
by 317 per cent. Many of the 220,000 who visit Israel
annually are drawn to the land of the Bible by its
antiquities. Realizing this, 570 new historical sites are
listed which were not included on the former list pub-
lished 10 years ago.

Other tourists are drawn by international gatherings
devoted to science, religion, education, and other subjects.
Twenty-four such gatherings were held in Israel during
1964,

Tourism is getting a major assist from the Bilu, a
new 7,000-ton ferry now operating between Haifa and
Rome. The low-price, one-class trip takes less than three
days. The $6,000,000 ship accommodates 530 passengers
and has drive-on space for 120 automobiles. It is a
floating motel (or “boatel,” as it has been called) with
built-in air conditioning.

The Bilu will be joined this winter by its sister ship,
the Ni/i; and later a third member of the unique fleet
will be tailored for a direct Euro-American automobile
link-up, a first of its kind for this route.

Magazine Alerts Africans on Lung Cancer

While tobacco companies are conducting a high-pres-
sure sales drive in Africa, a Christian magazine has
launched a “Don’t Smoke!” campaign to warn Africans
about lung cancer. The African Challenge, a widely cir-
culated Christian magazine, tells readers not to be de-
ceived by “clever advertisements.”

“As sales go down overseas, manufacturers try to find
new buyers in Africa,” it asserts. “We declare war on
dishonest cigarette advertising which misleads our youth.”
It calls on governments of African states to warn the
people about the harmful effects of smoking.

Since the promise is that “God shall wipe all tears
from their eves,” I do not believe there will be any
weeping in heaven.

What did Paul mean when he said: ‘“‘From henceforth
let no man trouble me; for I bear in my body the marks
of the Lord Jesus” (Galatians 6:17) ?

Jewish-Christian teachers followed up the ministry of
Paul, teaching the Gentile believers that they must be
circumcised and keep the law of Moses or they could
not be saved. The letter to the Galatians was written to
refute this teaching. In Galatians E\'l" Paul shows that
their zeal for circumecision was only “for a fair show in
the flesh.” I.et them stop opposing him, for he bore in
his body the marks of the Lord Jesus. This would in-
clude the sufferings he had endured and the faithfulness
with which he had served the Lord Jesus (See 2 Co-
rinthians 11).

Global Conquest Day of Prayer
August 30, called more than 8,000
Assemblies across America to pray
for the Naples Crusade. This article
gives evidence of how God has
honored the prayers of His people.

THE cCITY OF NAPLES RESTS ON A CURVING BAY ON
the coast of the blue Mediterranean. Its setting provides
one of the most beautiful sights in the world. History
records how this area has been shaken again and again
by eruptions of nearby Mount Vesuvius, the restless,
smoldering volcano that still broods over this lovely
scene, and over the ruins of old Pompeii at its foot.

But a new and different kind of “eruption” has shaken
the city recently. This time the fire came not from
Vesuvius but from heaven. Through the Naples Evange-

towns and villages.

The miracle began with a press conference at the
fashionable Naples Press Club attended by 14 reporters
from leading newspapers, radio, and television. Evange-
list Hal Herman spoke to the reporters outlining the
scope and purpose of the campaign. He gave his per-
sonal testimony of salvation and told why he left a news-
writing career in a Hollywood film studio for a full-
gospel ministry.

As a result the Naples Press gave the campaign friend-
ly and generous coverage for davs. leading papers car-
ried stories and pictures up to three, four, even seven
columns wide. Thev wrote about the evangelist, the
Assemblies of God, and the beliefs of Pentecostal peo
ple in Italy. This wide press coverage, together with
thousands of large color posters on city streets, and more
than a quarter million handbill invitations distributed by
church youth, had a terrific impact upon the area. It
is my deepest conviction that in some way everyone in
Naples was made aware of the campaign.

A priest who read the newspaper reports wrote a
letter inviting Brother Herman to come for a personal
talk. When the evangelist opened his Bible and spoke
of the love of Christ, and of his own experience with
God, the eyes of the priest filled with tears. “Never in
all my life has anyone talked to me like this,” he said.
“l am so glad you came.” Later, as they knelt together
to pray, the Holy Spirit moved in a special way upon
them. The priest warmly embraced the evangelist and his
interpreter. As they departed he added, “I will be visit-
ing an Assemblies of God church as soon as I can.
Please keep in touch with me.”

Everyone realized the Naples campaign was God's
meeting from start to finish. He enabled the planning
committee to secure the large, modern Politeana Theater
just one block from the famed San Carlos opera house
in the heart of the city., And He led more than 20
churches of the province to cooperate with Pastor Anas-
tasio of the Naples church.

The theme of the campaign, “Jesus Christ, the Sav-
iour of the World,” appeared in large gold letters be-
hind the platform of the Politeana. Attendance at the
meetings was good. On one occasion the auditorium was
so crowded that police requested the doors to be closed
because there was not even standing room left inside.
The crowds included a large number of unsaved people,
many of whom heard the gospel for the first time.

As each person entered the theater, he received a spe-
cial Crusade edition of the Gospel of John. Fifty thou-
sand of these Gospels were provided by the Men's Fel-
lowship of Arizona through Light-for-the-Tost.

[n every meeting people gave rapt attention. The evan-
gelist and interpreter, Paolo Arcangeli, pastor from
Genoa, were as one in preaching the gospel.

The results of the crusade were tremendous. Hun-
dreds stood publicly to pray to Jesus Christ for personal
salvation. God stretched out His hand to heal and de-
liver the sick. Both the press and the public were much
moved by the testimonies of God's power.

One well-dressed woman was almost overcome by a
mighty experience of salvation. She pushed her way
through the crowd backstage to exclaim joyfully, “Jesus

has really saved me; I feel just like I am newborn.”
And so she was.

Two police officers sent to keep order were amazed
at what was going on. When alert church youth offered
to "take over their watch,” the officers went inside,
They enjoyed the meeting so much they returned the
next evening with their families. Before the meeting
ended they were seen standing with others to accept
Christ as Saviour,

A lady professor of languages at the University was
gloriously saved and was among the first to appear at
the follow-up meetings in the Naples Assembly. A young
man who told me he had been troubled—almost out of
his mind with torment—found peace with God.

Another man, who had not straightened his arm for
14 years, waved that arm in full freedom while he
testified to his healing, Others told of healing from such
ailments as asthma, nervous disorder, sciatica, and lung
abscess. One little boy was healed of an incurable heart
sickness,

At the press conference before the crusade opened a
distinguished Italian lady came to meet Brother Herman.
Her heart was burdened over the loss of her husband,
an army General, and the death of her two heloved
daughters. “I heard on the radio that you were in
Naples, and [ came to meet you,’. she said. “I am com-
ing to the meetings and I hope 1 will find salvation
for my soul.” It was a real jov to see this lady in the
services as she stood with others praying to the glorious
Saviour who said, “Come unto me, all ye that labor and
are heavy laden, and 1 will give vou rest.”

The hundreds who signed decision cards received a
letter from the evangelist within one to three days,
and all were enrolled in a Bible correspondence course
mailed from the Assemblies of God headquarters in
Rome. Many of those who heard the gospel or accepted
Christ in the Naples Crusade are today attending the
various Assemblies in the area.

There was no new volcanic eruption in Naples, but
many experienced a “godly shaking.” As they heard the
truth, they were moved out of T.ﬂ(' dark valley of de-
spair to a glorious mountain peak of joy and victory
through faith in Jesus Christ. <<«

God's Supreme Gift of Love

Sunday School Lesson for December 20, 1964

(iALATIANS 4:4-7: 1 Joun 4:7-15

BY J. BASHFORD BISHOP

The tragedy of Christmas 1s that so much time and
expense are involved in the giving of gifts apart from
the spirit of love which alone makes gifts truly signifi
cant. Our lesson texts emphasize the inestimable worth
of God’s great Love-Gift to mankind, and the impor
tance of sharing that love with others
1. Gov’s Love Manirestep (Galatians 4:4-7)

a. When? “When the fulness of the time was come.”
“The fulness of the time"” refers to: (1) the time re
quired for the training of Israel under the Law (v. 2);
and (2) the right moment in history. God in His in-
finite wisdom knew when to send His Son. Is it not
God’s way to come to our aid at just the right time?
And 1s it not a good thing to remember this and in
true faith and assurance await His time?

b. How? "“God sent forth his Son.” God took the
initiative in planning and providing for man’s salvation.
Parents in wartime have accepted the necessity of sending
sons into battle, but nevertheless have sent them re-
luctantly, Not so with God! Willingly He sent His Son;
and willingly the Son went forth!

(1) “To redeem them that were under the law.”
Christ came not merely to teach, to set an example, or
even to help mankind; He came to redeem, to rescue,

to recover, to make an atonement for lost mankind.
“Christ hath

His office work, in the absence of the bodily presence
of Christ, is to effect the new birth in us, to make
Christ real in us, and to make real in our own experi-
ence those spiritual privileges to which we have become
heirs!

2. Gov's Love REecewvep (1 John 4:7-10)

In these verses the apostle John emphasized God’s
love for us (as manifested in His sending Christ to
become our Saviour) to he the ground of our loving
one another. In strikingly simple language, John stated
profound truths relative to God which have highly im-
portant implications.

a. “God 1s love”
possesses as a virtue or characteristic, Love i1s God’s
very essence and nature. There is nothing in God con-
trary to love!

b. “In this was manifested the love of God toward us,
because that God sent his only begotten Son into the
world, that we might live through him.” Because God is
love, therefore the manifestation of that love toward us
is the result of what God 1s; and not the result of
anything outside of IHim, certainly not the result of
anything in us! The next verse plainly explains this:
“Herc 1 is love, not that we love God, but that he loved
us, an. sent his Son to be the propitiation [the pro-
vision 1 . mercy| for our sins.”

LLove 1s not just something God

3. Gov’s Love Suarep (1 John 4:11-15)

“Beloved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love
one another.” John is quite logical. Since God loved us
and continues to love us, though we were and are un-
lovable and unworthy—since He loves us because of
what He is in Himself—we, who are His children and
partakers of His nature of love, should share that love
with others!

The members went to work., Although their church is
a pioneer work itself, the Fridley WMC's agreed to help
two other pioneer pastors i rural Minnesota.

On October 13 the church dedicated its newly ac-
quired property.

Now the Sunday school has reached a high of 126,
raising the average for a recent month to well over 100.

Several months ago the board voted to send 10 per
cent of total church income over and above pledges to
missions. Several missionaries are included in this fund,
along with Revivaliime and the Children’s Home at
Juneau, Alaska.

SAN FRANCISCO, CALIF—An out-
reach program for senior citizens originated
October 7 at Glad Tidings Temple, 1451
Ellis Street. Recognizing that lonely, iso-
lated senior citizens are often the forgotten
members of society, the project is designed
for all people over 60 regardless of race or
religion. It takes place at the church one
day each week.

For many seniors, the contact with mem-
bers at Glad Tidings gives them a whole
new purpose in life and a feeling that there
is someone who really cares about them.

Nicuoras NIKoLOFF, 64,
Assemblies of God minister, missionary,
and educator, went to be with Christ on
November 6, 1964,

Dr. Nikolofi, a native of Bulgaria, came
to the U.S. in 1920 and became a natural-
ized citizen of this country in 1926, He
had been converted in Bulgaria through
reading his Bible. He had also heard about
the baptism of the Holy Spirit through the
Voronaeffs who passed through Bulgaria en
route to Russia. While attending college
in New York City he began attending Glad
Tidings Tabernacle and it was there he
received the Baptism under the ministry
of Brother and Sister Robert Brown.

Twice Brother Nikoloff returned to
Europe to answer God's call to missionary
service, For five years (1926-31) he was
a missionary and pastor at Bourgas, Bul-
garia, He was the first superintendent of
the Evangelical Pentecostal Churches in
Bulgaria.

Later he spent three vears (1935-38) as
principal of the Biblical Institute in the
free city of Danzig where many young peo-
ple were trained to preach the Pentecostal
message in various parts of Eastern Europe.
During the following year he ministered in
Bulgaria as an evangelist and Bible teacher,

While furthering his education in the U.S,
he pastored churches in New York and
New Jersey. He attended Bethel Bible Train-
ing School at Newark, graduating in 1924
and remaining there as an instructor until
1926, He earned the B.R.E. and M.R.E. de-
grees at Biblical Seminary in New York.

In 1941 he was named president of Metro-
politan Bible Institute, an Assemblies of
God school in North Bergen, N.J. He served
in this capacity until 1950 when the school
was closed. He was principal of the New
England Bible Institute at Framingham,
Mass., from 1950 until 1952 at which time
he moved to Springfield, Mo, to join the
faculty of Central Bible Institute.

In 1954 Brother Nikoloif was named
chairman of the department of religious ed-
ucation. In 1956 he became chairman of the
department of Bible and continued his teach-
ing ministry at C.B.I. until he retired in
1961 due to ill health.

While living in the New York-New
Jersey District and attending New York
University, Brother Nikoloff was pastor in
North Bergen, N. ]., and for three years
(1947-50) he was secretary-treasurer of the
distriet council,

WELL-KNOWN

After moving to Springfield he completed
his doctoral program and in 1936 was
awarded the Ph.D. degree by New York
University. The subject of his master's and
doctor's theses was Bogomilism, the Bul-
garia Heresy. For his scholastic record
N.Y.U. gave him a special Founders Day
Certificate of Achievement.

Brother Nikoloff's pen contributed to the
work of the Assemblies of God both in
Bulgaria and in the U.S,, He edited two
Bulgarian magazines for brief periods and
produced several books and tracts, as well
as a songbook, in that language. He also
served five years (1954-59) as editor of the
quarterly Youth Teacher at the Gospel Pub-
lishing House.

He is survived by his wife Martha (a
member of the office staff in the Foreign
Missions Department of the Assemblies of
God), by his son Dr. Paul H. Nichols, and
by his daughter Natalie (Mrs. Gary Eleiott),

At the funeral, which was held in Central
Assembly, Springfield, Mo., warm tribute
was paid to our departed brother by Thos,
F. Zimmerman, general superintendent, and
by J. Robert Ashcroft, former president of
Central Bible Institute.

RUDY MUSCHKET RECENTLY LOST HIS LIFE ON A HUNT-
ing trip in British Columbia, He was hunting mountain
goats. He was alone.

When the hunter left Urling, near Prince George,
B, C., he set out to climb 6,000-foot Dome Mountain.
But he never came back.

A six-man search party was organized and climbed
the mountain. Everett Monroe, a member of the party,
was alone when he found the body. He said:

“I was moving along slowly when I heard a tremendous
roar and saw a slide of snow and boulders go thunder-
ing down the slope about 200 yards away. The moun-
tain seemed to tremble. Then I straightened up and there,
about 30 feet in front of me, I saw a man’s black
rubber bhoot sticking out of the snow.”

One slide apparently had taken the hunter to his death,
and another had uncovered the body.

There is something inexpressibly sad about a man's
dying so utterly alone. As gently as possible the men
brought the body of their friend down the mountain.
His fatal injuries were found to include head and leg
and side wounds,

We were reminded that many years ago a Man, deter-
mined to “seek and to save that which was lost,” climbed
a rugged hill called Calvary. He too carried a weapon;
it was a cross. His head too was wounded that day,
and His side was torn by the cruel avalanche of sin.
“For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no

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sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God
in him” (2 Corinthians 5:21). But His deepest suffer-
ings on the mountain were not flesh wounds, painful
as they were. He suffered soul agony for you and me.

[n a very real sense, though there were people around
Him, He died alone, forsaken by God and men. He
willingly died that way that we should have eternal life.
“For God so loved the world, that he gave his only
hegotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should
not perish, but have everldsting life” (John 3:16).

“He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him
up for us all, how shall he not with him also freely
give us all things?” (Romans 8:32).

God saw fit that Jesus, in the hour of His death,
should be forsaken by heaven and earth. He bore sin's
penalty alone, that we might never have to be alone in
that dread sense. This was a deliberate choice on His part.

“He saved others; himself he cannot save,” was the
taunt of those who passed by. They were right. If He
was to save others, He could not spare Himself.

In that lonely hour Jesus cried out, “My God, my
God, why hast thou forsaken me?”

He did that for me! He did that for you!

Our hearts go out in human pity for a man who died
alone on a mountain of perpetual snows—in search of
mountain goats.

Then let them go out in penitence and worship to the
Son of God, who died alone—and voluntarily—that He
might find and save us by His blood.

“All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned
every one to his own way; and the Lord hath laid on
him the iniquity of us all” (Isaiah 53:6). <4<
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
