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The strange adventures of
Gustavo Galdamez that led him
at last to God as

narrated by—

AS A BOY, GUSTAVO WAS A BRIGHT, EAGER STUDENT,
Reared in a devout Catholic household, his family deter-
mined that he should become a priest. Consequently, his
early schooling was received under the guidance of the
priests in a parochial school. When he became a young
man he was sent away to the saleciano school for priests
in training,

“My hunger for God was so great that at times I
sought Him with tears,” he recalled later. Gustavo lived
a secluded life under the vigilance of the priests who
superintended the school.

Gustavo was sincere in entering the priesthood. To his
youthful mind the priesthood represented the highest and
best ideals in life. Having always considered the priests
to be holy men of God, it was a grievous disappoint-
ment when he saw that they did not live up to his ideals.
Gradually he came to the painful conclusion that religion
and business were synonymous, Refusing to graduate,

he left after three years of study with several other dis
illusioned students to seek secular employment.

On leaving the school and the sheltered life Gustavo
found himself intellectually and morally adrift. Although
his mind had become disciplined to some extent he lost
confidence in religion and consequently was soon lost in
the whirlwind of sinful pleasure. Reports reached his
family who took counsel and decided that Gustavo should
he married.

“Gustavo is a good boy,” they reasoned, “but he has
lost his bearings and his youthful companions are lead-
ing him astray. Once he takes upon himself the responsi-
hility of a home, he will settle down and be all right.”

So marriage was arranged for him with a young
schoolteacher named Virginia. Poor Gustavo! He ap-
peared at the church for the marriage ceremony so under
the influence of liquor that the priest had to take him
aside and counsel him as to his new responsibilities.

The marriage ceremony proceeded as formally arranged.
Jut marriage proved no help in the situation. Gustavo's
wild life continued unabated. Finally his family inter-
vened again and decided that he should leave El Salvador
and go to Guatemala in order to get away from the evil
influence of his companions. Being anxious for a change
of life himself, Gustavo moved to the neighboring re-
public where he and his wife found employment as
schoolteachers. With the new environment things proved
a little better for Gustavo, but soon he found new com-
panions and the bitter story of sin and drunkenness
was repeated.

“Why should I live this useless life?” Gustavo asked
himself about this time. “I am nothing but a sinful, de-
generate soul.” Deciding to take his own life he put
the barrel of a loaded shotgun to his head and pulled
the trigger., The shell was blank. Surely this was the
intervention of God.

After fourteen years in Guatemala Gustavo decided to
go back home again; perhaps he could make a new start
in Santa Ana. Upon arrival he endeavored to find work
as a professor or printer but all doors were closed to
him. One day a friend offered him a position as an ad-
ministrator of a coffee plantation. Reluctantly Gustavo
accepted the job, but deep in his heart was humiliated
that a man of his education should take such-menial
employment. Therefore, he moved his family to the coffee
plantation in secret,

By now Gustavo had reached the place of complete
discouragement with himself and life in general. Added
to his many troubles his wife, Virginia, became very ill;
the doctors said she would have to be operated on for a
tumor and would have to remain in. bed indefinitely.
This threw Gustavo into the blackness of despair. What
could he do? Where could he turn for help? At times
he would walk at night among the coffee trees in anguish
of soul.

One day a kindly neighbor called to see Virginia and
heard about the doctor’s diagnosis. When the visitor spoke
of God's power to heal, the sick woman revealed her
disappointment. “I have prayed to the Virgin, but I am
no better.”

“No, No! You must pray to God in the name of Jesus
Christ. He is the heavenly Physician. Do you not re-

member how He healed people here on earth?”
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And so the neighbor repeated the old, old story to the
woman. He told her how Jesus Christ is the same yes-
terday, today and forever, and truth flooded the wom-
an’s heart. Over and over in her heart rang the words,
“Jesus is the heavenly Physician.” Hope filled her soul
and when the old man left, Virginia lay thinking of
his words.

After several earnest encounters with this godly neigh-
hor, Virginia confessed her faith in the Lord Jesus
Christ and began to long to share her faith with Gustavo.

In the meantime the Spirit of God was dealing with
him. Troubled with a sense of his own failure and un-
worthiness before God, a grim resolve gripped his heart.
He would go back to God and start a new life! This
would mean that he would have to go back to the Catho-
lic church and confess his sins to the priest. But instead
of offering spiritual help and consolation the priest be-
gan a long tirade against the Protestants. Gustavo had
never had anything to do with the Protestants. There-
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Now | have seen Thee and found Thee,
For Thou hast found Thy sheep;

I fled, but Thy love would follow—
I strayed, but Thy grace would keep.

Thou hast granted my heart’s desire—
Most blest of the blessed is he

fore as the priest went on with his abuses and accusa-
tions Gustavo became disgusted and left the church.

“This man cannot help me,” he said. “I wonder who
these Protestants are? Maybe they can help me.”

Back home he said to his wife, “Do you know of
any Protestants around here; some of these people that
they call Luteranos?”

“Yes,” Virginia answered, “there is an old tailor who
lives a little way down the road; they say he is an
evangelico, but why do you ask?”

“Never mind, but go and tell him I want to talk to
- him. Tell him to bring one of his Protestant books, I
want to know what it teaches.”

Virginia could scarcely believe her ears. Perhaps the
heavenly Physician was beginning His healing work in
her husband’s soul even as He was healing her body.
She was able to walk now without difficulty and made
her way to the home of the old man who had brought
her the message.

“Gustavo wants you to come and bring the Book,”
she said.

“I will come in a moment,” said the old man. About
an hour later the old man was at Gustavo’s door. “You
wanted to see me?”

“Yes, [ want to read one of your Protestant books,”
said Gustavo.
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The old man brought forth his old well-used Bible.
“This is the Book you need,” he said with assurance.

Gustavo looked at the Book for a moment, and recog-
nizing the Bible he looked away disdainfully.

“No!” he said, “Not a Bible! 1 learned the entire
Psalms from memory when I was in the school for
priests. I have read the stories of Moses and David. I
liked those, but as a whole I didn’t get anything out of
the Bible. It didn’t make much sense to me. I want you
to give me some other book.”

“This is the Book you need!” the old man declared.
“This i1s the Book that teaches ‘the way of salvation.
The reason you could not understand it is because you
have not been born of the Spirit of God. See, this verse
says, ‘But the natural man receiveth not the things of
the Spirit of God; for they are foolishness unto him:
neither can he know them because they are spiritually
discerned!”” (In Spanish, the words “natural man” are
literally translated, “animal man."”)

This thought struck Gustavo with great force. That
was the reason he could not understand; he was simply
an “animal man.” The old man told him that if he would
pray the Spirit of God would give him spiritual under-
standing.

It was a word spoken in due season. Together they
knelt in prayer and Gustavo’s heart was broken. “There
in front of my little humble home, on the dust of the
ground we knelt together and [ found the peace and
joy that I had sought.” These were the words of Gustavo
when he later recalled the moment of his salvation. He
arose a new man with a new hope.

A few days later Gustavo heard that the Christians
were going to he baptized in a nearby lake. This was
all strange to him but he decided to go along. The happy
songs of the believers as they walked along the road
strangely inspired him. He couldn’t help hearing the con-
versation of one of the believers and an unconverted boy
who was walking with them. The believer urged the boy
to accept Christ at once; the boy was from a Christian
home but was not willing to make a decision.

“I have plenty of time,” he said. “I am young. I
will accept Christ later on.”

When they reached the lake, the unconverted young
man plunged into the water for a swim. He never re-
turned to the surface. Somewhere at the bottom of the
lake he went to meet his Maker. This incident impressed
Gustavo deeply with the necessity of publicly accepting
Christ as his Saviour, That night in the simple gospel
service he took his stand for Christ.

God promoted Gustavo; he became the pastor of one
of our largest churches in Santa Ana. He has taught in
our Bible School and for a time served as assistant
superintendent of the Assemblies of God of El Salvador
which includes some 240 churches, More recently he
was elected as superintendent.

Through the vears Gustavo has never lost the sense
of appreciation for his salvation, “You know,” he said
to me recently, “I still feel the wonderful joy that I
felt the first day the old gentleman brought me the
Word of God away back there. It never has left me.
God has done so much for me.” by

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TONGUES.... AS OF FIRE

FIRE CHARACTERIZED GOD'S TOUCH ON MEN OF OLD.
King David’s heart was hot within. Jeremiah had a fire
in his bones. Isaiah asked for a live coal to touch his
lips. Then it is not surprising to find the greatest of
all divine manifestations pictured in terms of fire.

John prophesied concerning Jesus, “I indeed baptize
you with water ... he shall baptize you with the Holy
Ghost and with fire...” (Luke 3:16).

What a difference! John’s baptism was with water.
Jesus’ baptism was with fire. John’s baptism was unto
repentance for the past. Jesus’ baptism was unto regener-
ation for the future. John's baptism made converts, Je-
sus’ baptism made “converters.”

FIRE MAKES THE DIFFERENCE

To be baptized with the Holy Spirit sets the tongue
afire. Such a phenomenon has always characterized the
Spirit-anointed persons. The early disciples, upon receiv-
ing the Holy Spirit, went everywhere preaching the gos-
pel. This was fulfillment. Jesus had declared, “But ye
shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come
upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me...” (Acts
1:8). This art of witnessing is possible through tongues
made afire with the Holy Ghost.

Tongues articulate and sound forth a message. The
great sounding forth brought the multitude together. Such
a curious event as men having something to sav and
saying it with such “fire” created an attraction. It al-
ways does. Any tongue set on fire attracts attention.

THE TONGUE IS POWERFUL

Note the tongues that have been ‘“set on fire of hell.”
Hitler had a tongue set on fire—it could be said of
him, and of many other demagogues, that their tongues
were a world of iniquity...setting on fire the course
of nature.

A tongue of fire can start a fire of evil. James says
the tongue no man can tame ...but God can take hold
of the tongue and set it afire with holy flame. That
which was used to curse now can be used to bless.

What this world needs is tongues like as of fire
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that have been brought under the sway of the Holy Spirit.
The condition of the tongue and all it expresses may in-
dicate the state of the individual's spiritual health.

Tell me what you talk about and I'll tell you what you
are—Ilike the old-fashioned mother who, when the child
complained of being ill, said, “Show me your tongue.
Ah! You are sick!” The mother could tell by a coated
tongue the condition of the child's health, Could it be
that the spiritual health of an individual, the spiritual
health of a church, is indicated by the tongue?

Yes, the church and the world need tongues set afire
from heaven. Those hot tongues of Pentecost spoke.
The response was, “And how hear we every man in our
own tongue, wherein we were born...the wonderful
works of God?”" (Acts 2:8, 11).

When they heard Peter’s anointed tongue explain the
gracious manifestation they said, “Men and brethren,
what shall we do?” (Acts 2:37). This is the true di-
rection of all “hot tongues”—to cause men to inquire
as to the way to find God.

THE SPIRITUAL LIFE IS ESSENTIAL

How can we have tongues like as a fire in our time?
Look again at the point of history, It was through the
coming of the Holy Spirit. Therein lies the secret. The
real meaning lies in the experience of receiving and con-
tinuing in the “Spirit life.”

This life is the opposite of the “natural.” It is a life
not given to the lust of the eye, the pride of life, or
the lust of the flesh. This life is opposite to the material.
It is a life not given to the passing, but to the eternal.

That life of the Spirit is known by its fruit or virtues.
The Spirit life is a life of virtues above the material
and natural; they are supernatural. Only a Spirit-filled
man can have the love of God and live in the super-
natural. This is not to be compared to human love, but
contrasted with it. Though the best of human love is
contiguous to the love of God, it takes the Holy Spirit
baptism to carry the human across the dividing line.

The tongue is a key indicator of the true nature of
the individual. No wonder it is written that—when the
Spirit comes—they shall speak with “new” tongues!



The Beginning of Sin

Next Week's Sunday School Lesson
Gengsis 3:1-10; Romans 5:12-14

Four great subjects are introduced in our lesson.
1. TEmrraTion (Genesis 2:8-17; 3:1-6)

a. Its Setting. The two trees placed in the Garden of
Eden provided a test for man and, therefore, an op-
portunity for his development in righteousness. God could
derive no satisfaction from creatures who were either
forced to serve Him or created to do so automatically.
[.ove can only be satisfied with love willingly returned.

h. Its Source. “And the serpent said unto the wom-
an...."” Satan was the author of temptation; he worked
through the serpent who was symbolic of himself (2
Corinthians 11:3: Revelation 12:9: 20:2). Two truths
are evident here: (1) God is not the author of sin
(James 1:13). (2) Sin originally came from without,
due to evil suggestion and influence, rather than from
man's own nature.

c. I'ts Subtlety. Satan’s cunning was revealed in many
ways: (1) He approached the woman when she was
alone and without moral support. (2) He excited her
curiosity. Unholy curiosity has often led to sin! (3) He
raised a doubt in her mind concerning God’s character

—His goodness and His righteousness, He implied that
Giod was not good because of the restriction He imposed,
and that God did not mean what He said but was de-
ceiving her! (4) Satan appealed to Eve through the
three fundamental desires of mankind—desires which in
themselves are not evil, but which may become so. In
the desire to enjoy things—"good for food”"—she faced
the question of satisfying the normal desire for food in
an unlawful manner. In the desire to get things—"pleasant
to the eyes''—she faced the question of obtaining some-
thing God had forbidden. In the desire to accomplish

“ye shall be as gods"—she faced the question of ac-
complishing something from wrong motives and contrary
to God's purposes.

2. SIN

a. Its Reality. *She took...and did eat...and gave
also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.” In the
name of religion many today deny the existences of sin,
but Genesis 3 establishes it as a hideous, inescapable,
and inexcusable reality!

b, Its Root. The Genesis record clearly shows that
man’s desire to assert himself and to act independently
of God is at the root of all sin.

c. Its Responsibility. How definitely Genesis 3 gives
the lie to modern views of sin! Man is shown to be
absolutely responsible for his own sin. He was made in
the image of God. Furthermore there was nothing in
his environment conducive to sin, He did have ability
to sin, because of free moral agency, but he did not
have the tendency, or liability, as fallen man does today.
Sin was not—and is not—necessary! “Sin shall not have
dominion over you."” We may be victorious through Christ
(Romans 6:1-14) !

3. JUDGMENT

“Be sure your sin will find you out.” The principle
is written clearly and deeply into the record of this first
sin—and of every sin since. As a result of sin, man
suffered two penalties. (1) The sentence of quilt, evi-
denced in two ways—an attempt to hide from God and
an attempt to shift the blame. (2) The sentence of
condemnation. The divine judgment upon the serpent was
degradation; upon the woman, pain, suffering, and sub-
jection to man; upon the man, hard labor; and upon
the ground, comparative unproductiveness.

4. REDEMPTION

Thank God, the account of man’s fall does not leave
us in despair! For redemption also is foreshadowed and
symbolized in the story. We see redemption—

a. Promised (Genesis 3:15). God said that the wom-
an’s seed [Christ] should bruise the serpent’s head [in-
dicating fatality], and that Satan would bruise Christ’s
heel [indicating a temporary wound, fulfilled at Cal-
vary].

b. Pictured (Genesis 3:21). The killing of the in-
nocent animal in order to provide covering for the naked
pair was symbolic of the death of the Lamb of God by
which man was clothed with divine righteousness through
the shed blood.

c. Preserved (Genesis 3:22-24). Man was expelled
from the Garden to prevent his partaking of the tree of
life, in which case he would have lived forever in his
fallen state. Thus, expulsion was an act of mercy. The
way back was provided through Christ. <
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[N A RECENT READING OF GENESIS | NOTICED TIAT
certain narratives are paired, such as the stories of Cain
and Abel, of Abraham and l.ot, of Ishmael and Isaac,
of Fsau and Jacob, of the raven and the dove.

[Further, these narratives are contrasted. Cain was of
that wicked one while Abel was of God. Abraham walked
by faith while Lot walked by sight. Ishmael was born
after the flesh while Isaac was born after the Spirit.
Fsau was a profane person while Jacob was said to
be a plain (upright) man.

The narrative of Noah's two birds, the raven and
the dove, is written, no doubt, for our learning,

THE RAVEN

The raven 1s a restless, unclean bird (Leviticus 11;
13, 15), and feeds on carrion. When Noah sent forth
the raven from the ark, it “went to and fro,” going
and returning. It had Dbeen restless under restraint, and
was apparently glad to be out of the ark, Is restlessness
a characteristic of vou? Do you chafe if you are not
given the freedom vou think yvou should have? Are you
discontented under the restraints that God must some-
times place upon vou? Do vou dislike discipline? 1f so,
like the raven vou only go “"to and fro” and do not
rest in God.

The raven is carnivorous, desiring fleshly foods. In
this, too, it 1s a type of some Christians. Paul mourned
the fact that some of the Corinthian believers were
carnally minded; that their minds fed on fleshly and
earthly things (1 Corinthians 3:1-3). Their eves were
set earthward and not heavenward. To such the exhorta-
tion is, “Set vour affections on things above, not on
things on the earth” (Colossians 3:2).

An eagle once spotted a carcass on an ice floe. Swoop-
ing down upon it, he began to devour it. The ice floe
drifted steadily toward the mighty Niagara Falls. The
cagle sensed this, but continued to devour the flesh until
its instinct warned it to soar back into the heavens.
Stretching out its strong wings to fly upward, it found

I do not find in the New Testament any law of tithing.
Is it not wrong to scek to put us under the Lawe, by
saying that all Christians must tithe?

The first recorded tithing in Scripture is that of Abra-
ham, the father of the faithful, long bhefore the giving
of the Law. He tithed to Melchizedek, who was a type
of Christ (Genesis 14:18-20). It might be well to reason
that if we would be blessed with faithful Abraham we
should tithe to the work of Christ, to further His gospel.

Jacob also vowed to tithe, and this was before the
L.aw was given to Moses (Genesis 28:22).

Jesus put His approval on tithing (Luke 11:42). 1
like to see people tithe because they want to, and not
because they have to, for, “God loveth a cheerful giver.”
The needs of the kingdom of Christ throughout the
world are great and are dependent on the faithful stew-
ardship of the people of God.

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Brainerd exhibited remarkable dovelike characteristics,
and under the date of April 25, 1742, wrote in his

journal :

“Farewell, vain world; my soul can bid adiew;

The Sawviour taught me to abandon vyou.

Your charms may gratify a sensual mind,

But cannot please a soul for God designed.

Cease to entice, forbear my soul to call;

'Tis fixed through grace, my God shall be wmy all
While He thus lets me heavenly glories view,

Your beauties fade; my heart is not for you.”

The dove, finding nothing to satisfy its nature, nothing
agreeable to its inner and true self, soon “returned unto
him into the ark.” That is a true dovelike characteristic,
to fly from that which hurts and harms and which does
not harmonize with the new nature from God.

Do we possess it? What about our thinking? Do we
recoil from unclean and evil thoughts? We must learn
to bring “into captivity every thought to the obedience
of Christ” (2 Corinthians 10:5). “Guard well thy
thoughts ; thoughts are heard in heaven.” What about our
reading 7 It is unthinkable that a true Christian should
find satisfaction or enjoyment in the worldly books of
the day.

How about our speech? If we are dovelike, we shall
not use the language of the flesh or of the world. One
of the outstanding characteristics of a dovelike spiritual
life is spiritual speaking: “Be filled with the Spirit:
speaking to vourselves in psalms and hymns and spir-
itual songs” (Ephesians 5:18, 19).

The dove is sensitive; it knows intuitively what is
harmful and dangerous. So will be the horn-again Chris-
tian. He will quickly turn his eyes from beholding evil,
and close his ears from hearing those things which are
not appropriate. In this world we cannot help seeing
and hearing some things which are contrary to our new
nature, any more than the dove sent forth from the ark
could help seeing the world about it; but, like the dove,
we can quickly return in spirit to our Ark, the Lord
Jesus, and refuse to rest in such things, Mature Chris-
tians learn how to refuse the evil and choose the good
(Tsaiah 7:15).

The dove is typical of the Holy Spirit (John 1:32)
who found rest in the heart of the Lord Jesus. Does
He find rest in your heart, in my heart? Is there that
within us that delights Him? That harmonizes with His
nature? There is a Dbeautiful expression in Zephaniah
3:17: “He will rest in his love; he will joy over thee
with singing.” The Holy Spirit desires to find Christian
hearts in which He can rest and rejoice. We have this
expressed in onc of the great hymns of the Church,

“He came sweet influence to impart,
A gracious willing Guest,

While He can find one humble heart
Wherein to rest.”

It was because of this dovelike nature possessed by
the Holy Spirit that we have such words as the apostle
gave to the Christians at Ephesus: “And grieve not the
Holy Spirit of God, whereby ve are sealed unto the day
of redemption” “Ephesians 4:30). Dr. A, B. Simpson
used to urge Christians to keep an ungrieved Holy Spirit
in their hearts. <

Pentecostals in MNorway Second in Number

The Pentecostal Movement continues to be the second-
largest religious group in Norway. The Norwegian Cen-
tral Bureau of Statistics reports that 9614 per cent of the
population belong to the State Church. Of the remaining
334 per cent (134,500) some 22,300 belong to no church.
The balance are divided as follows:

Pentecostals 34,000 ; Evangelical .utheran Free Church
16,800 ; Methodist 11,200 ; Baptist 9,300 ; Roman Catholic
7,900 ; Seventh-day Adventist 5,300 ; others 5,400.

Australian Is New World Bible Champion

For the first time since Israel hegan the International
Bible Contest in 1958, the world championship has passed
from Israeli hands. Graham Mitchell, a Seventh-day Ad-
ventist from Sydney, Australia, was declared winner at a
sesston that lasted until 3 a.m.

The Bible contests, held at Jerusalem once every three
years draw widespread interest throughout Israel. Press
and radio give them great publicity. Many of Israel’s high-
est officials, including President Shazar, attended this
third competition and listened closely as representatives of
20 nations answered questions on the Old Testament.

The American contestant, Samuel Joshua Singer, scored
11 points. He was eliminated after the second round. The
Australian won 45 points. Israel’s Yom-Tov Krasniyansky
was second with 44 points and Miss Irja Immonin of
Finland was third with 3814,

Hundreds of Decisions Reported Among Servicemen

Assemblies of God ministers serving as chaplains in
the U. S. armed forces are pointing many servicemen to
Christ. Chaplain Talmadge McNabb, who is stationed at
Fort Knox, Kentucky, reports as follows:

“We hit a new all-time high in the Sunday evening fel-
lowship hour service I am conducting, with 851 present
recently. The General here was quite pleased with this
and had a write-up. This was our second time to be
featured in the Fort Knox newspaper in the past two
months. T counted 765 decisions for Christ in the past
three months.”

Government Finally Bows to Amish Conscience

Members of strict Mennonite groups such as the Old
Order Amish may be excused {from paying Social Security
taxes as other Americans do, by waiving all rights to the
insurance benefits. The U. S. Treasury Department has
ruled that a bill exempting the “plain people” from these
taxes is constitutional.

The Amish believe that fruitful industry in younger
years and reliance on God throughout life make it un-
necessary to look to outside sources for help in old age.
They teach that families should care for their own sick
and disabled.
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For years the Amish have resisted the government on
this point. Two years ago Treasury agents impounded
horses and livestock of Amish who, on religious grounds,
refused to pay Social Security tax.

Moslems Forbidden to Sell to Christians

Grand Mufti Sheikh Abdullah Ghawshah has issued a
religious ruling banning the sale of Moslem property in
Old Jerusalem and other “holy” parts of Jordan to so-
called foreigners. The ruling said that anyone selling such
land to Christians is to be branded a “traitor to his re-
ligion and nation.”

[t is reported the ruling was made after it was learned
that the Vatican plans to build a Roman Catholic school
for deaf children in the Old City.

Buddhism Promoted as Ceylon’s State Religion

A proposal that Buddhism be made the state religion in
Ceylon has been approved by the government’s Cabinet in
Colombo. l.egislation soon will be introduced in Parlia-
ment to amend the country’s constitution, it is expected.

Juddhists form about 85 per cent of Ceylon’s popula-
tion. There is strong feeling in favor of changing the
charter which currently states that no “privilege or ad-
vantage’ shall be conferred “on persons of any community
or religion which is not conferred on persons of other
communities or religions.”

Red Guards Confiscate Religious Literature

Church authorities report that East Berlin border police
have confiscated religious literature found on West Ger-
mans seeking to visit relatives in the Soviet Zone. They
also assert that on several occasions Communist police at
the Berlin Wall have told visitors to take their religious
“trash back to West Berlin and then come back without

BRINGING KOREAN DEAF TO CHRIST

self huddled in an air-raid shelter with Christian
parents and five brothers and sisters.

[ had no use for Christianity ; it was absolutely mean-
ingless to me until T realized the great contrast in at-
titudes evidenced by my parents and me. We were in
an underground compartment with just enough light for
me to see the peace radiating from my parents’ faces as
they worshiped and sang hymns, They were not fearful ;
and they showed no signs of the emptiness and horror
that permeated every fiber of my being. Their God was
real! Then and there I made my decision to accept their
God as my God. Immediately T joined them in their

Being Korean, my parents decided to go back to their
native country after the war was over. We found a place
to live in the port city of Pohang—my father’s birth-
place. After my graduation from high school, a way
opened for me to study at a local Presbyterian Bible
institute. I attended the school for two years and then

continued my Bible training in another school.

One day my father carefully and patiently explained
the baptism of the Holy Spirit until I became convinced
that it was an experience | should seek. This remarkable
experience was the second milestone leading to my life’s
calling.

After learning that the Assemblies of God operated
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a Bible school in Seoul, 1 immediately enrolled. Upon
completion of the courses of study, I was sent out to
pastor a church in Mamwon.

The third remarkable experience happened in January
of 1960 while I was pastoring the Anlak Assembly near
Pusan, Missionary L.. P. Richards from my area brought
two American women to my church on a Sunday eve-
ning. He introduced one of them as Betty Haney who,
even though employed by the American government in
Seoul, was actively engaged in the deaf ministry. To
my astonishment, Miss Haney repeated John 3:16 in
the Korean sign language.

After the service one of my members, Mrs. Yoon,
came to me and excitedly claimed that she understood
every word in the sign language that Miss Haney used.
Mrs. Yoon's husband is deaf and she had learned to
communicate with him through the sign language. The
following morning Mrs. Yoon came to see me and said
that her unsaved husband would gather all his deaf
friends and would like to have Miss Haney minister
to them. Miss Haney was contacted and she gladly ac-
cepted the invitation; the date was set for February
19 to 21, 3

I was never the same after that first service when
Miss Haney, a foreigner, preached in the Korean sign
language so that my people who were deaf could under-
stand her. I could hardly wait until she came back to
Pusan for the special meetings. During these services
God confirmed to me that He wanted me to learn the
sign language and reach the deaf of Korea for Christ.
[ was so eager to know the sign language that it was not
difficult for me to learn. Mr. and Mrs. Yoon were my
instructors.

In one year’s time I was able to sign entire sermons.
I then resigned my pastorate to become a full-time worker
with the deaf under Miss Haney's guidance, T went
from city to city to preach to the deaf and opened out-
stations in each city. However, it was very difficult for
me to pastor six congregations in six different cities.
Our only answer was to do as the apostle Paul had
done—to train local laymen and set them over their re-
spective groups. Our first Bible Seminar composed of
deaf laymen was held in Seoul in December 1962. It
was sponsored and directed by Betty Haney.

Soon more doors opened to us and we started branch
churches in Suwon, Inchon, Yongdung-po. I was asked
to teach a course in sign language at the Assemblies of

God Bible School in Seoul. This was an answer to our
need. Already we have two students who are assistant
pastors of two of our deaf churches, One December
graduate is entering full-time deaf munistry.

In addition, we now have weekly sign language classes
for our workers and correspondence courses for those
in remote areas. Every three months we have special
training seminars for our workers, This year we con-
ducted two vacation Bible schools. Sunday school ma-
terials from BGMC and Bible portions from Light for
the Lost have made possible our literature program. We
are distributing 50,000 tracts prepared especially for the
Korean deaf.

Today throughout Korea we have 10 churches for the
deaf and 17 trained workers, with approximately 500
deaf attending. In July 1964 a capacity group attended
our first Deaf Camp at the Christian conference grounds.
Never before had a group of deaf from all over Korea
met for such a gathering. For five days they lived,
studied and worshiped together.

The harvest is white—for only a small fraction of
the more than 60,000 deaf Koreans, so open to the gos-
pel, have been reached for Christ, Pray with us that we
may be able to enter the many doors of opportunity.

* * *

Lditor's Note: Betty Haney has served as a government em-
ployee in Korea since October 1958, Her interest in the deaf stems
from the sign language course she took while attending Central
Bible Institute in Springfield, Missouri. She learned the Korean
sign language and established the Korean deaf work during her
free time (evenings and weekends). Sister Haney will soon
terminate her third government term in Korea, leaving the deaf
work under the capable leadership of Brother Chey.

Deaf groups in the United States are now helping to support
Brother Chey and the other national workers.
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A BURDEN FOR THE STRIFE-TORN CONTINENTS OF ASIA
and Africa rests heavily on the hearts of the Rewvivaltime
team.

NEVER HAD THERE BEEN A MAN WHO WAS ABLE TO
predict with certainty the events that would take place
in his life. Yet, in the sun-bathed land of Palestine there
was One who was able to say: “Behold, we go up to
Jerusalem; and the Son of man shall be betrayed unto
the chief priests and unto the scribes, and they shall
condemn him to death” (Matthew 20:18).

Perhaps there was not joy on His countenance when
He said this. But there was not a trace of despair either.
For a moment imagine the confusion of the disciples
“What? You, the Son of man, be betrayed ?”" These were
probably the thoughts of the impulsive Peter. “Be be-
trayed, be mocked and crucified? No, Master, never!”
[t is possible that they had such thoughts, but they held
their peace.

One evening a young man came in
looking as though he had been through
great mental anguish. He told us how
his wedding had heen fully arranged,
invitations sent out and preparations
made for a large feast. Then his broth-
ers, envious that their father had given
him more than he had given them,
decided to stop his wedding, The
young man begged his brothers to take
his inheritance but to please let his
marriage go ahead as planned. They
refused. In India wedding procedures
are such that the brothers have the
power to stop the wedding. And in
their culture, breaking an engagement
is a great disgrace to any potential
bride and groom.

In utter discouragement the young
man was about to take his life. But
he happened to glance at a table
where he saw a Gospel of Matthew
which he had obtained from our book
room. He picked it up and began to
read, Soon he knew God did not want
him to commit suicide ; and as he con-
tinued to read, peace came to his heart.

He was anxious to tell his story,
so he came to us. When he asked us

Looking up,
the botanist saw a tall, weather-heaten shepherd gazing
with a smile of half-concealed amusement at a man
spending his time looking through a glass at so common
a thing as a heather bell.

Without a word, the botanist handed the microscope to
the shepherd. Time sped hy while he gazed in enrap-
tured silence,

When he handed bhack the glass, there were tears
streaming down the shepherd’s hronzed cheeks.

“What's the matter?” asked the botanist. “Isn’t it
beautiful 7"

“Beautiful 7" said the shepherd. "It is bheautiful beyond
all words. But I am thinking of how many thousands
of them [ have trodden under foot.”

Countless times men have trodden under foot the
things in life that should be most precious, the things
that really count.

(Hebrews 10:29).

Do not lower the microscope
of faith until the tears of repentance fill your eyes and
overflow in godly sorrow.
