Worth of' a Soul 
On November 22, 1964, 1here appeared in Thl! PClltecosla/ Evangel 

a !>Chart article ahout Pet '-laven, a burial ground in Los .\ngclcs 
where morc than 9,000 animals lie in individual graves. The article 
deplored the fact that while children roam the streets and fall into si n 
for Jack of parental care and affection. pet s are given la\ish carc. Pet 
lo"ers spend $70 or $80 for a plot in which to hury their dog or cat. 
Some wiil spend from $127.50 upwards to provide the animal with a 
cement vault! 

One Evangel reader said that when she (cad thi s article she just 
buried her head in her hands and whi spered, "Dcar T _orcl. how can 
it be?" For she is one of those servants of God with a missionary 
heart; she is burdened for people who live in great po\·erty where 
there is not enough money to give children a decent burial, let alone 
pet animals. She writes: 

"A few months ago in ~fexico I stood before a tiny casket and 
looked dOwn into the wasted face of infant Conchita. The struggle to 
surv ive against cold, hunger, and disease had been too great. 

"The small casket was made of lightweight, inexpensive styrofoam, 
IIow cou ld there ever be enough pesos to provide a fine casket or cement 
vault! There were no satin pillows or silken linings to cradle this little 
body into its grave. 

"Some kind hands in loving gestu re arranged artificial paper 
flowers in the simple mission church. A single candle flickered in the 
breeze, destined to be snuffed out as (Iuickly as liie from the still 
body nearby. 

"A bll1e pane! car came to bear the casket to an unmarked resting­
place. Oh, how I wept! \.va s it because T saw the tear-streaked face 
of the bereaved, unwed mother. not yet 16 years old? \Vas it because 
the attendant picked up the casket and tucked it tinder his arm like a 
loaf of bread? 

" I was not seeing only the face of a t>.lexican baby; T was seeing the 
faces of little ones all over our world who nre treated less kindly than 
animals! I was crying for every empty stomach and every shivering 
body that will not su rvive their hardships. 

"So the dead a re buried and life goes 011. Only now and then are 
we jolted out of our comfortable nest. The churches draw their rich 
robes about themselves, while :standing otw;ide the heautifl11 stailled­
glass windows a child whimpers, 'T'm hungry!' A woman cries ill 
darkness, '1'111 so cold, and my baby is sick! ' A man wipes tears 
across a bea rded face and pleads, 'Please-help me.' 

"These are the lame, the halt, and the blind. These are tbe sick, 
the sin-laden, the needy ones Jesus came into the workl to save.". 

Chri st knew the worth of a soul and that's why He died to save the 
lost. Do we? Are we His followers? Then, like George l\ Tatheson we 
ought to pray: "Send me to the hearts without a home, to the li"es 
without a love, to the crowds wi thout a compass. to the ranks without 
a refuge. Send me to the children whom none ha"e blessed, to the 
fam ished whom none have fed, to the sick whom none have dsited. 
to the demoniac whom none haye calmed, to the fallen whom nOlle have 
lifted, to the leper whom none ha\'e tOtlched, to the berea\'cd whom 
none have comforted. Then shall I have the birthright of the fir st­
born; then shall I have the blessing of the migh ty God of Jacob!"

We Camped wit~ t~e C~ristian Gypsies BY EVELYN

while my husband was stationed with the U. S. Armed 
Forces in France. There we had a close-up \' iew of 
groups of nomadic Gypsies whose homes were horse­
drawn caravans. Tn groups of 10 or more they wandered 
from place to place. staying only a day or two at each 
location. 

For a livelihood, the men wove baskets and the wom­
en and children peddled them with various other notions 
from house to house. Cleanliness seemed to he unim­
portant. Figh ting and rowdiness, shameless begging and 
steal ing. were characteristics of these transient people. 
Frequent encounters convinced uS that any associat ion 
with them was dangerous, 

Little did we realize the strange experience that was 
just ahead for us. 

An American evangelist was holding evangelistic ser­
vices in the city of Lyons, and we planned to attend. 
Arri ving late in the evening we were confronted with 
the news that the services we anticipated had concluded 
two days ea rlier, but that other services were contin uing 
nnder the direction of " French Gypsy workers." There 
were 35 pastors in the group : all had taken Bible study 
courses and dedicated their lives to Christ. 

Curiosity outweighed apprehension so we drove to the 
large field outside the ci ty of Lyons where the meetl1lgs 
were being held. After very co r<ilal greetings we were 
welcomed to stay fo r the remaining meetings and also 
sha re camp wit h the Chr istian Gypsies! 

\.vhal a strange and unusual process ion we must have 
presented as we drove to their camping site. Our Ameri­
call station wagon was the only car in the line of horse­
drawn caravans, T was not withont misgivings. Had the 
Lord really changed their lives? Was it pos&ible that 
Christ coule! remove the inborn nature of stealing and 
rowdiness? Should we have declined the invitat ion and 
camped hy om selves? \Vas it a good thing to be seen 
mingling with people so frowned upon by society? These 
were the questions that filled Illy mind as we drove along. 

Evening shadows \vere beginning to \'ei! the sky as 
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we reached a deserted field nestled among the trees with 
a pond nearby. Darkness had settled by the time we 
parked our car and prepared to settle for the night. 
After hidding good-night to the pastors and their families 
we climbed inside our station wagon. careful to lock 
doors and windows. 

,\1thollgh r felt very tired, several hours of appre· 
hension passed before [ dropped off to sleep, To these 
people all Americans were rich and shared the heritage 
of a land where provert)" and hunger were unknown. \ Vhat 
a temptation it would be, I thought. for them to rob tiS 

of our possessions and even harm us. But finally I 
dropped off to sleep. 

\Vhen [ awoke with suddenness some time later, 
anticip .. lted the worst. At the far end of the field I could 
see a bonfire. Gypsies were seated around it. Quietly , 
opened the car window. The sounds that met my ears 
were not sounds of violence or drunkenness. They were 
singing. ill French, "There is wonderful power in the 
Blood." Though uneducated ami shunned by society. they 
had indeed experienced the transforming power of the 
hlood of Jesus Christ ~ 

During the days that followed we had occasion to 
see how wondrously this salvation had ..accomplished 
what the laws of society had failed to do. Even their 
outward appearance was different. Their faces were 
scruhbed; their hair was combed; their clothes were 
washed and pressed. 

In tht.: evangelistic services the message of salvation 
was presented with the grea t anointing of the H oly Spirit. 
Praye r was offered for the sick and many received God's 
heahng iouch. 

The Gypsies included' ItS ill a bond of unity known 
only by brothers and sisters in Christ. Nationaliti es were 
forgotlcn. social barriers set as icie, and we were made 
deeply conscious of the blessings of God's great plan 
of redemption offered to a1\ who win come to Him. 

Our experiences of camping and worshiping with the 
Christian Gypsies of France was one of the mosl in ­
spiring experiences of our lives. ... ......
