This is not giving trtlC recognition to the Lor<bhip of 
Christ. It should be ';Lord. develop the plans. crcalc 
the plans," not "Bless the plans we han: already de·

\ VC :1.150 ask God to ratify om interpretations of 
Scripture. \\'e pray. "God. make it clear to TIly mind 
that in Your \Yonl You ha\'e "a id thus and so:' 
rather (han asking Ilim to interpret for us. \\'e arc 
deligh t cd with our own intelligence and impressed with 
our own seminaries :l11d theologians. 

I am not saying that God does nOt speak th rough men. 
hecausc T know that He docs. But I am saying' that 
too often Chri!.lians will declare they are followers of 
a particular man-naming theologians of the day or of 
the past and then identifying thelll!:>elves with their be­
liefs. \Ve must rcalize, howe\"Cr, that it i!:> dangerous 
to make a theologian-no matter how great he 11> or 
was-the lord of our thinking. Jesus Christ is Lord: 
we must be followers of J l illl o nly. 

Paul made this verv clear. He declared that the Co­
rinth ians were not to' be followers of .\pollos, Paul. or 
any other human: such \l<1.rtisanship only hreeds dissension. 

\ Ve must he very careful to he sure we are not asking 
God to ratify wh:u some theologian said. Rather. we 
should ask God to speak to us :IS we study the Scrip­
tures. Then our whole program will he centered in the 
Lordship of Christ ami not in thc lordship of human 
intelligence.

A happy marriage is not possihle without COllllllunica­
tion which rewals, with reasonahle certaint)'. how the 
othe r fecls about a b"ven aClioli or situat ion , Bourdeau 
says: "\Vithollt communication. there ('an be no adjust­
ment at all. Ahility to COIlVCrse on any subject- to air 
any problem which might arise, to share with the other 
the private fears and worries and desires-is the hedrock 
of marriage. And it isn't always verhal. Attitudes arc 
expressed by a 5111il(', a frown, a shrug of the shoulder. 
These arc powerful. \Ve S/'IISC disapproval even though 
the spokell words arc reas"'Jring." 

Bourdeau goes on to poin t Ollt that communication 
ceases when the need to conceal becollles stronger than 
the desire for unity. There is the husband who cannot 
speak of his financial worries, so he hides his insecurity 
behind what he calls a "manly" silence. The wife con­
ceals her spur-of-the-moment purchase or keeps to her­
self the concern that her husband no longer finds her 
attractive. Slowly, couples who once were excellent com­
panions learn to rope off arcas of their Jives and live 
in a kind of mari tal no-man 's- land. Conversation de­
clines to "trucc" subject s. 

But Dr. james II. S. Bossard, a noted sociologist. 
discovered that talking of itself may get nowhere. By 
using tape recorders. he ohtained samples of dinner COIl­
\'ersatiolls of Philadelphia fall1ilies. I I is conclusion? The 
way parents talk to their children and to each other in 
front of their children is a problem of great serious­
ness in family life.

lIe discovered that family cOllversations follow cer­
tain patterns. The pattern of criticism was one of the 
most prevalent. The negative atmosphere it created mr.de 
the ch ildren anti-social and unpopular. Tn another, hos­
tiliti es were turned inward, with quarreling the result. 
:\Iore suhtly harmful were the exhibitionists, with each 
member of the family forever battling for the limelight. 

Docs anyone have good COllyersational habits ? Yes, 
reponed Bossard. lie calls the right way the interpretive 
pattern. Here, persons and eyents arc discussed calmly 
with perspective and digllity (and, when appropriate, 
with humor). Children are encouraged to take part and 
arc treated with respect. l'nderstanding and a wide range 
of interests are the characteristics of such a family. 

judge John Warren llill of the ;\'ew York Domestic 
Relathns Court speaks of hottled-up resentments. a re­
fusal to communicate. Bourdeau warns of the natural 
tendency for commllnication to hreak dO\vn as a married 
couple e\'ol\·es slowly into self-protection rather than 
mutual helpfulness. Bossard poi nT S out that family COIl­

versation tends to drift in critica1. self-seeking directions. 
\Vhat are the solutions these lllen propose to mend 

the broken lines of communication between husbands 
and wives and among Illembers of the family? 

Reveal yourself. they say. Know, don't guess at what 
the other fellow is trying to say. Become aware of what 
you are doing, and consciously take steps to correct any 
faults. Fall back on "safe" topics as a retreat. 

J s there a Biblical viewpoint on the dangers these men 
have pointed ou t ? The Christian who brings his mar· 
riage problems to a counselor presents exactly the same 
kind of prohlems as these men describe. This points to 
the conclusion that all men arc grappling with the same 
prohlems and de'tCrihe them essentially the same way. 
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The Christian answer. however. plumbs far deeper 
than conduct and a concerted effort to get along. It 
goes to the \'cry nature of man. 

Let us look just a little further at the elements that 
cause our communication to break down. There is the 
tendency to hide. Jesus said to :\ficodemus: "This is 
the condemnation. that light is come into the world. and 
men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds 
werc evil. For evcry one that doeth evil hateth the light, 
neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should he 
reproved" (John 3 :19. 20). 

1s it not true that we seek to protect ourselves from 
disapproval, that we hesitate to reveal our selfish desires 
and we tend to conceal our negative feel ings? The tend­
ency to conceal, so aptly described by Bourdeau, is 
summed up in two sentences by the Lord Jesus Christ. 
Bourdeau presents nothing new- simply restates the pro­
nouncement Jesus made to Nicodemus many years ago. 

Again, the tendency for human relations to break down 
is described by the prophet Isaiah when he says, "\'Ve 
have turned every aile to his own way." True, we have 
a strong desire fo r fellowship. but the human heart 
with its deceitfulness drives us apart, making ou r own 
way a stronger attraction than a mutual way. 

SociOlogists say increasingly high divorce statistics do 
not present the entire picture of marital strain because 
there are untold marriages which are "psychologically 
broken." Such cOllples maintain a residence under the 
same roof. but man and wife are unable to come to 
agreement on a Illutual way of life and each goes his 
separate way at the points where they cannot agree. 

Suppose you do comlllunicate your truc feelings, at­
titudes, desires? Comlllunication itself wit! not necessarily 
produce unity. The desire for IInity Illust be present. 
You may clarify your desires to your hushand to get 
your own way. Your objecti\'e Illay be to advance your 
own selfish ends, not to achieve unity. Or. as a husband, 
you may be firmly set against your wife's idea. Com­
mu nication, then, simply clarifies the issue; it does not 
prov ide a mutual solution. "U ndergirding this process of 
communication. as Judge Hill points ou t. lllust be a firm 
foundation oi love and unselfishness. 

\·Vhat of the tendency to become negative in our con­
versation ? Bossard writes: "A long time ago a great 
teacher pointed out that what comes out of the mouth 
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i!' a great deal more Important than what goes into It 

Thi~ great teacher is Je~us. \\'hom wc tOO recognize 
for Ilis teaching'S. But we go farther and acknowledge 
Tlim as our S.wiour. the One who died for our sitH; 
that we mig:ht he able to \\'alk 111 newnes~ of life. The 
statement Jesus made is ill ,\fatthew 15:11' ":\m that 
which goeth into the Illouth defileth a man: hut that 
which cometh alit of the mouth, tillS (\('fil('th a man." 
He gi\'es further explanation in \"er~es 18 and 19: "But 
those things which proceed out of the mouth cOllie forth 
frOIll the heart: and they ddile the man" For out of 
the heart proceed e\"il thoughts, murders. adulteries. forni­
cations, thefts. false witness, hlasphemies." 

\Vhat is it. then. that is behind the negative COII\'ersa­
tion around the dlllner tahle, the tendency to hreak fel· 
lowship by going your 0\\"11 way. the inclinatiOIl to COIl­
ceal from your most trusted companion? It is the flllllrall 

/wart, which the Dihle describes as "desperately wicked." 
The answer, the Christian answer, to how you can 

maintain the kind of communication that leads to a mu­
tual walk, goes right hack to your set of beliefs. Tm­
portant in it is your belief ill the sinfulness of man, 
redemption from sill by faith in Christ's death, and the 
indwelling of the lIoly Spirit which enahles us to do 
the will of God. 

True Christian marriage is hased on the love of God 
that is shed abroad in Ollr hearts by the T [oly Spirit 
(Romans 5:5). Patience, kindness. generosity. humility, 
courtesy, unselfishness, good temper, guilelessness. and 
sincerity are it s hallmarks. With such 10\'e in the foun­
dation, a Christian couple can proceed to establish and 
maintain a mutual way of life. 

Such foundation will enable you to approach your 
partner with the sincere desire to know and to be knowll, 
to listen and to share, to understand and to be under­
stood. Thus you arc ready to build the hridge across 
which two-way comlllunication call flow. Two-way com­
munication is. first of ail, a matter of the spirit. It 
requires two people who h;we been sel free from the 
natural tendency to hide. to conceal, to be secreti\·e. 
They have been set frce and arc now submitting to the 
J loly Spirit, who keeps their hearts opell as they COIl­

tinually yield to Him. 
Communication is hased 011 a camhi nation of truth and 

love. Paul describes mature Christians as "no more chil­
(hen, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every 
wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and ctlnning 
craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; but speak­
ing the truth in love, llIay grow up into him in all 
things, which is the head, even Christ" (Ephesians 4: 
14, 15). 

In the same chapter, Paul speaks of the Illan who is 
renewed in the spirit of the Illind alld who is created 
in righteousness and true holiness. To this man, Paul 
says: "\Vhercfore putting away lying. speak every nlan 
truth with his neighbor: for we arc memhers aile of 
another" (Ephesians 4:25). 

\Ve have emphasized that the natural tendency is to 
turn everyone to his own way. You tend to become dis­
united and to make judgments and decisions based on 
what you beheve to be right and what is attractive and 
desirable to you . The interests of the family easily be­
come submerged in favor of your own. 

Because this is trtle. you must depend also on the

hlessed or the :;orrhd pas!. nut 1l1(;mory of the past can 
beconl(' a stumhling-block to future progress unless thc 
divine i11lcl1liol1 i., clearly discerned. 

The glorious experiences and triulllphs of yesteryear, 
or e,'cn yesterday, ha,·c a subtle way of beckoning liS 

hack. And this is not altogether e\"il. as long as it sen'es 
as a means of cncourag-elilcllt rather than as a goal for 
aCCOIll pi i.,h ment. 

!\'ot at all uncommon among us is a yearning for a 
return to thc "good old days" with their attendant glory 
and hlessing. \\ 'c dcsire a repeat performance of Pente~ 
COSI. Of course, the glorious !'cntecoslal experience Illust 
he a goal for dlOse who ha\"(~ nevcr passcd Ihis mile­
stOIlC, but sh:lll those who have received return again to 
the "first principles of the oracles of God"? Why should 
we allow ourselves to he so occupied with the treasurc­
house door that we almost completely o,'erlook the tretlS­
ure-housc content? 

Progress is Ihe eterm.1 touchstone of the di\'ine econo­
my. Bill mall is so constitLIted that his natural inclina­
tion is toward some fragrant valley of the journey past 
rather than toward some I1nknown pinnacle on ahead. 
Nevertheless, the divine order is, "Speak unto the chil­
dren of Israel, that they go forward" (Exodus 14: 15). 

It is ev ident there must be a deliherate turning away 
from the past. and at the same time a determined pur ­
suing of Ihal which God has set before us. \Vas this 
not what Paul had in lIliml when he wrote, t, Forgett ing 
those things which are behind. and reaching forth unto 
those thing!'! whi('h arc hefore? ." (Phil ippians 3:13). 
\Vas he anxious to crase from memory's register only 
those annoying records of his preconnrsion blasphemy 
and persecution of the Church? Or could he have had 
in milld the revolutionizing Dallla~\lS Road encounter. 
the unp.1.rallcled Straiglil Street experience, and Ibe sub­
sequent triumphs of the gospel? 

That he would like to forget the fonner is easih' 
understood, but it is inconceivable that he shcmld desire 
10 fo rgel the latter-at least to fo rget in the absolute 
sense. Yet frOI11 cxperience we know that spi ri tual vic­
tories, mOl1ntaintop experiences, and glories oi the past 
have a way of becoming more than memories . Tn fact, 
such mcmories often transfo rm themseh'cs into goals, 
and we find ourselves preferring to return to "build 
three tabernacles" rather thal1 proceed to the valley where 
God has new vcntures of faith for us. 

God will lead II is childrcn as rapidly as they will 
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follow. ! Ie had high ohjectives for Israel when Ihey 
left E.gyPt, btlt Israel was prone to tllrn hack. And great 
was the conflict thnt raged for 40 years. Goel would 
lead them on into the untried, lIntl"oddell path toward 
an unknown land and into untapped resources. BlIt to 
thern Ihe t ried had more appeal than the untried: the 
IroddeTl path was more a\lur ing than the mltrodden. The 
known held more assurance than the unknowll, God's 
promises Ilotwithstanding. And the palatable leeks and 
garlics of Egypt lured them more than the pledged 
honcy, corn, and wine of Cana:lll. 

T;.e I ioly Spirit is striving 10 lead us unto "those 
things which a rc before." But there is danKer that we 
hecol11c so occupied with our past pilgrimage that we 
arc not cven aware of "after Pentecost" expcriences 
which await pursuit. For until we kno\\', we will not acl. 

Knowledge is always a prerequisite to actioll. For the 
man to whom Ihe baptism of the Holy Spirit is the 
ultimate goal. there is 110 higher attainmenl. Not IImil 
he knows that there are "after Pemecost"' heights to be 
ach ieved will he acti\'ely pursue thenl. 13m this knowl­
edge docs not come through ordinary channels. It is 
cOllll1lllnicnted by the Spirit-and only to those who have 
an car to hear. Therefore P aul prayed for the Ephesians 
"that the God of Oil!" Lord .Jesus Christ, the Fathe r of 
glory, would give unto yOIl the spiri t of wi sdom and 
revelation in the knowledge of him: the eyes of your 
underst:l.nd ing being cnlightened: that ye may know ... " 
(Ephesia ns 1 :17, 18). 

At this point traditionalism Illay throw up a red flag 
:lnd tend to stop tiS cold. But remember that traditionali sm 
has a way of stoppi ng our cars and blinding our eyes. 
It did thi s for Saul of Tarsus and it may do this for tis. 
Traditionalism is always the fruit of the past and never 
the secd of the God-designed future. 

\Vhat are the things which are hefore? \Vhat is to 
come after Pentecost? By the Spi rit Paul knew. There­
forc, he prayed Ihat hy the Spirit we may know, and 
we mllst now join Paul in his prayer to this end. To 
get a glimpse of the ",ill of God for LIS after Pentecost 
we do well to consider Paul's prayers and to make thelll 
ours. Only when these prnye rs arc fully answered ill us 
have we scaled the "after Pcntecost" heights which are 
set before us. It is noteworthy that Paul introduces each 
Illountain peak of attainment with a sign ificant "thal."

The last \\'cek cspecially we were 
overwhelmed with what Cod did. Be­
lievers simply asked and receivcd 
from Grandmother Snlu. th{' ol(\est 
member of our oldest church ( "ago 
raga ) , to ;\soiv;\. the newest convert 
of our youngc:;t church (:\Ialaeloa).

cludes the Orient. Southeast ,\5ia, alld Pacific Oceania. 
This vast area encompasses peoples of ,'arious racial 
backgrollnds. diverse cultures, and many religions. 

Only a quick look at each country is possihle in thi s 
short review. 

CHINA. 
Tn this immense country oi 716 million people, As­

semblies of Goel missionaries opened mission statiOIl'> 
nearly SO years ago. China is lIOW completely closed to 
missionary personnel. Xcws from inside the Com111t111ist­
controlled Coulltry is extremely sca rce. Seed planted 
by missionaries lives on and heroic Christians maintain 
OJ witness under appallingly difficult circumstances. There 
are an estilllated 100,000 Spirit-filled believers in China, 
including the tribal people in Southwest China . 

\ ,Vith the evacuation of mis:;ionaries some 15 years 
ago, the Assemblies of God gaye itself diligently to es­
tablish new l3ible schools and de\"elop churches 111 na­
tions on the per iphery of tIl(' mainland. 

TAIWAN 
A number of our missionaries frol11 China were led 

to contmue their witness to the i\\andarin-speaking Chi­
nese in Taiwan, the strategic "Isle of Hope" in the 
troubled seas off the Chilla coast. N ineteen missionaries 
now serve in Taiwan. ministering to both Chinese and 
Taiwanese Taikuang Bible Institute in Taipei trains 
workers for evangelism. 

An expanding radio ministry covers the island wi th 
programs in both languages. Simple 13ible studies arc 
g iven over the air and further helps arc offered by 
correspondence. Chinese broadcasts arc beamed to the 
China mainland, free of cost. hy two government-owned 
601000-watt stations. 

HONG KONG 
1 Iong Kong has mushroomed into a metropolis of 

three million people. This British Crown Colony has 
become a sanctuary for two million refugees from Red 
China. It offers missions an unprecedented opportunity 
to reach these displaced Ch inese with the gospel. Ecclesia 
Bible I nstitute, prepares young men and women for min­
istry to the Chi nese in Hong Kong and Sou theast Asia. 

Despi te nearby tensions Hong Kong enjoys a degree 
of peace and prosper ity. But time is a precious com­
modity in this crucial outpost of freedom. 
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KOREA 
.\ssemhl ies of God work: in Korea dates from 1952. 

The Korean church is a growing or~anizati{)n heciluse of 
its keen spirit of witness and emphasis on prayer. Day­
hreak prayer meetings. first introdl1ced during the spir­
itual awakening" which swept Korea in 1907. COlltinue 
throughollt the country. 

The newly enlarged Revival Cemcr in S(.'Otli scat'> 
2,500 people and has :m adult membership of 3.000. It 
is the largest AssembliiCs of Cod church in the Orient 
and olle of the largest Pentecostal churches in the world. 
The pastor is a gradlla te of om Korea Bible school. 

JAPAN 

Our work in Japan grew out of the pioneer efforts 
of one missionary family in 1913. Today 26 misl)ionaries 
a re stationed there. Eighty percent of the pastors arc 
graduates of Japan's Central Bible Institute in Tokyo. 
TrelllendOllS opportunitics await trained, Spirit-filled 
workers in the 10,000 towns and villages of the "Land 
of the H.ising Sun." 

Because of the high literacy rate and an insatiable 
thirst for knowledge, the Jap<'1llese read whatever is avail­
ahle. Our missionaries find Christ-centered literature a

A 
fourth school was opened recent ly in :'Ilindanao. Dedi ­
cated, enthusiastic graduates arc opening new self-sup­
porting cllUrc:hes throughout tht.' lllUltiple- islnnd repuhlic. 

To pro\' idt.' postgrad uate studies for young men who 
have completed the three-year courses of study in our

BURMA 

1 Jere the conical spires of many pagodas are mute 
reminders that the majority of the Burmese arc Bud­
dhist s. But in this land the Christian church lives and 
grows.

The 
past three decades have witnessed the growth of strong 
churches among the trihespcople. It is estimated that 
Pentccostal believers nu mher at least 14.000.

ago, faith promises were received. The pastor, reading 
off the totals, spied a familiar handwriting. It read. 
"35 cents a week for a total of $1.40 a month." 1t was 
his little daughter's writing. 1 fer spirit led the church 
to go over it s goal. and no douht it will be the largest 
missions gi\'ing church in the sta te in 1965. T thought 
of the Bible verse. "A little child shall lead them ... " 

;\-1 iss ions is the mission of the whole church. This 
work desperately needs the help of everyone-men and 
wOmen. hays and girls. 

The great poten tial of our children is often minimized. 
Yet if a burden and attitude of libera lity toward Gael is 
implanted in their hearts. the effect will last a lifetime. 
Boys and Girls l\lissionarr Crll sade (BG ~JC) is geared 
to interest children in reaching the world fo r Jeslls. 
Every penny helps to make a missions dollar . 

The Boys and Girls ~l issionary Crusade calls for ac­
tion. E\'ery little wooden ba rrel becomes a challenge to 
fi ll. The pennies. nickels. and dimes will be sent to help 
other boys and girls all oyer the world learn about the 
Saviour. 

Such instinctive offer ings, motivated hy the tcaching 
of God's love, cannot be tossed into a general fund 
where they lIIight lose thcir sign ificance. That's why we 
have BG?lIC. BGi\ rC funds arc used to print God's 
\Vord in quarterlies, teaching pamp\Jlets, booklcts. and 
other forms of litcraturc which help to establish and 
strengthen the church. 

For many years there were few SunGay schools in 
the French-speaking arcas of \ 'Vest Africa, and those 
werc poorly ope rated . One big handicap was inadcquate 
quarterlies, leaflets, and picturc rolls adapted to the Af­
rican's way of lifc. Our first Speed-the-Light offset 
press began operation in 1958 at Ouagadougou. and 
BG}'1C funds hclped pay for the l\ rossi quarterlies it 
printed. 

A literature committcc of missionaries from Senegal, 
Togo, Dahomey, and Upper Volta began functioning 
about 1961. Their goal was to extend the printing of 
gospel literature to all \Vest Africa. Whcn F rench, )'lore. 
Dagomba . and English quarterlies were fir st printed, 
nGMC suppl ied the otherwise unavailable money. BG}.IC 
reduced the price per quarterly so the nationals could 
afford to purchase them. A nickel may 1I0t seem like 
Illuch, hut for a Massi man who makes about $40 a 
year, every purchase seems to be a major one. BGi\JC 
pa id nearly 10 cents on each quarter ly, two-thirds of 
the printing cost. 

\oVhenever the literature management committee 
launched a new paper , new helps for Bible schools. or 
evangelism aids, BG~rc came to our aiel and supplied 
funds. In 1963 more than $2,()(X) came from BG?IlC 
for the printing plant in Ouagadougou, Uppcr Volta. 
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These funds helped buy papn and aluminul1] plates ior 
the press; they \'irtually kept the pres" running. \\'t' 
could not hayc continued without the help of the hoy~ 
and girls. BG~IC funds would arrin' just in time. 

Literature is the key to training and (,stahlishing young 
churches and young" convcrts. To simpl~' t'\',IIlg-e!iz(" and 
gCt C01l\'erts is not enough Xe\\" converts must IC;l.rn oi 
.Jesus. Lasting resolt;; can he scen only in (,:'.Iahlishing 
churches. and this llIust hc dOI1(' III Ihis generation. 

Some 1110nths ago \lrs. \\'eidman and I packed the 
children into our Pcugeot -W4 Spced-th('-Light car .'l.nd 
headed for a town called Ipala some 2:; miles irom the 
center. 

It was Sunday school timc \\"hen we arri\~·d. Clas~es 
werc being hcld e\·cryw!Jerc· a class of young men undcr 
a thorn trec. a women's class ill the shade of the Illud 
church. children inside ill differem classes. Thev all had 
their quarterlies: they wcre reading. cOIll1l1t'1;ting and 
literally growing in the faith. The smallcr children 
were using the two-color picture rolls which ha\'e had 
to be suhsidized hy llG:\IC funds due to their cost. 
"They arc all so hungry ami the)' have desire for the 
truth of God." Pastor Bourcm:.t said. 

\Vhell the lcsson ended, the childrcn loudly gave their 
memory verse in ullison-so did the women, the men, 
~nd the young people. Like I);l.yid who said. "Thy word 
have I hid in my heart, that I 111ight not sin against 
thee," they knew the importance of having it not merely 
on paper but in thcir hearts. 

As classes ended. many opened little leather satchels. 
Carefully they tucked the quarterly in by the songbook 
and the Bible-part of their precious possessions. 

Without BG~lC, without hays alld girls who lo\'e to 
work for J esus, such scenes could lIot happen. But it 
is happening all over .\frica: souls are hei ng saved 
through churches and Sunday schools; the church of 
Jesus Christ is moving on : Sunday schools arc being 
established frOIl1 Dakar to Lome, from Accra to Oua­
higouya. And clutched in S1l1all dark hands is the printed 
page, thanks to the Boys and Girl~ i\lissionary Crus..1.de.

narians from Cl:ntral Bible Institute, accompanied hy 
Paul R. ~T:l.rkstrolll, Assemblies of God prison repre­
senta ti ve, arr ived at the l'IlisSOllri :\lediu111 Security Prison 
at ~rohcrly for a five-day seminar on penal problems. 

The students had a first-hand reaction to the heart­
heat of prison life: loneliness; dragging time; the fading 
yesteryear; the I1l1certain tomorrow; loss of freedom 
(choice of movement and dec ision is greatly curtailed 
in prison). The prisoner's environment is far different 
from that of free society. hut his basic needs and ('mo­
tions :lfC the same. 

During the seminar students sought to understand 
grief caused hy past mistakes with their hr-reaching 
ramifications. According" to Brother ;\Iarkstro!ll, "The

society which has placed prisoners in confinement should 
understand the prohlem s prisoners face 111 oreler to

Declarations by inmates testifying of the spiritual ell­
dowment available to all mel! regardless of surround ings 
was an imeresting feature of the \"isit. 

Students concluded that dealing with a man's emotional 
needs purely on a man-to-man basis was insufficien t. 
Counselors should prescnt Christ as the allswer to the 
prisoner's prohlems. 

The five-day seminar made a signific..1.11t impression 
upon the students' minds: prison ministry is a privi­
leged responsibility. The 21 are now encouraging fellow 
studcnts to make a similar excursion so they too can 
1110re readily understand the needs of those in prison.

The 
I.:xperiences we received were om of this world. The su n 
shone brighter. lo\·c was so Illuch st ronger. and death 
had lost it s sti ng (this was at the time of our father's 
death) . 

\Ve arc traveling gypsies. There arc many customs 
and beliefs. likes and dislikes. which bear IIpon our 
preference for the "open road." This way of life has 
some disad\·antages. For example. om people ha\"e 1Iot re­
alized the value of education. so mallY of the older 
gypsies canllot read and write. ( \Ve are tha nkful that 
lhe younger generation is gaining thi s knowledge.) T 
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tell you this to explain the reason for our heha\· ior from 
the time of ollr conversion. 

\Ve had no knowledge of the \Vord, only the sweet­
ness of the presence of Christ which was always like 
lhe perfume of the Hose of Sharoll. \Ve depended upon 
our prayer life to stahi lize us, and for the next few 
years we lived in the glory of this rich, spiritual ex­
perience. Some of Illy brothers obtained 13ibles shortly 
after we wen: saved , and we carried them with liS

I began to study the Word of l.od,1 thought that to 
study the Bible was to memorize the names of the books, 
to learn how many chapters in each hook . to learn the 
names of the apostles . etc. Th is pro\'ided a wonderful. 
basic knowledge that was im'a lliable to me for further 
study. 

'VVhile we we re traveli ng back south again, 1 spent 
most of my t ime from early morning to late at night 
study ing God's \ Vorc!. T read words such as repelltallce . 
j ustificatio ll , and faith . The footnotes helped open up 
a new understanding of the t ruth.

The faithfulness 
of dOllors in the "smaller states" has 
maintained the operation thus far. bllt 
sacrifice by an eyell greater !lumber 
will be necessary to increase the spread 
of thc light to our gelleration of Alas­
bus! 

Jesus is coming SOOI1. The light of 
His gospel \\'ill cease to shine forth 
from these lighthotlses of the Far 
North. The Assemhlies of God now 
has forty churches in Alaska. Let tiS 

keep these lighthouses shining while 
we can. It is tIly earnest prayer that 
you will support the work financially 
and with much prayer.
