A STUDY ON EXODUS 30:17-21

T HAT T ill, J..\\'ER IS ("1.0.'.E!.Y ASSOCIATEIl "ilh the 
altar of inc/" IISe is sl1ggc;;!cd by the word also in 

Exodus .30:17. Xot OIlC without the other. The laver for 
cleansing must be appropriated hefore the golden altar of 
pf:\ycr and prai ... t could be approached. T he prj"",ts Illust 
be clean hdorc there cOll1d he any fragrance of worship 
to God. 

The cOPl~r of the laver was obtained from Jewish 
W0111(,1I who donated their looking glasses to the ~crvicc 
of the Lord (Exodus .')8:8). They were willing to give 
lip the prized posscs..,iolls they had taken fo r a spoil of 
the Egyptians hefore they left the land of hom\agc. . 

These looking: glasses revealed their n;\lttral b<:allty. 
Ilow they delighted to sec their reflections in these 
highly pol i!>hed copper mirrors! Copper is the Bihle 
type of judgmcTlt for sin; the)" judgcd their olltward 
appearance here. Bllt they gave up that outward judging 
for the spiritual judging when Ihcy turned these mirrors 
over to the work of the Tabernacle. The mirrors were 
uscd to comtruct the laver for the w:l:.hillg of the 
priests. In other words, these women ga\"c lip the desire 
for natur:ll beauty- the outward adorning-in preference 
\0 that Leauty which comes from within. (See I Peter 
3,3-5. ) 

The looking glasses of Egypt indicate the intense 
desi re of mankind to appear heallliful outwardly to im­
press others and altmct attention to selL But all this is 
changed when redemption is applied to the sou l. Then

the IllOSt important desire is adorning the inner 1ll:l1l, 

Whell the beautv of the Lord of hosts shines forth from 
the life, the att~n tioll of onlookers will he attracted 10 
I lim who is altogether 10n~ly. 

The lavcr is a type of the Word-Gad's mirror into 
which we look and judge ourselves. There we sec our 
own reflection amI Ihere also we see the remedy provid­
ed for Ollr cleansing, 

The copper altar has already hecll built and is for 
the !>i lll1er. The lan'r is for the sain t. \\ 'e meet God first 
al the Cross and arc cleansed by the hlood of the Lamh. 
Then daily we come for c1can!:iill/-:" hy the water of the 
\Vonl. The altar is for saying liS and shows liS what 
Christ is, The laver is fo r keeping us sa ved and !>hows 
tiS what ,.'/" arc, At the altar we learn that what Chri~t 
has dOlle meets Ihe need of the sin ner. ,\1 the laver we 
learn that what Chri!'l is meets lhe need of thc Chris­
lian. Only the Blood can make us safe (copper altar). 
Only the \\'onl can make liS slIre (copper la\'er). 

The la\'er was located at the door of the Tabernacle, 
This copper hasin situated hefore the "tabernacle of the 
congregation" or the Iioly P lace where Ihe table of shew­
bread was speaks so beautifully of the experience of 
cleansing before feasting. Children arc not to he dirty 
when they come to the tahle. They arc cOlllmanded to 
wash fir st. :\'0 helie\'cr is enti tled 10 comc to the hrcaking 
uf hread :Il the table in thc Holy Place without self­
examill:ltion. "I ,ct a 111:111 examine himsel f, and so let hin1 
cat, . ' for if we would judge ourselves. wc should not he 
judged" ( I Corinthians II :28, 31). 

God commanded the priests to wash thereat-not tll/'1('­
ill-at the side of the lavcr or ncar it. \Vith smallcr 
basins Ihey werc 10 take water out of th e largcr basin 
and wash thcmselves at the side of it. 1£ one priest 
would cleanse his hands :Ind feet in the 1:I\·er . thc water 
would become pollutcd for the next priest. 

T he \\·ord of God is not defiled by m<ln·s imagina­
lions, doct rines, opinions, or explanations, The \\'ord of 
God is clea r. pure, and clean. It is illumined to our 
heart s by Ihe j loly Spiri t undefiled. \Vc wash l/rcrl'(lt. 

The 1:I\'cr as the \Vord oi God gi ves us a reflection of 
ourselves wherchy we can Judge ourselves, but it also 
contains the water whereby we call wash, The Lord J c­
sus said to His di sciples, "Kow arc ye clean through the 
word which I have spoken unto you" (John 15 :3), And 
th en we also read that the Lord JC$US ga\'e J limseli for 
1! is Cburch that Ife IlIight cleanse it by the water oi 
the Word (Ephesians 5:26) . 

David declared: "Wherewilhal sha ll a young mail 
cleanse his way? by taking heed thereto according to thy 
word" (Psalnls 11 9 :9 ) , The Lord Jesus requested the 
Father concerning I lis disciples : "Sanctify them by thy 
trllth: thy word is truth" (Jollll 17:17). David refers to 
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washing (at the I:'I\-er) as an illustr;'l.oon oi inno,ellc\ 
(See Psalm 26 :6,) .

The priests did lIOl stand ofi from the laver to admire 
it. They did not speak of its heamy. its attractiv(,ness, 
or its usefulness-they obeyed the cO!l1!l1alldlll('nt of the 
Lord and IIsed tfrr ,i'ata /h!' Im'er contained. \V{> do 
not stand off from the \\'ord of God and adlllire it or 
talk at length ahout it: neither do we approach ie study 
it, know its history, it s characters, a1l(1 all it.~ mitaclcs: 
neithe r do we Illtot(· chapters from it a1l(1 expect that all 
this cleanses us. The laver does not wash us, neither 
docs the water that it contains. To be (·(fccti,'e there 
must be application. Self-examination (self-judgment) i~ 

not merely thinking' ahout the \\'ord h\t\ er/'f'/yi 'l!! the 
water of the \\·onl to our hands and to our feet TheIl 
\\'111 we be r ightly worshiping God in the Iioly 1'1ace. 

"They shal1 wa"h with water, that they die no\.,. 
Even though the priests had met God at the altar of 
sacrifice ilnd had heen cleansed of their sins, yet e,·er 
afterward there was daily (kfil cment that mllst he washed 
away. Fsen after we ha'·e heen cleansed of (Jl\r sins hy 
:!cceptlng the I.onl Jesus Chris t as our S;:L,·iotlr, we mu~t 
keep Oil heln g- cleansed by the \\-ord of God daily so we 
lnay walk with God and h:l,"e fel1ow~hip with I lim. 

Tile words of our Lord, "I Ie that is \\':lslled needeth 
not save to wash his feet, bllt is clean e\·ery whit," arc 
an exnmple of this. III Ollr j .ord · ~ tilllC people returning 
from the puhl ic baths found it necessary to wash th eir 
feet which had become soiled froll! walking through Illiry 
streetS. So the Christian Ita" been cleansed oncc for all. 
but in walking th rough the world he often contraCb de­
filement and therefore needs daily cleansing" 

In the old COll lltry there IS a special sidewalk fOr the 
Jews to walk on when coming home fr01l1 the temple. 
So the pr icsts of God are to walk in a special way aft er 
they arc washed, for the Lord will not han' fellowship 
witlt uncleanlles.-;. Hcliehr-priesls Tllust bathe in the 
\Vord c\'{~r)' day. "Let liS draw ncar \\'ith a tnw heart in 
fllll assurance of faith, ha\"i ng uur hearts sprinkled from 
an evi l conscience , and our hodies washed with pure 
lI'ater" (l khre\\'s 10 :22 ).

Child Evangelism Pays Big Dividends

tyes pools of interest and excitement, 
the two gypsy children I had invited 
to O\lr children's services sat on the 
edge of the pew, Dl1I'ing 0111' two­
weck cvangelistic campaign in ;L Kan ­
sas 10WII. a ("ami val was in fu ll swing 
not far frum the Assemhly. 1 had 
fclt prompted 10 i1lv1\(' these children 
I had sce1l playing ahOUI Ihcir trailer. 
Th/: mother set'lllcd ple:lscd :It the 
invitation. She hathed the children and 
dressed them in their finest for the 
occasIOn. 

Never before had J realized what 
it wa s like to \('11 the gospcl to chil­
dren who had nevl'Y heard. These chil­
dren opened their hearts like flowers. 
Since that was the only contact we 
had with them, r often wonder about 
them and pray that we lIlay have 
dropped some seed in their hearts 
which will bear fruit unto eternal life. 

In Dccember, 1964, at our first 
gypsy convention in the United States, 
children's sen'ices were incll1ded and 
attendance reached a high of 60. This 
child evangelism effort was an entire­
ly new venture and produced gratify ­
ing resnlts. \Vorkers plan to continue 
child e\'a ngcli sm among the gypsies. 

Assemblies of God home mission­
aries consider child evangelism a vital 
part of their church curriculullI and 

approach it in ways hest sllited to 
their areas of ministry. Some have 
found regular children's church or 
special t\\'o- or three-week children's 
re\'ivals effective acti\'ities in addi­
tion to Sundar school. Others have 
the uniql1e opportunity of holding re­
leased-time classes for boarding' school 
students on the fndia1l resen'alions. 
Onc(' a year. man)' of the Alaska, 
:\111('ric;ln Indian, and Foreign 13ranch 
churches conduct \'acation Bihle 
schools through which hays and girls 
have heen won to Christ.

T he N ew T estament portion of our lesson contains 
\\"ords of J esus taken from the Sermo n on the :' lo11nt­
words which set forth the spi ri t which should characterize 
the New T estamcnt Chri st ian: words which arc bea ut ifu [­
ly illust ra ted in J oseph 's life and conduct: "But I say 
unt o you, 1.0 \'e your enem ies . bless them that curse you, 
do good to them that hate you, <lnd pray for them which 
despitefully use you, and persecute you. " 

H ow specific and easy it is to understand these words t 
But how seldom do Chris tians seem to take them serious­
ly ! Yet they represelli Goers will for the Chri st ia n ; they 
present a n a\'ellUC of spiritual disco \'ery and an oppo r­
ttmity to be of inestimable blessing to others, 

Is it too much to hope that readers of these lines may 
be constrained to act upon these commands ? T hus they 
wodd demonst rate that which rea lly di sting ui shes the 
Chri stian frotn the ord ina ry lIlan, namely, the willing­
ness to let Chri st's fo rg iving and rcdemptive love flow 
from his liie. ..-.

~rore oftell. howen.'l". thc patiellt docs understand but 
refuses to follow his doctor's advice. Perhaps he feels. 
·')'Iy doctor's treatment is too drastic; thinge; can·t really 
he as bad as he says." 

Such failure to follow good medical a(\\'ice call. of 
course, ha\ e disastrous consequences. ).Iost of ll S recog­
nize this. Hilt do wc recognize that the ~ame is true 
regarding spiritual advice?
