Can you picture til{' I.Off! J t'~IL~ hehind tht' wheel of a nlodern 

automobile? Why not! 
.\rtists have painted lIiTTl at the helm of a ship. \\'e love to !illig, 

"Jesus Saviour Pilot ~ I ('." Perhaps it is time someone painted Him 
at the driver's wheel of a JI){)() model automobile, and time we asked 
oursch'cs: "If the Lord JC~l'S were driving my car, how would He 
handle all that horsepower that is under the hood? If j fe were here 
on this bus)' freeway, surrounded by aU these cars in the rush hour. 
how would 'I c drive?" 

At lhe National Safety Congress in Chicago last week, the accident 
si tuation was s tudied again. It was emphasized that o"cr 4D,00Q lives 
afC lost in the U.S. each year through automobile accidents, and over 
30 l11ill ion persolls are injured. \\·hat is the Christian's responsibility 
toward th is problem? 

·Four out of five of the accidents are caused by errors which drivers 
themselves conld avoid. l\lost are caused by violating traffic laws, 
exceeding speed limits, dr i\·ing under the influence of alcohol, etc. 
But we cannot hlame the drinkers for all the accidents. Nor can we 
blame the you ngsters (fo r two-thirds of the dri vers involved in fatal 
accidents are hetween 25 and 64 years of age). \ Ve cannot put a 
great deal of blame on lady drivers, either (for of every 10 acciden ts, 
nine of th e drivers are men). Non-drinking men of mature years 
cause mOSI of the accidents. And many of these (though we do not 
know how lI1any) arc church members. 

Of one Ihing we may be sure : if all born-again Christians (includi ng 
preachers) would dri ve the way Jesus would drive, there would 
be a noticeable improvement in the traffic situat ion. 

Jesus taught that men were made in the image of God, and that 
hUlllan life is very preciolls. Therefore J Ie would do all 111 His 
power, while driving an automobi le, to protect people against injury. 

For the Son of .l\lal1 came not to kill. or to destroy, but to sa ve 
li ves. Therefore I Ie proba bly would have sea l belts-and would 
use them. He would have ]-li s brakes, tires, etc., checked for s..1.fety. 

fIe would obey the traffic laws. For Jesus came not to destroy 
the principle of la w, bill to fulfill it. He who taught us to obey 
those in author ity would be careful to do so Himsel f. 

li e who prayed, "Lead us not into temptat ion ," would not take 
chances by passing on a hil!. 

lIe who tatlght, "Give to bim that asketh thee," wou ld always 
yield the righ l of way to other cars. 

He who said , " Love thy neighbor as thyself." would not crowd 
others out of linc, or jump lanes to get ahead of them. H e would 
be a pat ient driver . I fc \vou ld keep His mind on the road. He 
would not drive when preoccupied with personal problems, or when 
emotionally upset. He would pray to His Heavenly Father for help 
and protection before turning the ignition key and driving down it 

bWi>Y street. 
H e would he a courteous dr iver. He would obey the Golden Rule 

which He Himself taught; He would treat other drivers (and pedestri­
ans) the way He would like them to treat Him. 

If Christians would drive the W<iy Christ would <1ri,'e, they not 
only would Save lives, inc1l1ding their own, but would also be setting 
a good example before others. And a Christlike example can be a 
powerful influence in teaching others to dri\·e s<i fely. - R.C.C.

day defense attorneys is the attempt to prow' 
a client was temporarily insane when he cOllll1littcd hi .. 
crime, and therefore not morany accountable. Occasion­
aJly this is true; morc often it is not. But ill a much 
broader spiritual sense, every sin ner under hc:\vcn is a 
madman 1 

Jesus said of the Prodigal SOil, who hy the folly oi 
bis actions had been reduced to eating husks, .. .. \!lc! 
when he came to himself ... ," intimating that his actions 
had resulted fr0111 a form of insanity, 

This Illay sound extreme, hut we will never escape 
the power of sin until we sec it ill true pCf:,pecti\,('. 
Only whcn we are convinced of its fOlllness will we flc(' 
from it. 

Insanity always involves a derangement of the intel ­
lectual powers. There is a weakened, perverted sense 
of judgment. The mind cannot discern truth from error . 
right from wrong. A madman is 110t influenced by COUIl­

sel, howe\·er logical it may he. His mind simply doe>­
!lot function correctly. He will deliherately pursue his 
course even after being warned of impending tragedy. 
A mentally deranged person is carried along by gusts of 
emotion like a feather in the winci. Passion rules instead 
of reason. 

Illusions of grandeur accompany certain forms of 
mental disorder. causing men to imagine themseh-es kings 
upon a throne o r in possession of great wealth and 
power. They simply do not see themselves in their 
true conditiol1. 

Common mental disorders may be brought about by 
any number of causes including hereditary weaknesses 
and traumatic experiences. Only God knows the moral 
accountability of stich a condition. But spiritual madness 
is willful and inexcusable . The sinner is morally responsi­
ble before God. for God has provided a way of deliver­
ance from sin. 

Our society accepts Illuch of the insanity of sin as 
normal. io.-lil1ions drink alcoholic heverages which bring 
untold heartache and physical suffering in their own 
lives and those of innocent \'ictirns. ·~I'r\lltitudes deliber­
ately breathe the injurious. cancer-inducing fumes of 
cigarettes. Our youth too often blight their future by 
loose moral actions. Untold numbers of adults ruin their 
careers, their homes. and their marriages through in­
fidelity. 

The lIlost insane act of all is that of a si nner seeking 
safety in the thing s of time. To turn to this world and 
its materialism and pleasures for security and satisfac­
tion is as insane as to run into a burning building for 
safety. Peter pointed this out when he wrote, "fiut the 
d;J.Y of tlte Lord will corne as a thief in the night; in 
the which the hea\~ens shall pass away with a great 
noise. and the elellients shall melt with fervent heat, 
the ea rth also and tl1l' works that arc therein shall be 
burned up" ( 2 Peter 3 :10) . 

"When he calile to himself !" Ilere w:lS the heginning 
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of reality for the Prodigal SOli. It is the same for us. 
The Prodigal began to view his past with horror. The 
memory of actions he once rc\'clled in now brought 
only shame. 11e hegan to view his present situation 
witll gelll1illc alarnl. His strengtll was gone. Ilis mOl ley 
was gone. lie had no friends. lie saw ollly death ahead, 

Like Paul he could ha\·e cried . ';0 wretched lIIan that 
! am! who shall dc\i\'er me frO\11 the hody of this death ?, 
( l~ omalls 7:24) . .At last he saw his future dearly. lie 
now recognized that his sense of values had heell wrong. 
13l1t all this would have been futile had he not taken 
action ... He arose and went" in the only direction de­
li\·erance lay. A nd his father met him. 

Ilavc you come to yonrself. realizing that you have 
been going 111 the wrong" direction, and that to pers ist 
is to be lost? The Lord J eStls died on Calvary to de­
liver you from the insanity of sin. The Holy Spirit is 
in the world to CO IH"ince you of your desperate need. 
and to pe rsuade you to act upon this conviction. God 
the Father waits with OUbtrctched arms to receive you 
into the family of God, where you can see the things 
of time through the eyes of eternity, 

Oilly one thing is left for you to do, OIlce you come 
to yourseli and realize your need. The Prodigal did that. 

,; I will arise and go," he said. And the Bible adds, 
"I-Ie arose, and catlle to his fathcr." 

Do you see thc insanity of sin? \Vill you then con­
fess your need to God. coming to lIim through Jesus 
Christ, His Son?

A RECE NT ARTICLE in a popular. widely circ ulated 
magazine dealt with the apparent ability of a 

certain woman to foretell fllture event s. She makes no 
religious profession. 

Not long ago a man and his wife conducted religious 
services in a large city, spec ializing in healing the sick 
ancl giving counsel for the future. The husband was re­
pllted to he 85 perccllI accurate III his prediction of 
ftllllre events. 

\Vhat is the Christian to think of such things? Be­
cause events foretold do come to pass, arc we to as­
sume that Stich power is from God? Can the Christian 
dete rmine thc source of such activities before he he ­
eOllles in volved ? 

T herc are two sources of motivation in these matters 
- divinc and satanic- and every manifestation of super­
natural power or ability to fonell events comes from one 
of these two sources. ( Hell1emher. I am dealing here with 
sl/pernatural powers-and not with IIlHl sllal hUlIlan 
abilities or predictions hased on logical deductions from 
available facts.) 

BELIEVE NOT EVERY SPIRIT 

T he Uible sounds a note of caution with, ;' Bc1ovcd, 
believe Tlot every spirit" ( 1 John 4:1 ) . T he word spirit 
refers to the breath that gives life to any activity, or 
we could state it as "that source fro!l1 which one re­
cci\"es moti vation." 

The bailIe between the Spirit of God and the spirit 
of Satan to Illoti\,ate men is not a new thing. A con­
trast in the di splay of power from God and a counter 
display by Satan can be seen in the early history of 
God's dealing with man. In Exodus 7, i\'10ses and Aaron 
stood before Pharaoh performing certain acts of power. 
They were followed by Jannes and Jambres who dupli ­
cated many of them. \Vhat spirit lllotiyaled these magi­
Clans who defied the men of God? 

In I Kings 22. King Jehoshaphat of Judah pledged 
to go to battle with King Ahabof Israel. Then Jehoshaphat, 
desiring to know what the result of the battle against 
Ramoth-gilead would he, suggested they inqui re of God. 
Ahab called in 400 prophets who said. "Go up, fo r the 
Lord shall deliver it into the hand of the king." Micaiah, 
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another prophet, was then called al1(1 he said, ··1 sawall 
Israel scattered upon the hills, as sheep that have not a 
shepherd." Which spiri t of foretelling motiyated which 
prophets? They all claimed they had the right message . 
.vet only ;\Iicaiah's prophecy came to pass. 

This S'1.me battle continued into New Testament his­
tory. Second Thessalonians 2 reveals that the Thessa­
lonians were di sturbed about some teachings that the 
"day of Chr ist" was at hand. Paul cautioned them not 
to be "shaken in mind," nor troubled by spirit or letter. 
··Let 110 man deceive you." This was good advice, for 
when the founda tion of a man's beliefs has been shaken, 
he may do foolish things. Paul quickly identified Satan 
as the source of this disruptive teaching. God is not 
the author of confusion. ··13elie"e 110t c"ery spirit." 

TRY THE SPIRITS 

The second thing the Christian should do is, ;'Try 
the spirit s" (I Jolm 4:1). \Vords arc deceiving; we are 
to go right to the spirit, the mOlivating source of the 
acti vity. T he ability to display power and to foretell 
events that corne to pass docs not guarantee that God 
is the motivating breath or spirit. \Ve arc told in Reve­
lation 13:13, 14, that in the last days a false prophet 
shaH arise and shall deceive many people by means of 
the wonders and miracles he will perform. First John 
4:3 tells us tha t the same spirit (motivating force) that 
will empower this fal se prophet is already in the world. 

Three tests can be made to determine if the spirit 
of a person or organization is of God: 

I. The ack llowledgment test. " I am the Lord: that is 
Illy name: and my glory will r not give to another" 
(I saiah 42:8 ) . Do those who claim to have specia l pow­
ers LO perform deeds and to see into the future attribute 
such powers to God? In the magazine article referred 
to earher, the woman in question gave no credit to 
God , but merely said this power was with her from her 
childhood. In the advertising which I read fo r the re­
ligious se rvices conducted for the purpose of healing and 
counseling for the future, there was a repetition of the 
family name, but not a single mention of God. 

2. The diY(~cliolt lest. " If there arise among you a 
prophet ... and giveth thee a sign or a wonder, and 
the sign or the wonder come to pass, whereof he spake 
unto thee, saying, Let us go after other gods, which 
thou hast not known, and let us serve them; . .. thou 
shalt not hearken unto the words of that prophet . .. 
(Deute ronomy 13: 1-3) . 

In which di rection does the speaker, with his activi ties 
and claims, tend to draw YOll ? Toward God, or away 
fr ol11 Him ? This is important. 

3. The compa rison test. "Hereby know ye the Spirit 
of God : every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ 
is come in the flesh is of God: and every spirit that 
confessetb not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is 
not of God: and thi s is that spirit of antichr ist, whereof 
ye have heard that it should come; and even now al­
ready is it in the world" ( 1 John 4 :2 , 3). 

These verses rcquire a deeper acknowledgment of the 
Lordship of Christ than that of the lips or evcn the 
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mind. The confession slxlken about her(, IS the one that 
comes ollly from a heart that knows Jesus Christ a" 
personal Sa\"iour. Before getting: i!1\'ol\"eo with any per­
son who claims to be motivated hy the Spirit of God, 
you would do well to h,l\'e a conference with him to 
see if his faith in Jesus Christ concurs with ~cripll1rc.

You go into the dark basement. i'nap on the light, 
and begin to assemble supplies : pails of water. cleansing 
agent, and plenty of cleaning rags, An hour later )'ou 
sun'ey with pride your accomplishment: 1-1 clean, spar­
kling window s. 

\Vhen YOll carry them alit of the dark hasement. you 
bl ink at the bright SUIl (it is that Illdielll SIIlJlIIlcr tillle 
the poet calls "Ono\)er's bright hlue weather'"). Suddenly 
rOil lIotice a blur of J.:'rey film on one of the wllIciows. 
You look at the rest. To your dismay, the window" you 
thought so spotless arc streaked and spotted. 

To add to your chagrin, your wife walks through the 
hack door. "Your windows aren't clean," she COlllments. 

" \\'el1, they looked all right in the basemcnt under 
the electric light," yOll say defensively, 

"Artificial light and God's light ~lre two differt'1ll 
things." she says cryptically, and from that point all she 
takes over . After all, getting thi ngs really clean is the 
wife's specialty. 

It's God's specialty, too. Have you ever heard that 
"all the ways of a 111311 are clean ill his OWII eyes: hut 
the Lord weighetll the spi rits'"? (Proverhs 16:2). 

In the basement light of human viewfXlint. yOll look 
quite clean. YOII are a moral lIIan. \ 'Oll pay yoII!' dehts, 
get along with your neighhors, and atteud church. YOll 
belong to a charitable organizat ion: you arc goorl to 
you r wife and family. You don 't even smoke or take 
a social drink Yes. you arc a fin{' fellow, a "clean 
window." 

But han! you e\er looked at yoursel f 111 the bright 
sunlight of Cod' s \\'ord? "As it is written, There is 
nOlle r ighteous. no. not Olle: .. , For all have sinned, 
;"tnd come short of the glory of God" (Romans 3:10, 23). 

Regarding those windows yOIl thollght so clean. God's 
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\\'01"{\ sa)"s: ",\\1 Olll" righteollsllesses a rc as filthy rags 
(Isaiah 6-1 :6). You think of the pile of dirty rags you 
lIsed, lying in a heap in the hasement.

After all. these fellows arell't the low crowd; just the

As yOIl turn oyer another ;'willdow," the shining light 
re\"eals a large smudge ill the cellter, 

YOll flush a little and squirm. Sure , YOll did slip that 
night, two years ago (the one tillle you brokc your mit.­
of never drinking) at the company party, But your wife 
doesn't know it; nobody docs ex('ept you and the person 
im·olved. ;'That'" in the past: the "in ha$ never hcen 
repeated . .'\nd it has heen alOlled for hy staying away 
frOnl all future company parties." But it does prick your 
conscience llIore often than yO\l like.

\ \ 'hen the microphone was handed to llIe I lan!1ched 
into a simple message of Christ and the power of His 
gospel. The growing" audience filled the area and gath­
ered 011 the steps of the crowded tenctl1ents across the 
street. \\"hen the invitation was given, 10 to 15 boys and 
gi rls 1110\'ed forward to confess Jesus Christ as Saviou r. 
They were followed hy seyeral adults, most of them 
knowll to he drug addicts. Our entire team spent nearly 
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:til hour with the !;eekcr:o; who continlled to cutlle for 
ward. \Ian)' inquired ahotlt this gospel which had 1~('1I 
preachcd and asked questions ahout the Teen Challenge 
Centel".

Xicky Cruz debvered a brief. fascinatltlg" account of

FRlDAY 

Our last street meeting of the week was held 011 
111th St reet in \1;(1Ih<lll;[n. It holds tIlt: reputation of 
heing the 1110st wicked street in Ame rica. Ilere there 
arc mo re murdcrs. "nmggings." rohberies. and stabbings 
than anywhere else in the Cnited States. Sen~ral hUI1-
dred known addicts live in the one block where we COn ­

ducted the outdoor meeting. 
Somc of our iormer addicts presented cnthusiastic 

accounts of their pe rsonal de1i\·erance. One young man 
who testified had bcen a "' mainlinc" adelict (injecting 
drugs directly into the veins) for se\"en years. For the 
past two years he has heell on the staff of Teell ChaJ1engc 
Cen ter. i\ IaIlY who heard hill1 speak tomght knew him, 
for he was horn and grew lip in the very block where 
we were preaching. lie pointed to the fifth-floor tene­
ment flat that had been his horne! lie told of his con­
version and dcli\'erance fro111 the hahit. \Vhen [ spokc 
he interpreted my English message into Spanish for there 
were some who wonld not understand me otherwise, 

The people seemed to come from e\·erywhere. This 
was the largest street meet ing of the week and yielded 
the most results. :-\ lltHllher of addicts came to ask how 
to get into the Cen ter. They wanted to find relief from 
the stifl illg narcotic habit. Sins of {'\'ery description were 
mentioned hy those who sough t Jesus Christ. I cannol 
help but wonder why churches e\'erywhere arc not more 
concerned about going into these sin-infested sl nms to 
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rl'~nlt' th(.· p(:n~hnlg-. E\"er~ nt~ h;h "~Iurn area~ where 
thi:- go~p{'1 IlHllhtry i~ nel·ded , 

I wlked wnh a Ix>hwnan (hmng (he eHn<ng "Oli 
tIl(' rt'Cord, what l'ern·ntage of :\('\\ York City crilll('~ 
i" the result of narcotic addictlon :" J 'l~ke(\. I [e rcpitcd, 
unofficially. "Bet\\"('('n ,5 and ~ l}('rCellt of all crlll1l' 
in Xcw York is tied III with drugs." 

There arc 7,::;,Q()() registered drug addicts 111 the police 
file.;. Th6e indi\'iduals mu~t ,.teal iroll1 $25 tu $100 
in cash each dav to finance the habit. Tilt'\" arc forced 
to steal appro.\.i;l1att'ly $100 worth of g-ood~ to get $20 
irom a "fencc" (one who deals in stolen merchandise), 
!\Iuhiph- $100 in thefts per da\' In' i,i.OOO addict::.. This 
IS one ;'ea~on Xcw York i~ c;lhxi "tht a~pha1t jungle." 

SATURDAY 

We held t\\'o sen'ices tonig-ht. The first, which at­
tracted Illllch 1nterest, was condnctcd at Surfside Chapel, 
Coner Island. It has a strategic location III the hean of 
the anlllselllent CClllel". Sllriside ChapcJ IS an open-front 
building ~i!llilar to those ~l'cn at resorts, cartll\'al~, and 
the like, The !lleeting \\'as .."imibr to our street sen'ices. 

The second service tonight \\·;\S held in Catacomb 
Chapel in Greell\\"\ch \'illag-e, the iamed beatnik center 
in \ianhatlan. I gtles~ Catacomh Chapel is the ~trang-esl 
church in the world. It IS in a hasement. There arc no 
pews, no pulpit. Fonnerly it was a heatnik coffee house. 
Free coffce ali(I donuts are se rTcd at tahles for the benefit 
of lhe "congregation." 

Such :m arrar of IK'Culiar-looking people! Were they 
really human ht:mgs? I saw hearded wonders. I saw 
long-haired men. I sa\\" girls with long ~traight hair, 
black hose anel multi-color(:d outfits. TIlt'\" all came down 
into the Catacomb Chapel. ,\t each taLl; sat a counselor 
from Teen Challenge Center. 

What a wonderful "\\"ay station" this place is for lost. 
mixed-up youths t I !ere Ihey venture to makc a contact 
with the outside world. hoping to find their way hack 
to realilY. I was amazed hy the various imclleetuals who 
talked with me. Some of thelll hold \Iaster'~ alld Doctor's 
degrees. hut in all of their learning they have not come 
to a knowledge of the Truth. They sow to the wind 
of promiscnous Ji\'ing and drngs. They reap a whirlwind 
of self-destructIon and tonnenl. :\ight after night thi~ 
unique little chapel is filled with the skeptic:\1. Ihe con­
fused. and the spiritually hungry. 

:-\ young Lutheran camt.: and sat with !lie, lIe had 
decided to kick o\"Cr the traces, I ie had left his Penn­
sylvania home to seck fortune and fUll. and arrived in 
the Village today, 1 Ie said he was not going to return 
to college, nor would he let his family know his wherc­
ahouts. Sitting across from that youth al a Catacomh 
Chapel table r had the joy of leading him to Jesus 
Chri~l. lie fmmd the answe r to his longings. Tonig-ht 
he bega n a wonderful ,Hh'cntnre of faith.

If it had not been for Catacomh Chapel. he Illig-Ill 
have been lost fore\'er, \Vho knows!

Or a father 
would yeU, or a mother would blow her \\'hi~tle . One 
hy one, tlwy'd at! go. Sometimes 1"d stay ou t on purpose 
just to !;ce if rny pa rent!; would ever cal! me in. They 
nc\'er d id. This l1<.-glect plainly shows they didn't carc 
about mc. it's heen mig-hty rough on l11e." 

Such 1I I1 der-proteelio/! is also bad. "The child is vul­
nerahle, ter rihly vul llerahle," claims Dr. ilenjarnin Spock. 
famous child specialist, "to his parents' att itudes." Cndc r­
protecti on and o\'er-protection are hath like psychological 
Illurder to a child hecause neither stems from love. 

F ortun ately, hetween thcse two ex tremes we have 
cou nt ies!; thoughtful pare nt s who strivc to love their 
ch ildren more w isely. 
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The d ictionary defines " love" as "a feeli ng of st ro ng

afil'ction IIlduCcd hy ;,ympathctic understanding." Giv­
lIlg lhi!"; son of luve re<plirl's an effort to see through 
the other lx.-r!";{J!l's eyes and to appreciate his feelings

:-o!anding he needs. 

:\0 Oil(' set of rules can he lait! down. since each 
child is a unir]ue personality requiring indi\'idual atten­
tiOll. But certain experience-pro\'cd and time-honored 
principles can pro\'idc Ihe foundation for loving your 
chIld mort' wis<'ly. Perhaps these pointers will help you 
do the job morc effecti\·ely. 

I. A child IIccds to fcel he belollU.I". Dr. William 
;'Ilt-nninger, the famous p:-oychiatrist. !:in)'s that parents and 
teachers need to help children feel their classroom or 
their hOl11e IS the I"er)' best-an important factor in 
mental henhh. This means children arc to be accepted 
for what the)" are. with no unfa\'orahlc comparisons to 
other children whose ahilities differ from theirs. 

2. Lm'e is a learll('d response. If a hahy receives love 
he has oP!x>rtu nity to respond. He will pat h i5 mother 's 
face, smile, and bahble to her. ] Ie then notices his fa ther 
and reaches toward hilt1. If properly encouraged, these 
responses keep growing throughout lifc. But if neglect 
persists, the child will he emotionally cri ppled and wi ll 
ne\'er love us a!; freely as he should. \vi th litt le o r no 
love the child may Jose e\'cn his desi re to st ruggle. 

Deli nqucnt children usually feel they are unwa nted 
and rejected . Someone failed to gi\'e them a real se nse 
of heing lo\·ed. Child ren need much more love than 
they are able to give. 

MY PRAYER 
The breeze billows the curtains and caresses 

the cheeks of my two little boys; and I, their 
mother, stand above them sending my peti t ions 
to Thee, my God. I pray that Thou wilt enable 
me, when unnerved and warn, to refrain from 
wreaking the frustrated worries of the day 
upon my children. Help me to spea k in accents 
kind and swee t. They must see Thee in me. 

I pray this night that Thou wilt grant to 
me patience to restrain from a ngry, thought­
less reprimands that cut their cruel way across 
the happiness of my children. Help me to 
have tolerance and love in such dimensions 
that my children will never have to turn to 
others. Help me to earn the right to mold 
their lives. They must see Thee in me. 

When they look at me wistfully and tell me 
their beautiful dreams of the wonderful grown­
up future awaiting them, help me to teoch 
them that neither valorous deeds nor riches 
nor fame nor wisdom has ever sufficed.

May I never be so self-absorbed or anxious 
that I, for a moment, forget or ignore my 
children's need of me.

6 . Sensible discipli~l r is essenl ial. Authorities say spe­
cific restrictions should be (a) :\S few as possible, ( h) 
enforceable. and (c) co llsiste~ltly observed. When Junior 
is hrough t up on too mueh self-expression. he is likely 
to be a problem. S uch flabby child ca re ha s turned 
1Il0thers and dads and teachers into lIen-ous wrecks, and 
children a major national problem.

far(, of ollstacles (\" 4), The four friends could not 
get through the crowd. but they could get through the 
roof! These men ascended the outside steps to the flat 
roof, lifted the tiling. and let their friend down through 
the opening. Faith surmOlints difficulties. because it looks 
heyond them and sees Cod, \\'here there i:. a will. there is a 
way to receive divine help. Getting the help of Christ either 
for ou r"e!ves or others oftcn hinges on desire. \Veather, 
distance, unfriendly relati\·es. difficulty of access-none 
of these things was sufficient \0 hinder the palsied 
man's fr iends. 

4. By a spirit of cooperatioll that elldlfr('s 1wtil the 
qoal is accomplished. Each of the four men held to his 
corner of the bed; each was important in the accom­
pl ishment of the task. In the interest of reaching their 
objective, whatever differences they might have had were 
la id aside. Such a spi rit is necessa ry in the church~ 
which wil1 expand th rough corporate efforts in evangelism. 

5. B y exercisill g corporate faith. }' \ark does not say, 
"\Vhen Jesus saw the sick man's faith"; he says, "\OVhen 
Jesus saw their faith" (v. S). f\ cOIllj)nrison of Luke's 
account of this incident with J\llark's (sec Luke 5 :17-26) 
would seem to indicate that the sufferer did not have 
faith. Instead he seems to have been depressed . and su f­
fering from ieelings of guilt and sill as much as from 
t..odjly sickness. Here we have an example of the value 
of corporate faith- the faith of the four friends. Hnve 
we depended 011 the pastor or the evnngelist to exercise 
all the faith necessary to release the power of Christ 
to save and to heal and to deliver? Let each member of 
every congregation remember that Jesus said , "If two of 
you shall agree on earth as touching anything that they 
shall ask. it shall be do ne" (Matthew 18 :19). And, 
" where two or three are gathered together in my name, 
there am J in the midst of them" ( :\'[atthew 18 :20) . 
If the faith of two or three can change things , think 
what power may be released where there a re 20 or 200 
who exercise co rporate faith! 

WHEN JESUS SAVES AND HEALS 

Wizen they had dOll e all they could do, Jeslls did w hat 
they could 1I 0t do. He healed the sick ma n and saved 
him too! The whole story illustrates both the importance 
and limitations of human effort. It emphasizes \vhat we 
may call the human side, as well ns the div ine side, of re­
demption. 

Only Christ can sav e and heal; yet the operation of 
His power depends on human cooperation. T his fact 
reveals the solemn responsibility nnd glorious privilege 
of every Christian to seek by eve ry possible menus to 
win Illen to Christ through personal effort. 

Finally, the lesson emphnsizes a truth often repeated 
in God's Word. D OII't be discouraged by difJiczdties! 

Do we feel utter ly helpless in the face of seemingly 
insurmountable obstacles? Docs it appea r that we arc 
at wit's-end-corner? If so, Christ's words to the palsied 
man come to us as well-"Be of good cheer" (1ofatthew 
9:2) . Let us look to Him who delights to be gracious. 
He will inte rvene so miraculously that we shal1 see that. 
in God, difficulties are simply doorways to spiritual 
enla rgement and hle!'ising.

Elijah's mantle is for a man of in­
dustry. Peter. James. and John were 
fishermen. i\latihew was a tax col­
lector. Luke was a physician. Paul 
was a zealous Pharisee. Elisha was 
a plowman. 

But the man with a plow Illust 
hurn it and sacrifice his oxen before 
he call fulfill his heavenly call. Un­
hurned plows and unsacrificed oxen 
are stumbling hlocks for prophets. 

Our movement needs an army of 
Illen who will bid a final farewell to 
the alluring occupations of this life 
- to perfectly legitimate labor which 
might bid for their time, energy, and 
devotion at the expense of their God-
gIven i1l1I11stries. 

Even after a man has burned his 
plow and dedica ted himself to the min­
istry, subtle temptation may come to 
buy a new plow. 

Not many days ago 1 heard one of 
our very successful missionaries teU 
how sllch a temptation came to him 
once. He was struggling in a pioneer 
f ield with very sma ll income. Sud­
denly he was offered an excellent 
job and fine starting salary. But when 
he prayed he found no release in his 
spirit to accept. !-fad he accepted I 
doubt he ever would have become a 
t1lISSlOnary.
