W HAT DOES TilE HDL" SPIRIT DO? ),Jany people, 
especially non-Pentecostals. nrc asking that ques­

tion. 
A number of answers have hcen forthcoming. Some 

suggest that the work of the Holy Spirit is simply to 
enable people to speak in tongues. Some havc said it 
is to empower for witnessing. Olhers list 1 lis work as 
it relates to His part in salvation. 

Tn surveying the Bible portions that mention the work 
of the Holy Spirit. twO central themes seem to pre­
dominate. These lllay be summarized by the Greek words 
felaios and koitlOnia. 

Green's Gree~'-E'lglish Lcxicml to III .. Ne~.; Testamellt 
states that the word Iclaios signifies "brought to com­
pletion; fnlly developed." In the King James Version 
this word is usually translated as "perfect" or "per­
fecting." 

The same source gives the meaning of /.:oillonia as 
"fellowship, partnership, participation, communion." In 
most cases it is translated "fellowship" or "communion." 

Taking the words Iclaois (perfect ing ) and koinonia 
(communion) as gllidelines and using the survey method 
as the basis of approach, we find that the work of the 
Holy Spirit may he categorized ill three general areas. 

I. PERFECTING OUR COMMUNION WITH GOD 
Here is the primary purpose and function of the Holy 

Spirit. (See Ezekiel 36:27.) Since the time of Adam and 
Eve, Cod has offered ways and means so men could 
draw closer to Hun in full consecration and fellowship. 
13ut because of Illan's failings, these means served only 
for a short time. Then Goel's people would fall into sin 
and apostasy. 

So God provided the ultimate sacrifice-the final step 
in His plan for communion with man-when Jesus came 
into this world to gi\·e His life a ransom for the S1!lS 

of all. 
God still desires full fellowship With mall. He has 

spared no effort to prov ide it. Bur now it is up to Illan 
to accept the free salvation provided by God's Son, 

However, God saw the need of a cent ral, drawing 
Agent in this work of atonement. So He sent His Spirit 
to draw men unto H imself. (See John 16:7, 8.) This 
was the ultimate step in prov iding fellowship hetween 
God and man. 

2. PERFECTING OUR COMMUNION WITH BELIEVERS 
God has always expected] lis people to live in harmony 

anel fellowship with each oth er (John 13:35 ) . J\fen have 
not always done so. Even today discord is found in 
many places where harmonious li\'ing should be ev i­
denced .

3, PERFECTING OUR COMMUNION WITH SELF

(See 
Homans 8.1-27.) .\11alli<ls a lld Sa]lpili ra lll~eded to lmve 
the Holy Spirit eifCctlllg this work of communion within 
their lives (Acts ,i :1-10). 

By li\·ing close to Cod and hy ha\'ing His Spirit dwell 
withtn tiS, we can understand the ~Iatldanls proposed hy 
the Bible and we can li\·c up 10 Ihelll. \\'e can do Ihis 
only with the help of the Holy Spirit, the indwelling 
presence of God.

THE PENTECOSTAL EVANGE L 
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memories of Azusa Street mission 
As THIS IS TIlE 60TH YEAR since the Spirit fell at 

Azusa Street :-'[ission in Los Angeles. 1 have been 
asked to recount some of the events oi those days. I 
wish my powers of description were such that 1 could 
relate the evellls \\'itb tbe vividness of which -they arc 
worthy. 

Al though my hallie was in Los /\ngc\es, in the early 
summer of 1906 I was employed in Colorado. where 1 
was deprived of the ie\!owship of other heli('\·ers. Ahollt 
that time my mother's letters began te\hng- of the blessing' 
of God that was falling in a simple mission on Azusa 
S treet in Los r\ngeles. Copies of The Apostolic Faith. 
pllhli shed by the mission . were also sent to me. 

Aly father had come under the blessing of the new 
experience and my mother wrote of the wonderful ChClIl&C 

i\ had made in him, although he had been a Holine.':>s 
man si nce hefore 1 was horn . COll\'inced that this could 
be nOne other tha n a work of God, I returned to La,; 
Angeles in September 1907. I was filled with the Holy 
Spi rit 011 October 2 of that saIlle year. 

]\ry fir$t contact with Pentecost was on a Sunday 
mor ning at a former Uoliness church, located at Eighth 
and Ma ple St reets. The se n'ice \\'3S good, but not un­
usual. From there I walked to Azusa Street \fission, 
arriving when the altar serv ice was at its height. 

I wish T could describe wh3t I saw. Prayer and 
wo rsh ip were e\·cry where. The altar area was fi lled with 
seekers: some were kneeling; othcrs were pronc on the 
floor; some were speaking in tongues. Everyone was 
doing something : all seemingly were lost in God. I simply 
stood and looked, for I had ncver scen anything like it. 

Before I hegan sceking the experi ence I spent a sho rt 
time studying my Bible, seeking Scripture which might 
teach all c:\perience subseq uent to the experience of 
sanctification. r did 110t wish 10 be led into anything 
unscriptural. however much the Azusa S treet worshipers 
might seem divinely blessed. Then the Lord prompted me 
and I felt r must seck, as 111y heart was extremely hungry. 

T did not hurry into thi s experience. I remember the 
first til11c 1 went to the altar. 1 was there to ask God 
to search Illy heart. The next day I continued seeking 
God, hoping to get His assurance that all was well. 
\Vhen T ohtained thi s assurance I began to seek that! 
might be fill ed. 

r have enjoyed several unusual experiences with 
God, bllt none has excelled aTl experience 1 received

Ol\e week bdorl' I ~poke in othcr tongues. I was praYlIlg 
at the altar when the Spirit of God came O\'er me, deal­
ing with my very flesh_ It seemed like Ill)' soul was en­
cased il1 a hody which <';od was taking for lI illlself. 
Then came a reSt I canllot describe. I felt I could remain 
there forever, resting in the Ion: and gre:Hness of God. 

,\zusa Street i>-!ission was a vcry humhle place. There 
w;"\s no raised platform for the speaker; no Illu:;ical 
instrulllent strengthened lhe singing. The benches were 
poor and not sufficient to fill the building; the preaching 
was so simple it could hardly be called preaching, hu t 
God was there. Somc frOIll cultured backgrounds affirmed 
that they had never heard in an opera such exquisite 
Illw;ic as when the Spirit of Cod would sweep o\'er the 
congreg-ation in what hL'Callle known as hcan~nly song. 

I lea ling for the hody was fern·mly taught, but it was 
not pu t in first place. Demons were cast out. BI.l 7.l'orship 
t,\IS the principal thing. As the doings of God were 
1I0ised abroad. people came from all o\'er the continen t, 
an long them leaders and ministers. These were filled with 
tlie Spir it during their stay after which the)' carried hack 
to their fields of labor the story that Pentecost had come 
ag:lin as it came to the Church in the beginning. 

All over the country spirit ual fires were kindled and 
lJelie\'ers were filled. Some went to the ends of the earth 
tbtifying that Pentecost had C011lt' and Jesus would 
:;oon return. 

:-'[y t ime at AZllsa Street was of short du rat ioll, a~ I 
soon began my ministry (untrained though I was). 

Soon it will be 59 years since J was filled with the 
Holy Spirit. I still have my seasons of refreshing from 
the presence of the Lord, speaking in Other tongues and 
at ti mes shaking' under the influence of the Holy Spirit. 
W hat a privilege to he filled with God. the holy God. 
devoted completely to llis will! This is the human foun­
dation to a Spirit-fi1IC(llife, as Jesus our Lord and Saviour 
is the FOllndation Divine. 

We arc living in days of apostasy. The spir it of the

The dr i\-er opened 
it. \,"e followed him into an old, dark courtyard. then 
back farther. Suddenly J thought I heard singing. By 
the time we gOt back to another door . 1 knew it was 
indeed the chllrch. As we looked in. lI'e could see hun­
dreds of people , heads bowed for the benediction_ 

Only one meeting place )S allowed for all Protestant 
Christians_ All groups of born-again bel ievers worship 
lOgether. including Baptists, Pentecostals, and others . 
They have wonderful fellowship and are grateful for 
this place where they ca n worship together. 

Soon they were filing out. \\'e stood and watched.

About 60 were able 
to attend-some coming hundreds of 
miles. God did something unique at 
this gathering. The Spirit of God came 
upon us, and everyone seemed to be 
united as in one body. We have since 
heard of lives being changed as a 
result of this meeting. 

An association of African minis­
ters has been formed recently among 
our stucients and graduates to coordi­
nate their efforts to reach the lost of 
Africa. 

Our goal is to train 10.000 minis­
ters, and we arc steadily climbing to­
wa rd this goal. )'lore and more peo­
ple from Celltral Africa and north 
African countries are writing for these 
Bihle studies.

IF YOt..: WERE A G\'PSY, where would you go to church? 
Although many of the two mi!!ion American Gypsies 
have their OWII rcligioll and know little or nOlhing about 
the goSptl. the 800 full-gospel Gypsies in the U nited 
Statts (including a number of young people who are 
earnest Christ ians) hal'e only one church of their OWI1. 
It is located 011 the Gyps)' campgrounds in Texarkana, 
Ark. 

People in general, even some Christians. tend to fear 
the Gypsies and mistrust thelll. This attitude probably has 
developed frolll a few real incidents. hut largely from 
unfounded and fictitious tales. 

The Gypsy revival in America began simultaneous iy 
with the great Gypsy revival in France where 6,000 were 
converted through a miraculous hert1ing which resulted 
frolll a gospel tract. The American revival began in 
Grand Island. Kehr., when a Christian ROlllanychell 
(;ypsy contacted an Assemblies of God pastor, I L D. 
Chnmplin. upon the dea th of his father. king of the tribe. 

During the past two years. American Gypsy worke rs 
have reached 4.000 Gypsies with the gospel. :\Iany of 
these have responded. Some 500 have been ba pt ized in 
the Iloly Spirit. and hu ndreds have been baptized in 
water. Their simple fai th has brought healing and de­
liverance to many. 

In spite of being misunderstood by other Christians 
whose fellowship they sought after their cOllversion ten 
years ago. the American Gypsies did not lose their fa ith 
or de\'otion to the Lord. Since many of them were il­
literate, they had to learn to read before they could study 
the Bible they so loved. 

Gypsies sing the same gospc\ songs others sing in our 
churches. Non-Christian Gypsy songs are more of the 
heart-and-home type, with a leaning toward western 
strains. The older Gypsies prefer to si ng in the native 
Gypsy tongue. 

The Gypsies worship as we do. Brother Champlin says 
he has never seen greater spiritual reality anywhere than 
in the Gypsy Christians' lives and services.

:\~~ell1blies of God Gypsy work is in the pioneer stage. 
I t is impossiblc to carry Ollt well-plannned schedules for 
Gypsy gatherings since workers Illust go where the 
Gypsies are, and often their mo\'elllents are unpredictable. 

The second Assemhlies of God Gypsy convent ion con­
ducted from Christmas through New Year's Day in 
Texarkana. Ark., was a success. Four new workers were 
dedicated to the ministry, and they arc presently doing 
good work for the Lord. Six preachers have credentials 
and 12 more approved workers are acth·c. People are 
being saved and healed through their ministry. H. D. 
Champlin , an ordaincd Assemblies of God minister, serves 
under the Home :\1 issions Department as coordinator of 
the American Gypsy \Vork . 

The enthusiastic Gyps)' preache rs arc anxious to work 
with their pl.'ople , but they realize their need of training 
for thi s work. They afe study ing \'ery di ligently the 
\'iinisters Bible Study Course. One prospective worker, 
Jean Le Cossec. is in Bihle school. 

At presen t. the work is primarily evangelistic. Even 
Gypsy camp meetings must ha\'e an evangelistic approach. 
\Vorkers are stressing pe rsonal and group evangelism, 
using tracts. literature (especially literature with attrac­
ti\'e pictures), projected pictures of Bible stories, and 
flannelgraph lessons. The projection mctbod, more than 
any other, is most successful in attracti ng Gypsies to a 
meeting. Since many Gypsies do not read or write, they 
recei\'(; much benefi t from Bi'lle picture stories. 

I n time, Assemblies of God wo rkers hope to see strong 
Gypsy churches established. \ \iorkers ll1ust travel many 
miles to reach traveling Gypsies since Gypsies move fast . 
The)' may stop for a night or a short time and leave 
suddenly. Therefore. workers must be prep''l.red to reach 
them at c\'ery opportunity. They have to pray the gospel 
seed will take root in good ground. 

The Gypsies are unlike other minority races of the 
States. Completcly separate, they arc bound by many 
customs and traditions peculiar to them. They find en­
joyment, ente rtainment, and pleasure among their own. 
They are seldom found among outsiders. and seldom 
work for someone else. They have their own businesses. 

They have followed their Gypsy customs for thousands 
of years. For example. Brother Champlin said that the 
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day before he arrivcd al tilt (,),psy campgrounds for 
our Chrisllna:. cOII\"ention there, a man had died. Brother 
Champlin noticed the ~Illell of smoke in the air. Upon 
invesligating, he found Ihe (~ypsies had burned the man's 
house, hroken his dishes and furniture, and e\·en burned 
his trailer house. They had taken his dogs and put them 
to sleep. \\"hile Ihey have many reasons for this pro­
cedure, Brother Champlin feeb it dates back to their 
superstition and fear of the spirit world. as well as to 
the theory of reincarnation. 

Brother Champlin preached the funeral sermon which 
about 250 to 300 Gypsies attended. AI the grave all hut 
six people stood far away. They have a saying. ';Don't 
gel too close to the open grave or he will pull you in 
next 1" 

Gypsies usually li\·c and tra\'el as a family. But some­
times they group together and share alike if they are de­
pendent upon each other. The Gypsies on the East and 
\Vest Coasts OW11 property but travel at certain seasons. 
Most have money and nice homes, mohile homes, and 
good cars and trucks. 

Gypsies take care of their own people. They arc very 
devoted to one another. A Gypsy father is the head of 
the house, regardless of Ihe age of his sons. Often the 
father will quit work and the sons or children will pro­
vide for the parents. Their family ties are strong and 
importam to them. 

Gypsies follow the same pattern of work their par­
ticular f<lIl1ily has iollowed for generations. SOllle are 
entertainers. Some have e\'en played in symphony or­
chestras in large cities. One of our Gypsy field representa­
tives, Brother Karshnock, is a fine musician. Some gypsies 
are basketmakers: others arc metal workers.

:'Ilost of the older (~ypsies ha\·e not seen the need of 
educating their children .. \!though most states ha\'c laws 
requiring that children of certain ages ,mcnd puhlic 
schoo!. most school authorities have "winkcd" at thc 
Gyps)' prohlcm. realizing the Gypsics would soon he 
TIlo\'ing out of their areas. 

Today. 1Il0:.! Gypsy children arc gCltlng sollle ednca­
tioll and can read and write. Thcy are the hope of our 
c\angeli!,1ll for the future of the .\sscmhlies of God 
Gypsy \\'ork Gypsy ministers arc stressing child nange­
li!.llI. Colorful f1annelgraph and object lessons arc needed 
hy Ollr workers for this purpose. 

:\ulIlbers of Gypsy people are more or less permanent 
and allow their children 10 attcnd school although they 
do not always register as Gypsies. But 90 percent of the 
gyps ies are still migrants. 

Where Gyp:.ies 11<\\"e settled for a period of tllne, they 
do have the right 10 vote. Gypsy boys are drafted for 
the armed forces. The :'I1ason brothers, all Assemblie:. 
of God Gyp:.y preachers. were in the sen'ice during 
World War I\. 

Brother Champlin desires the help of semiretired 
mini sters in areas where there are large groups of 
Gypsies to provide spiritual help. ilible training, and 
Christian fellowship. This plan is working out well and 
is a blessing to the mini sters as well as the Gypsies. 

Also needed are young people with Ihe call of (;od 
to this needy work BI1I it will take much sacrifice and 
consecration. This is no field for self-centered workers, 

Gypsies arc a \'ery slIspiciolls people, They feel an 
outsider is after something he is not revealing, If an 
outsider has a Gypsy friend along. Ihe Gypsies may ac 
cept him. Out non-Gypsy preachers must be prepared 
for a work that will take them into heathen darkness, 
1\ on-Gypsy workers should work with Gypsy ministers 
IIIHil they \carn the ways of the Gypsy people, 

Some of the workers have told Urother Champlin 
that when they have spoken to Gypsies about Jesus 
Chr ist, many have asked the question. "Jeslls, who is 
Jeslls?" It is almost unhelievable that people could live 
in America and yet ne\'er hear the precious name of Jesus. 

World ~linistries credi t will be given for any offer ing 
given to Brother Champlin or sent to the Home :'I1ission 
Department designated for thc Amcrican Gypsy \ Vork. 
Only as our churches and individual members get be­
hind this effort will we be able to continue mi nist ry 
to these neglected people within our horders. ..-::

While the blindman 
was training with his new dog. the school provided his 
food and lodging. 

It is heartening to know that people will do this to 
help a blindman get a dog to be his "eyes." But even 
more important is the eternal welfare of the blind. 

Spir itual help for the blind is scarce. Gospel literature 
in Braille is often the only means of conveying the gos­
pel to them for many do not attend church. enless they 
can read the Bible or gospel literature for themselvcs, 
they may ncver be saved. 

T he Ilol1le :\1 issions Department is supplying same 
gospel literature in Braille for the blind as funds make 
it possible. In fact, the Assemblies of God produces the

She had lived to be 
9.l God's \Vo[(l had hecome so dear to her, and she 
loved the Lord so much that it shone from her face with 
a radiance 1'1\ ncver forget. Even today J find hooks in 
our lihrary with a Bible verse written inside the cover 
in her handwriting. 

Another precious memory is hearing Grandmother quote 
heautiful verses from the Bible. She loved to repeat the 
23rd Psalm which 1 committed to memory from hearing 
so of tell. Jfer favorite \'erses were from the 12lst Psalm:

It is pleasant to reminisce, but 1 believe when God 
has given us a wonderful heritage lIe expects us to do 
someth ing with it. "Unto whomsoever much is given, 
of him shall be much required" (Luke 12 :48). 

J fee l a responsibility to teach my own children eterna l 
truths-to spend lime with them doing things that are 
priceless in value, though they cost nothing in dollars 
and cen ts. 

Not long ago a retiring fir st-grade teacher sa id that 
one thing that made her " sec red" was parents pushing 
their children ahead to compete, and letti ng them miss 
heillg just children. She highly recommended walking 
around the block, creative playing, and givi ng them time 
to examine and explore nature. T he unfolding of a 
child's life should never be forced. 

1 think of other children who don't have a godly 
heritage. Some may never hear the name of the Lord 
except in cursing. Jesus expects those of us who have 
hcen blessed to go 0111 seeking the lost like the Good 
Shepherd. When we trust God. He leads us to those 
needy ones- whether it is a lonely old persall without 
God, a discomaged middle-aged one, a confused child, 
or a teen-agcr with problems. God will show us what 
to do :tnd what to say to help them. Afte r we have done 
all we can and have entrusted the111 to God with Ollr 
prayers, we can know that His guardian angels wi ll 
watch over them. 

There is hardly a living soul th:tt will not respond to 
love. \Vh ell someone makes even a faltering step toward 
God , the Lord knows and will continue to draw that 
indi"idual to Him by His Spiri t. 

We never know exactly how God is working through 
His servants' prayers and deeds. It Illay seem sometimes 
we have failed in winning souls to Cbrist, but each kind 
and un selfish act perfo rmed as unto God releases some 
of heaven's power to reach that lost one. 

My daily prayer is that T will take what God has given 
me, teach my own children, show others God's love, and

III<AJ:';S from 120 COllnlril's met in \\'ashingtotl 
recently in a six-day session called the "\\'orld Conference 
of Peace Throug-h Law." 

These 2.-100 Oll\st:tuding lawyers ami judges heliew 
that wars would cease if nations ;\lld peoples would re­
spect the bw. 

One of the speakers at the session .. 'Iex Quaison­
Sackcy of Ghana. said that if Iwo-thirds of the C"nited 
Nations passed a resolution. it should have the force of 
world law and all countries should ]j\'C up to it. 

11ow(,\,(:I" , L', S. Secretary of Stale Dean Rusk 01lce re­
marked that it would he almost impossihle \0 get a \wo­
thirds majori ty in the C.N.-and ('\'ell then it would 
represent lnll 10 percellt of the population of the memher 
Ilations. 

But if we should manage to create world legislation 
olltiawing war, what then? i,aw is olle thing: order is 
another regardiess of how we kcep linking the two 
terms together. It is unlawfu l for rioters to tear down a 
town, hut we C;tn sce whal happens to some towns anv­
how.

The episcopal o rder , which is gO \'errullent by hishops, 
is followed by some church organizations. These point to 
the apostles who "orda ined them elders in cvcry church" 
( Acts 14:22 ) . i>.lcthodism la rgely follows thi s o rder. 
District superintendents lIlay recommend placement of 
pastors, blll the bishop makes the appointment. 

Some denominations follow the presbyter ian order , 
which is governmcnt of the church by the preshyters, or 
church officers. Others have a congregational form of 
government, stressing the importance and autonomy of 
the local congregation. 

The Assemblies of God fo llows the preshyterian o rder 
in many respect s . committing llluch husincss to the de­
cision ;tnd care of the General Presbyters. I fowc"er, the 
Presbyte rs arc subject to any deci sion made by the Gen­
era! Conncil, which is a democratic body. Our local 
churches follow the congregational order. Pastors and 
officers arc chosen by the memberShip of the local 
church, and important business, such as buying or selling 
property, etc., is determined by the vote of the member­
ship.

It is a good word, but 
we have tried to stretch it over too 
great an area of life. We have applied 
it too often where it docs not belong. 
The word tolerant means "liberal," 
"hroad-minded," "willing to put up 
wnh heliefs opposed to one's cOllvic­
tiolls," and "the allowance of some­
thing not wholly approved." 

Tolerance, in one sense, implies the 
compromise of one's convictions, a 
yielding of ground upon important is­
slies. I lence, overtolcrance in moral 
issues has made us soft, flabby , and 
devoid of conviction. 

\Ve have become tolerant about di­
vorce: we have become tolerant about 
the lise of alcohol; we 11:\\'c oecome 
tolerant about moral delinquency; we 
have become tolerant ahout wickcc\¥ 
ness in high places; we have become 
tolerant ahol1t obscenity. crime, and 
godlessncss. 

rna book rcrently published on 
what prominent people believe, 60 out 
of 100 d id not cvcn mention God, and 
only II Ollt of 100 mcntioncd Jesus. 
There was a manifest tolerance to­
ward soft character and a broad­
minded ness about morals, characteris­
tic of our day. \-Ve have bcen sapped 
of conviction, drained of our beliefs, 
a nd berdt of Ollr faith.

It seems that is a very narro\\" VIew, 
btlt a compass is not very hroad­
minded. If it \\"ere, all the sbips at 
sea and all the planes in the air would 
he in danger . 

If yOll should ask a man the 
direction to New York City <tnd he 
said . "Oh. just take any road you 
\\'i sh . they <til lead there," you would 
question his sanity or his truthfulness. 
Someho\\" we have gotten it into our 
minds that "all roads lead to heaven." 
You hear people say, "Do your hest"; 
"Be honest"; "Be sincere-and yOIl 

will make it to he<tven all right." 
But Jesus Christ, who journeyed 

from heaven to carth and back to 
hea\'cn again-who knew the way het­
ter than any man who ever lived­
said . "Enter ye in at the s trait gate: 
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ior wide is the gate, and broad i", 
the way, that leadeth to destruction, 
and many there be that go in thereat: 
hecause strai t is the gate , and narrow 
is the way, which leadeth unto life. 
and few there be that find it" o.lat­
thew 7:13, 14). 

Jesus was narrow about the wa\' 
o f salvation. 

He plainly pointed out that there 
are two roads in life . One is hroad 
- lacking in faith, convictions, and 
morals. Tt is the easy, popular, care­
less way . It is the way of the crowd, 
the way of the majority, the way of 
the world. I-Ie said, "Many there be 
that go in thereat." But He pointed 
out that this road, easy though it is, 
popular though it lIlay be, heavily 
traveled though it is, leads to destruc­
tion. And in loving. compassionate in­
tolerance He said , "Enter' ye in at 
the strai t gate ... hecause strait is the 
ga te and Harrow is the· way which 
leadeth unto life." 

His \vas the intolerance of a pilot 
who maneuvers his plane through the 
storm. realizing that a single error, 
just o ne fl ash of broad-mindedness, 
might hring d isaster to all passengers 
on the plane. 

While flying from Korea to Japan 
we encountered a snowstorm; and 
when we arrived O\'er the ai rport ill 
Tokyo the ceil ing and visibility were 
almost zero. The pilot had to make 
an instrument landing. I sat up in the 
cockpit with the pilot a nd watched 
him sweat it out as he was brought 
in by ground-control approach. A man 
in the ai rport tower talked us in . r did 
not want these men to be broad­
minded. I wanted them to be narrow­
minded. 1 knew ou r li ves depended on 
it. 

Just so, when we cOllle in for a 
landing in the gre;; t airport of heaven, 
T don' t want any broad-mindedness . 
1 want to come in on the beam; and 
e\'en though 1 may he considered nar­
row here, T want to be su re of a safe 
l;;nding there. 

Ch rist was so intolerant of man's lost 
estate that H e left Hi s lofty throne 
in the heaven lies, took on I I imself the 
form of man, suffered at the hands 
of evil me n , and died on a cruel cross 
o f shame to purchase our redemption 
So seriou s was man's plight that H e 
could not look upon it lightly. With 
the love that was His, He could not 
l>c broad -minded about a world held 
captive hy it s lusts, it s appetites. its 
5 1115 . 
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The popular, tolerant allitudc to­

ward the gospel of Christ is like a 
man going to watch a ioothall game 
and rooting fo r hoth side:;. I! would 
he impo ssihl{' for a man who has no 
pledged loyalty to a particular tealll 
to really get into the game. 

The church is a stage where all the 
performers are professors. but where 
100 few of the proicssors arc per­
formers. ;\ cOllnterfeit Christian, sin­
glehandedly. can do more to retard the 
progress of the church than a dozen 
saints can do to forward it. That is 
why J e:ms was so intolerant with 
skun! 

J eStls was !1Itolerant toward sin. He 
was tolerant towa rd the sinner but 
intolerant toward the evil which en­
sla\'ec\ him. To the adulteress He said, 
"Nei ther do I condemn thee: go, and 
sill no more" (J aim 8: 11). He for­
gave her because He !o\'ed her; but 
He condemned sill because He loathed 
it Wi th a holy hatred. 

God has always been in tolerant to­
ward sill! Ilis \Yord says: "\Vash 
yOll. make you clean; put away the 
evil of your doings from hefore mine 
eyes: cease to do c\·il" (Isaiah 1:16). 

" Awake to righteousness. and sin 
not" (I Corinthians 15:34 ) . 

"Let the wicked forsake his way , 
and the unrighteous man his thoughts" 
(Isaiah 55:7). 

Forest r:1llgers kllow well the vallie 
oi the "hurn-back" in figh ting forest 
fires.

(2) Disappointment,. may be Ili,~ appointments, \\'e 
may encounter hitterness. I i that marriage. that friend­
ship, that new home. that new acti\'!!'y which prom­
ised so mllch ltirns om to he di;;appointing. God has a 
lesson for us. Perhaps \\'e counted too much on earthly 
things and not enough on God He allowed the disap­
pointment to gi\'e us something iar better-a new and 
more intimate re\'elation o f II ill1Sclf! 

2. The React/Oil (\'.24). The people complained against 
i\loses because the waters were bitler. Ilcre began a 
habit which would cOSt some of them their lives, (See 
1 Corinthians 10:1-5, 10. 11.) Their llmrrnuring sug­
gests three lessons: 

(I) To complain against circumstances is unconscious 
blasphcmy against God. The Israelites werc III God's 
will. By complaining, they implied that God either did not 
know what lIe \\-as doing or that IIe did 1I0t properly 
care for them. Both of these implications were a false 
reflection on God's cha racter. 

( 2 ) There is a difference between singing a hymn 
and living a life. Th ree days earlier they sang a wonder­
ful song of praise for delivcrance: now they complained 
;[lld 1l1urmured. 

(3) Those who seek to sef\'c Cod and help others 
often find they h<l\'e a thankless task. This was not the 
last time the peoplt.: would crit icize and misjudge ~Ioses; 
yet he faithfully carried on, and so 111I1St we. 

3. The Rellledv (v. 25 ) . The antidote for bitter waters 
is always close at hand. (See Psalm 46:1 and Romans 
10:6-8.) In the tree which sweetened the bitter waters. 
we see Calvary's tree where Christ partook of unimag­
inable bitterness so that H e might sweeten our bitter 
li\'es. I n the light of the Cross we learn to renounce 
self and to endure as He endured. And through the 
risen Christ we are more than conquerors. 

4. The RevelatiOlI ( \'\'. 26, 27) At the place of bitter­
ncss God rC\'caled Himself as JchO\'ah-Rapha; literally,
