HE IS A GIFT 

The Iioly Spirit is gi\'en to the believers a~ a gift 
from God. "And )"e shal1 recei,'c thl' yifl of the Holy 
Ghost" (Acts 2 :38). Our Heavenly Father delight s to 
be~tow gifts 011 II is children. Om li\'es are encircled, 
enriched with lli s gifts. 

lIi s greatest gift was the gift of Jli s Son, the Lord 
Jesus Christ, to be the Saviour of the world. To al1 
who ha\'e received Christ. God now offers the gift of 
His Spirit. And I Ie greatly desires that thi s special 
heavenly Gift be yours. . 

The gift of the Spirit must be understooe! in the same 
sense in which you normal1y gi"e and receive gifts. Gifts 
are expressions of love, They are not to be eamed, nor 
arc they to be paid for. They are 10 be receivedl 

When the apostle Paul considered God's gift of His 
Son, he exclaimed, "Thanks be untO God for his un­
speakable gift. " And so with God's gift of the Spirit. 
Your response should be grateful thanks and simple ac· 
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E SURELESS GIFT 
ceptaner. The key to a correct relationship with the 
Holy Spirit is to recogl11zc yO\l receive Him .:\5 one 
receives a gift. 

HE IS A DIVINE HELPER 

The Lord JeslIs said, " 1 will pray the Fathe r, and he 
sha ll give yOIl another Cornforter, that he may abide with 
yOll for cvcr." (Sec John 14:16, 18; 16:7.) 

The word COlliforter is a translation of the Greek 
word pa rakletos, which hterally means one called alo ng­
side to help. You have two divine Helpers! One is your 
H elper au(YlJc, the Lord Jesus Christ who intercedes for 
yOll wilh the Father ( Hebrews 7:25; 1 John 2:1 ) . The 
other is your Helper withi'l. the Holy Spirit, who 
strengthens and helps you in your daily life. 

Seve ral years ago, I3crlin was 111 deep trouhle. The 
Russians, as part of their cold-war s trategy, decided to 
cut off all supplies going into the city. The objective 
was to humiliate the Allies occupying the city ~nd, jf 
possible, forcc their withdrawaL 

The Russian strategy was to starve and freeze the 
Berliners into submission, All roads to the city were 
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closed. But the Russians faikd to consider the inven­
tiveness and the courage of the Allies. The Berliners 
learned their help would come from the skies as the 
Allies undertook to fly in both food and fuel. The Berlin 
Airlift is now a rell1;\rkahle part of history. The Berlincrs 
did not stan·e. liar did they freeze. :--.'either did they 
surrender! 

Sometimes we, like the city of Berlin. ;"ire surrounded 
and all help appears to be cut off.

Our only hope is help frolll above. Then the Holy Spir it, 
our divine Helper. estahlishes a spiritual airlift. lie brings 
His limitk::>:> :>\I]J!Jly of !\le;\:>tI1"elc:-.~ pOwer .. \lId \\"ith 
sl1ch help, how could an.v Iwlin'('r fail:' 

HE IS A TEAC HER

I {ave you ever taken a conducted tour? I have. in the 
RCA Building in ).'ew York City. I had been there 
hefore, hut not 011 a guided tour AU who were taking 
the tour were asked to a~se1l1ble in the ioyer. The first 
thing the guide did was to ask us to look up! On the 
ceiling of the foyer I!'I a magnificent mural with con­
siderable significance. I had passed through this foyer 
several timcs. hut never had I noticed the Illural. 

Consider what the guide did for me. He did not create 
the mural. it was already there. He simply called my 
attention to it. made me aware of its beauty, and guided 
me into an understanding of its meaning. 

I n much the same way, the Holy Spirit will guide )'011 

into all truth. 11e is the Author of the Scriptures. Who 
could be a better Teacher? And His specific ministry 
is to reveal the Lord jesus Christ to you. J Ie does 110t 

.,peak of Himself: He magnifies the Lord Jesus Christ. 
The living. warm re<llit)' of ehri:.1 as a Person and the 
truth of Ilis \\'ord are cOllw.'YNI to )'our heart through 
the measureless ll1inistry of the Spirit. 

HE BRINGS DYN AM IC POWER 

"But ye shall receive pom'r. after that the lIoly Ghost 
i:-. come lIpon yOIl: and ye shall he witnesses unlo me" 
(Acts L8). 

God intend ... your life to he mdiant with His glory , 
dynamic with lib lXlwer. Xot like Lazarus, raised from 
the dead but hound hand and foot. Nor like Samson, 
shorn of power, sightless, and grinding at the mill. But 
like Peter on the Day of Pentecost-filled with the 
Spirit . hold ill utter<lnce, and effect ive in wilness. 

Christ likened the dynamic of the Spirit-fi11ed life to 
flowing rivers. (See John 7:37-39.) He used the plural 
form, "rivers." to convey the thought of the resistless, 
overwhelming IXlwer that flows frOlll a Spirit-fi!1ed life. 

Consider the Gulf Stream. the river that crosses the 
Atlantic Ocean from sou thwest to northeast. Tn spile of 
crosscurrents. tides. and cold Arctic waters. the Gulf 
Stream retain .. its identity and hears its warm influence 
to the Scandinavian shores. 

Or, think of the mighty Amazon Hiver with <I flow 
so powerful it literally plishes hack the Atlant ic Ocean. 
At th(' mouth of the Amazou. and extending for miles 
OUI to sea, the water is fresh! \\' hat a tremendous river! 

YOII should pray thaI comparahle rivers of the Spirit's 
IXlwer shall flow through )'ou---omflowing rivers of the 
Spirit with posit i\"(, power to push back the forccs of 
evi l; power to exercise a warm. spiritual influence on 
those around you.

The elderly Anna, who came into the temple to see 
the hahy JeslIs, is also described like this. ;\ widow, 
she departed 110t from the temple but served God with 
fastings and this kind of prayer night and day. 

T he kind of praying the disciples did wh ile they tarried 
was earneSt enough to he described by the same word 
used of J esus who. "in the days of his flesh, offered 
up prayers and supplications with strong crymg and 
tears." 

Tht' di sciples prayed as ea rnestly as the demon did 
when he pleaded with Jesus not to send him to the pit, 
hut cried, "I beseech thee, torment me not!" 

Thi s was the kind of prayer James sa id "a \'aileth 
Illuch." This was the kind of plead ing Simon did when 
he begged Peter and Joh n to pray for him that the curse 
Illight not cOl11e upon him. 

What did the disciples do to receIve the Baptism? 
They prayed and COlltl1ll1cd in the 1110st earnest killd of 
praye r the Bible speaks of. Thcy relll('mhered that Jesus 
had told tllel11 the Bapti"m wou!d be gi\'en ill answer tQ 

prayer: "I low 111uch more shal l your hea\'cnly Father 
give the Holy Spirit to them that ask him?" This is in­
teresting. For they had been assured by Jesus Himself 
lllat they would receive. and that It would happen within 
a few days. But they knew that God's promises arc 1\ot 
self-executing. That is, God 's promises arc not fulfilled 
except for those who arc ready to recall the answer. 
They "all continucd with 01le accord ill prayer and sup­
plication." 

BY LOOKING TO GOO 

The work of baptizing believers in the Spirit is God's 
work. Therefore the seeker should get in the spiritual 
condition which makes him readv to receiye the Baptism. 
The \\'ord docs not emphasize' how we should r<,ceiye 
- but how God will give. "He will pour Ollt . . .. He 
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will h:lplize. lie will .:.end. lie \\iI1 J,:"1\"e.

These were 
not the words of a competent physici:1.1I. hut rather 

the hal1nting Sat:1.nic suggestions that held my mind in 
the clutches of fear and torment for over 10 years. In 
that period of time I had consulted 111:1.11)" doctors, in­
cluding a specialist in Baltimore, but received no help. 
Their "erclict \1·:1.S simple: I had an anxiety neurosIs 
and would :1.lways he dependell1 on medicine. 

I realized my need was not mainly physical. although 
it eventually affected me physically. I felt depressed and 
tormented. I had no inner peace or rest. The fear of 
death hounded me constantly In a two-month period my 
weight dropped from ISO to 116 pounds. The ner\"OtlS 
pressure became so intense I could not cat. 

At times my body became numh with terror. I would 
walk the floor in this tormented state for as long as 
eight hours straight. l\l y greatest horror was of being 
alone. 

To ease Illy agitation and anxiety, I began taking 
phenob<'\fhital. Its tranquilizing effect wore off after fOllr 
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lImu·:., 11m tht: doctor warned lilt: nl)t to takt: it except 
und{'r ('xtremt.' cirnllllstanCl's. I uu(kn.'stimated his warn­
ing. howe\"er. and within two months I was addicted 
\0 this drug. taking 10 pills cI'cry 2-1- hours. 

\\'hat h:1.d l,rollght mc to lhb crisis? As a child, r 
had known the ways of thc Lord. I had been s<\"ed at 
one time, hUI wrong aswciations led me into a liie of 
worldliness and sin. :\s a tcen-ager 1 IIsed to sing in 
a gospc\ trio with Illy sisters, but J dri ft ed from God 
and eventually found myself singing in night clubs. 

I was rnarried and had twO child ren. In Illy nervous 
condition Illy household responsibilities seemed like a 
mountain tOO high to climb. \\'orldly friends advised me 
to stan drinking to "calm my nerve s." This only com­
plicated Ill)" life and led me deeper into sin. 

Fro]]] time to timc a Christian ncighhor, :<'lrs. Russell 
Ilynl{'s, would visit me and gently remind me of my 
moth('r. " She didn't teach you thi s \\,ay,"' i\lrs. Hymcs 
would say. "\\'hy don't you go to church II'nh me ",II 

The 1l1rning point finally came while I was in the 
hospital reco" cring frOIll an accident. "If YOII get me 
out of here, 1'1\ go to church," 1 promised God. 

When I entered the doors of Central Assembly in 
Cumherbnd, '\Iar)"laml. that Sunday night in October, 
1955. I was immediately impressed hy the atmosphere 
of lo\·e. Although r was nen'OIlS in such a large crowd. 
1 felt welcome. 

Once more God's love was made real to me. As 
prayers ascended in my behalf, T found my burden lifting. 
Jesus Chrisl becamc my Saviour . A fClv weeks later, 
I was baptized in the Holy Spirit. The hattIe wasn't 
o,·cr. hut now 1 had an important Ally. 

I cont inued taking nerve pills for five or six months 
after I was saved. But one day as J prayed, God assllred 
me lIe would take me through if r would give up the 
pills. 

Satan whispered that I would die. 
The strl1gg1e within ended the moment I said, "Yes, 

Lord." 
\Nhen I made the decision, I went to Ollr pastor , Frank 

]. Fratto. He and James L. T ate, assistant pastor of the 
church at that t ime, told l11e they had heen praying for 
my deliverance. They prayed for me again, and within 
two days I was completely delivered from the d rugs. 
Those two days, however, were a real test. 

\Vjtho\lt the drugs, my body felt lifeless. r paced the 
floor, pleading for God's help. \:\"aves of agony swept 
over. me and at times I felt I would never live through 
it. I felt light, g iddy, and out of touch with reality. 
l3ut somehow God granted the strength that I needed. 

Since 1955 1 ha"e been free from the need of nar­
cot ics ~ i\lany times T\'e had to cal! for prayer, but God 
has been faithful. There have always heen Christian 
friends to encourage and pray for me. 

r 110 longer fear heing alone. :<.!y days are fined with 
music, for the Lord has given me new songs which 
comfort and encourage me and express my gratitude to 
Him for my salvat]oll. 

Occasionally I meet someone on the verge of nervous 
collapse as lance was. Now 1 can sympathize with their 
fears and insecurity. But I can also tell them of God's 
power to deliver from the bondage of fear. 

I was a prisoner of fear and e\"]l habits, but I found 
a doo r of hope in Jesus Christ-and a glorious song 
of deli'·erance. ~

The Pentecostal re"ival in Brazil is reaching the masses 
as they hadn't been reached heiorc. Today. 1110rc than 
a million of Drazil 's 80 milli on people afC assoc iated 
with the I3razil i\l)scmblics of God. ,\nd this work has 
heen in existence onl v "inec 1910 when Swedi sh ~ris­
.. ianarics (;uT1nar \ "illgrcn ami Daniel Berg took the Pen­
tecostal message to Hrazi1. In fact. the first Brazilian 
ever to recei ve t he hapti~111 in the Il oly Spirit, S ister 
Celina Albuquerque, is still alive! 

\Vhal aCCOl1l1t ,; for this remarkahle growth ,jf Pen­
tecostals? 

Leaders of o ther Protestant groups in Brazil and else­
where ha v(' been nsking that question. As they search 
for feaso ns, they always COllle hack to the one experl­
cnce which distingl1ishes Pentecostals from other Protes­
tants-the hapti!>111 in the Holy Spirit. 

In fact , after Slnccre inquiry many of these leader s 
ha\'e hecome filled with the Spirit. 

Urazil ;5 a spiriwal\y hl1ngry land. In his book, N("UJ 
eat/ern!; of Chl/rch (;rcndh ill Bra:;;il, William H. Read 
has stated: "The vacullm thaI exists in the soul of the 
masses is Tlot a figme of speech, hilt a sad reality. Of 
all the e"angelical churches in Brazil, only the Assem­
blies [of God] and their sister Pentecostal churches 
arc in a position at this momcnt of history to take full 
advantage of the sociological receptivity of a people in 
revolution." 

Of course, it is possible to list several cOl1trihutlllg 
fac lors to this fantastic growth in Brazil. 

For onc thing. workers kl.\'c gone where the people 
are. Churches hal'e heen established first in the Illetro­
politan areas: then branches have been established later 
in the interior. As a result, ahollt 80 percent of the 
Assemblies of God membership is cOllce11lrate(\ 111 stra­
tegic centers where 93 percent of I3razd's population lives. 

Training has also been emphasized. Short-term Bible 
schools located throughou t the country provide training 
for national pastors. 

This con tritmtes to another source of strength-the 
indigenous church. The work in Brazil is ca rned on 
largely by nalional pastors and by thc peoplc themselves. 

And it is in thi s latter rcspect that the ministry of 
the Holy Spirit is so evident in the li\·es of the Brazilian 
belicvers. Every believer learns it is his responsibility to 
pray, tcstify, and even preach. I Ie realizes that Christ 
paid the price of salvation for all mcn- but that God 
depends I1pOI1 him to spread this joyful ncws to his 
family, friends. and neighbors. It is such good news to 
him that it is normal for him to share it. 

The courage and power to share this message come 
through the ministry of the J loly Spirit in the believer's 
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Ce lina Albuque rque, now 90 years old, was the first 
B,01:ilian to recei ve the baptism in the Hol y Spirit , 
Sh e is standing wi th Lawrence Olson , American mis­
sionary t o B. a1:11 , 

LEADERS OF OTHER PROTESTANT CHURCHES ARE ASKING-

What's the Secret 
of the Pentecosta I 
Me, Jesus said . "Ye shall receive power. after that the 
1Joly 'Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be wit ­
nesses unto me" (Acts 1 :8 ) . The po\\'er of the] loly 
Spirit to cOllHlHlnicatc the witness to JCSIIS Christ IS 
what Brazilian Pcntecost;ds arc expericncing. 

This spark which litcrally draws others to Christ IS 
the major reason for the anJazlng growth of the Brazil 
Assemblies. If you wcre to ask these helievers wherc 
they recch'e their drive to wit11ess, they would tell yOll 

this power comes from the bapti sm of the J [oly Spirit 
and the Spirit -filled life into which that haptism has 
ushered them. 

The Spirit-fi lled life is not a special anointing given to 
a select few. It is the normal experience of Brazilian 
Pentecostals. The Holy Spirit gi\'es them power to over­
comc tempta tion. hauits. and fear. The Spirit gives them 
boldness to witness. Their livcs are transfo rmed as they 
give themseiYes fully to their Lo rd and :"Iaster. 

\Vhell friends. rcbtives, and neighbors see this dra­
matic changc for the better. they arc open 10 recei\·e the 
witness of what Christ can do for them. 

Sunday is a high day for hclic\·crs. They look for­
ward to an entirc day of serv ices, with just enough time 
out for meals. The Sunday meetings arc limes of cn­
thusiastic singing and fervent preaching. since re praying 
and heartfelt worship. There are testimonies of salva­
tion. healing. special answers to prayer. And there is 
thanksgiYlllg for the goodness of God . 

Sinners accept Christ as Sav iour and Lord in these 
meetings, Converts usually a re the rcsult of enthusiastic 
witnessing by members during the preceding week. 

THE PENTECOSTAL EVA NGEL 
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Look at the rcsults. Oue workcr iro11l the Luiled :-ltalcs, 
Paul Pugh, recently baptized 146 converts in water ~ In 
one church in thc inte rior somc 240 COIl\"Crts werc hap­
tized in water. In that area the churches conduct l110mhly 
bapt ismal sen'ices during the summer. 

Another example: in one ye:lr the .\ssemhlies of God 
in the S tate of Sao Paulo baptized 1O.(x)() new con­
verts in water. 

All this adds IIp to the fact that the Assemhlies of 
God in Braz il has grown until now there arc 1.150.000 
members and adherents. S011lC 5,500 nalional ministers 
and lay preachers mi nister at 1.:;00 organized churches 
and 5,000 preachmg points. 

Adding to the witness of ind ividual belie\·ers. the 
Brazil Asscmblies of God also has an effective witness 
through litera ture and radio, 

A lthough there is much evangelical literature in Eng­
lish and Spanish, there has been little e\'angelical litera­
tu re in Portuguese-the la nguage of Brazil. The Assem­
blies of God has taken this challenge seriously. Today 
mill ions of pieces of gospel literature arc produced at 
the printing plant in Rio de Janeiro . Started by }'fis­
sionary A nd rew ] iargrave, the plant is now managed by 
a Brazi lian unde r the direction of a boa rd elected hy the 
nat ional chu rch. Mr . and i'. Irs . Orla Boyer are writing 
and tran slat ing evangelical books and tracts into P or­
tuguese-and have already produced about 125 t itles. 

Lawrence Olson, founde r of the Assemblies oi Goel 
radio work in Brazil. has gllided the radio minist ry nnti l

Tn facl. the tr(':lsur('d right to worship God according 
to the dictates of our cOll'iCit:!lce is a spIritual snare if 
il miskads indidduals to Ihink that conscience is the 
final arbitt:r and supretnl.; authority in the matter of wor~ 
ship, rather than what the Hible says, 

jesus' lucid and emphatic talk wilh the woman at the 
well (John "') is sufficient to forever shatter age-old 
tradit ions and theories regarding the "how" and "where" 
of true Christian worship, 

NOT RIT UALISTI C OR CEREMONIAL 

Concerning the "how" jeslls clearly corrected the er­
roneous idea that God dClll<tnds ritulll or cer£,lIlOll)' as 
lIe forlllerly did in the Old TestarneTlt worship. He 
reduced thl.; subject of worship to two ullcompromising 
conditions: (1) "in spirit," and (2) "in trllth," thus 
rejecting forl.;ver all external trappings as esscntials to 
worship. God'$ interest henceforth would 110/ )(' in holy 
building-so holy ~anllcnts, holy furniture, holy places, or 
holy water ,ollly in holy people with holy h£'arls! 

"God is a Spirit: and they that worship him lll11st 
worship him in spirit and in truth ." jesus' use of the 
wo rd IIIl1st utterly destroys the position of any who today 
think they arc free to choose their form of worship. 

111 huilding the Tahernacle for Israel's worship, :\Ioses 
was stringently charged by God to "make all things ac­
cording to the pattern showed to thee in the 1110\l1lt"' 
( j lebrcws 8:5). lie was gi\'en no choice whatever in 
the design or ~elcction of materials or anything else, It 
had to he hllilt the way God wanted it r 

The same so\'ereign exercise of God's will is seen III 

Il is arnazingly minn te and detailed instructions regarding 
all the Old Testament sacrificial offerings, whether birds, 
lambs, o r bullocks. To be acceptable to 11im they mllsl 
be only such as I fe had pronou nced clean! 

WORSHIPING IN SPIRIT AND IN TRUTH 

I f God was so particular then, how illogical it is for 
worshipers of the same Goel todny to think H e will 
accept just any appronch or will let the worshiper define 
and determine what constitutes true worship. H.ather, 
logic tells I1S there Wllst be a ciiy inely ordered and ap~ 
proyed X cw Testament worship as surely as there was 
for the Old Testament era. And this transiti01l is exactly 
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what jesus explained in the clearest terms to the woman 
at the well: "The hour cometh, when ye shall 11cilhcr 
in this mountain. )Ior yet at jerusalem, worship the Fa­
ther" (3holition of holy places), "The trlle worshipers 
shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth" (the 
transition from the external to the internal). "They that 
worship him Wllsi worship him in spirit and ill truth" 
(the God~imposed standard and criteria). 

1 f the foregoing premise is valid and sound, our im­
mediate concern shol1!d be to discover what is meant by 
worship "in spi rit and ill truth." and then practice it 
most diligenlly. 

The Amplified Bihle renders john -I- :2-1-: "God is a 
Spirit (a spiritual Being) and those who worship Him 
mllst . worship Him in spi ri t and in truth (real ity)." 
Two hasic facts emerge here' 

SO M ETHING DEEPER TH AN THE INTELLECT 

(I) God is a spiri tual Being, so it follows that our 
cOlllmunication with Jlim in worship must be a spir ilual 
exercise. "Deep callcth unto dcep· ·-the depths of the 
human spirit respond to the inf ini te deep of the Spirit 
of God. Though speech may be employed, such worship 
is more than \\"ords. In facc it may produce times in 
God's presence when our "understanding is unfru itful," 
or, " ?lly mind is unproductl\'C" ( I Cori nthians 14:14, 
Ampl ified), as the Holy Spi rit fully possesses the 11l1-
man spirit. If the uninitiated should reject this as sheer 
mysticism, it is only necessary to point out that the cul­
tured and highly intell igent apostle P aul was its author. 

This is cerlainly not to say that worsh ip is never wo r­
ship lInkss it i;; ecstat ic and eupho ric, for he who wrote, 
,.! will pray with the spirit. '" further wrote, ,. \ will pray 
with the understanding also." T he worshiper who mea­
sures his worsh ip by the degree of fe rvor or ecstasy he 
experiences is in error as much as he \vho incl ines to 
the opposit e extremc in which the nnden;t;tnding or in­
tellect is dominan t. 1 rl Ihe former. fee ling::; playa major 
part in worship, while the latter P;\)'s li'it1e attention to 
their presence o r ahsence. Paul docs not make it a matter 
of either/or . l !e plainlv SurllS up the issue hy elll~ 
bracing both spira amf understanding as essential to 

balance in worship. 

A WONDERFUL SENSE OF REALITY 
(2) The s("'Cond hasie fact seell in jesus' phrase, "]n 

spirit and in trllth .· ' is clarified by the Amplified Bible's 
use of the word rralily as a sy nonym for /rulh, This 
wOllld strongly imply Jesus' insistence that worship is 
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nOt truc wor~hip If It lewes the worshiper with a sense 
of IInreality. \\"here docs this leave tnllltimd6 of church 
memhers who l1Ionth after 11lonth ami \"l'ar after \'l'ar 
faithfully ohscr\"C and pracllct' the nm;l or ceren~ony 
prescribed hy their church, yet Iw\"('r jed a soul-,.,all~fYlllg 
:.ense oi reaillY in It all? 

To this point our con ... ideration ha~ been with personal 
and pri\'atl' wor~hip, Let us now turn to group or con· 
gregational worship, 

't is here that chjections to Pentecostal worship arc 
11Iost often heard. They generally come frOIll tllO.:'e whose 
leligiotls hackground has heen cOllseryati\'e or liturgical 
or whose pcrsonal tcmpcrament inclinc:. to the re~cr\'{'d 
or undemonstrative. It is a COIl111lon human teudenc\" to 
\\ ant to makc otl r personal outlook or experience' the 
1Iorm and standa rd for othe rs, 

RE ACTIN G ACCORDING TO INDI VIDU AL TEMP ERAM ENT 

But th e Xew Testament nowhere c\'cn hint s at a de­
mand for unanimous conformity to a rigid and inflex ible 
pattern of personal worsh ip. Apparentlv the God who 
gave liS differing temperament s stands' ready to accept 

si ncere worship f r ulII (Ill, Fu r while the blessing' of Cod 
may caust: one persoll to shout aloud. it may be JUSt as 
rich and deep in anothe r nearhy who weeps silently ill 
adori ng worsh ip, I{ccognizing this fact is \'ita11r impor­
tant. Ilo\\'e\'cr, accept ing this truth does not in the least 
just ify the worshiper who is cold and IInresponsi\"e, for 
Jesus' dcmand for spirit and reality ill worship is still 
hinding IIpon tis. 

In Paul's aut horit ati v(' and Spiri t-inspired instructions 
to the Corinthian church on thc subject of congregational 
worship, twO phra:.c!'> :-oeelll to he underscored, "\Vhen ye 
cOllle together, r,'/'r.\' 011/' oj you hath a psalm, hath a 
doctrine, hath a tongue, , Let all thi llgs hl' dO/ll' 1111/0 

I'dify;"!,, , (1 Cori nthians 14 :26). 
The iirSl (r"<.'c r y 0 111' of YOII) clearly teaches what is 

today termed "nudiellce participation." The second (Le i 
all l/till ys cdi!),) lays down the final and unchangeable 
criteria for accepting or rejecting in a meet ing the psalm, 
doctrine, or tongue, "])oes it eelify?" This becomcs the 
final hasis of judgment. 

A PLACf FOR " AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION " 

\' et strangely enough it is 0 11 th is point of audience 
participation that mOSt nOll-Pentecostal people base their 
criticism of Pentecostal worship. The viclOry of tradi­
tion over ScriplUre has heen so complete in mucll o f 
the church wo rld that most people seem ready to assume 
that the moder n church service in which the voice of the 
min ister or priest alone is heard (except for the sing­
ing) is the righ t way, Uut the above passage from First 
Corinth ians totally disproves this and reveals plainly that 
a mecting of S pirit -fill ed Chr istia ns in the first decades 
of the Church was anything but a aile-man show ! It was 
a spontaneous and flexible service in which every mem­
her of the body fUllctioned and made his contribution 
to ed ifying the whole, all under divine control and in 
c1i\'inc order. 

It is imposs ihle to cOllceive of the phrase so often 
heard to describe tod.\)"s church services-"cul and 
dried" as haying all}' va lidity to Christian wo rship in 
those early clays, \Vc should remind ollrseh'es often that 
there is no Stich thing as a "dry" sen'ice: only "dry" 
servants! 

Admittedly, it is diificuh if not impossible fo r the 
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unsaved. the ill-informcd, and the t'arnal to l1mkr:-otand 
and appfl'CI;lte Pt°ll!t'(:u"tal \\'orsI1l]). The Blhle ... :\~'~ that

HOW 010 THf FIRST CHRISTIANS WORSHIP? 

The apostle Paul set:mecl aware oi tin" pruhlem wht'n 
Itt' stood beiOfl' Felix (\(ts 24'141 tn ddcn!1 hi~ faith 
and his hie. lie had just heard himself hranded hv the 
eloquent Tt'rtlllll1s as "a pestilent idlow:' "a mm--er 01

Till' Pcr~'erse'JCSS of HIIIII(lII Salure. "\\"herefore the 
people <lid chide wilh ~Iosc;; ... and llIurmured against 
:'o.loses'· (n-. 2. 3). The Israelites reflected attitudes 
pre,·alent among us today. How easily we forgcl God's 
past blessings and deliverances! I [ow quickly we com­
plain-either inwardly or outwardly, or both when we 
arc caught in a place of human extremity. 

"Thou hast brought us up aliI of Egypt. to kill us" 
(v. 3). How horribly unjust was this accusation against 
:'o.Joses! Yet how easily we entertain false and unjust 
thoughts abollt our fai thful, merciful, and loving God 
when He hrings liS to the place of human extremity to 

reveal Hi s all~sufficiency! 

The Patience of God. ;'And the Lord said unto :'I\oses, 
Co on before the people. and take with thee of the 
elders of Israel: and thy rod" (\'. 5). Not a word of 
reproach did God (lirect to the people. Instead, God 
gave immediate directions for supplying the people's need. 
"It is of the Lord's mercies that we arc not consumed, 
because his compassions fail nOI " ( r .amentations 3 :22 ). 
Il ow great is H is failhfulness and patience with us all! 

The j-Jr('S(! Il CC of God. "Behold I will stand before 
thee there upon the rock in Horeb" ( v. 6). The people 
bad just spoken of stoning l'. loses to death ; bu t God 
reminded :'Iloses he could count 011 His unseen presence. 
God desired Moses-and all of tiS-to gain needed 
strength from the consciousness of His p resence. 

Tile P rtr<1isiO '1 of God. "And thou shalt smite the rock, 
and there shal l cOl11e water om of It, that the people 
may drink" (\'. 6). \Vhat a m iracle ! What a reve lation 
to ;\Ioses and to the people-God was able and wi'lling 
to provide! What an illustrat ion, too, of how God often 
sends help frOIll an unlikely source and in an unusual 
fashion. 

The smitten rock typifies Chr ist-smitten on Calvary. 
From Him the water of life flows evermore. "They drank 
of that spiritual rock that followed them: and that 
rock was Christ," stated the apostle Paul. (See I Co­
rinthians lO:IA. ) \Ve may see not only the waters of 
salvation flowing from Ihe smitten Rock (John 4:13, 
14), bllt also the brimming ri ver of th e Holy Spirit: 
"If any man thirst, let him COille unto me, and drink," 
Jesus said, speaking of the S piri t . (Sec J oh n 7:37-39.) 

WILDERNESS VICTORY Ihodus 17:8_161 

Amalek is a type of the flesh-the natural (as op­
posed to the spiritual ) life. "The Lord will have war 
with Amalek from generation to generation" (Exodus 
17:1 6) . The battle bet ween Israel and Amalek is a pic­
ture of the spiritual battle described by Paul in Gala­
tians 5:17: "For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, 
and the Spirit against the flesh." 

This also illu strates our warfare against the forces of 
evil spirits: "For we wrestle not aga inst flesh and blood, 
but against principalities, against powers. against the rulers 
of the darkness of this world" (Ephesians 6 :12 ) .

The Lord told the disciples in John 15 :11, "These 
things have 1 spoken unto yon, that 111)' joy might re­
main ill you . and that your joy might be ful1."
