Somc said tbat I was prcaching in 
the power of Satan. others that J was 
a prophet, and others that I had gone 
crazy. It did nOt take the church lead­
ers long to meet and discuss tbe mat­
ter. I was called before the executives 
for a hearing and was told tbat I 
could ncve r preach in ol1e of their 
churches again. 

God only knows the sorrow of my 
heart. T had helped build their churches 
and leach their pcoplc. r wrote asking 
for allolhcr IH:aring, hut they told Ille 
the same as hefore and sent Out 800 
l ettl'r~ telling' ,he churches not to ac­
cept me or my prcaching.

The Il1c1'sage 0 11 their card s wa s onc 
of gratitude to God for l!1cssings cnjoycd in 1966. 

Nothing is gained by gri e\·ing o,'e r losses. Time is too precioll s . 
Fral1cis Bacon said, "That whi ch is past amI gone is irrevocablc: wI se 
men have enough to do with things present and 10 come. " 

\Vhile saving the pretty parts of la st year' s calendar, let's also save 
tlie heautiful memories. di scard the rest. and thank God for the new 
year. h's filled with oppo rtuniti cs. The 1967 calendar ha s just as many 
day s as last year's and it ha s an extra S unday! The Lord proved Hi s 
faithfulness in so mall)' ways during 1966. Let's be lie\'e Hi s promise 
that lIe will not take Hi s loving-kindness from LI S in the new year, nor 
suffer H is faithfulness 10 fa i!. but tru st Him to make it a "plus" year 
with some rxl-ra blessings.

It is like the famous St. Gotthard Tunnel through the Alps, which was 
opened on a New Year's Day. Travelers entering it for the first time 
had no idea what to expect at the other end- and we can hardly guess 
what will have happencd by next December 31 - hut, like Abraham, we 
may be sure that God is leading, and if wc keep am eye on Him all will 
be well. 

Let 1967 be a year of freedom from sin. a year of scrvice, a yea r of 
trust in God, and it will be a happy yea r from beginning to end.

\Vhi\c we wefe in Senegal recently on a preaching 
tour. l'f issionary Talmage Butler flew liS o\'er this little 
nation which is an enclave inside Senegal. 

Gambia would not ex ist wefe it not for the Gamhia 
Riycr and it ex ists onlv where the river flows. The 
count;}' extends eastward from the Atlantic Ocean for 
300 miles along both banks of the Gamhia River. At the 
mouth of the river the nation is 30 miles wide. and in­
land it is only 15 miles wide. Ocean-going "esscis call 
go in land on the river fo r ISO miles, and small steamers 
can proceed [40 miles farther. 

Vegetation . birds, and wi ldlife a f C abundant along the 
ri ver, ;\IId the nation's nearly half a million people en­
joy a very agreeable cl imate. 

Jesus compared the Pentecostal experience to flowing 
rivers ill John 7 :38, 39: "He that bel ieveth on me, as 
the scripture hath said. out of his belly sha1l flow rivers 
of living water . (But this spake he of the Spirit.)" 

Just as the Gambia Ri ver attracts people and brings 
fruitfulncss, life. and activity, so the river of P entecost 
from our lives should attract men and women who th irst 
for pardon. pcace, reality, sat isfact ion, joy, and power.

A RI VER HAS A SOURCE 

A river docs not originate its OWII waters. It has an­
other source. The source of the Gambia l~iver is ou tside 
of Gamhia, in the Futa Ja1lon r-. fountaills of Guinea, 
hundreds of miles away. God is the Fountainhead of the 
river of the H oly Spi rit that fill s ou r lives. W e have 
no life or fruitfulness in ourselves. \ Vhal we have comes 
from God. 

W e must keep close to the Lord fo r the continual 
flow of the Spirit into our lives and out to other s. To 
look for a substitute source is to dry tip. "i\Iy people 
have committed two evils; they have forsaken me the 
fountain of living waters, and hewed them out ci sterns, 
hroken ci sterns, that can hold no water" (Jeremiah 2: 13 ) . 
]\fay Cod's own love, life, and g race continually flow 
in to and through us. He is ou r only unfailing source. 

A RIVER HAS VITALITY 

FrOIll the air we could easily sec that where the 
Gambia River flowed there was life and activity. A river 
attracts people, a nd they settle nearhy. It is a good place 
to live. Simila rly, the Euphrates hrought nabylon into 
existence. T he Tiber made Rome. Great cities have sprung 
up along the 'Mississippi in our own country. 

The flowing of the river of the Holy S pirit in our 
lives and our churches w ill attract hungry and thirsty 
people :lS nothing else can. As they find abundant life 
they too will want to live their spi ritual lives close to 
thi s mighty river. 

A RIVER HAS MOTION 

A river moves. It is not still, as a lake, nor does it 
stagnate. P cntecost is a movement, not just another de­
nomination. Acts 2:4 states, "They were all filied with 
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the Holy Ghost, and began .... " \Vhen we are filled 
with the Spirit, we begin to speak and to do many things 
for the Lord. Spirit-filled people are active people. 

In Acts I :8. Jesus said, "Ye shall receive power, after 
that the Holy Gh05t is come upon you: and ye shall 
be witnesses untO me hath in Jerusalem, and in all Judea, 
and in Samaria. and \l11to the uttermost part of the earth."

A RIVER GROWS

g rowi ng life. The in fi lling of the Spirit is only the be­
g inni ng. God de::;ires to add to Our lives new fillings and 
hlessings so we might carry greater responsihilities. Do 
Ilot rest 011 the experience of yesterday or be sat isfied 
with the memories of past service. Let liS "grow in grace. 
and in the know ledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus 
Christ."

Earlier Jesus had spoken to the woman by Jacoh's 
well. saying, "\Vhosoever drinketh of the water that [ 
shall gi\'e him sha ll ne\'er thirst; bu t the water that I 
shall give him shal1 be in him a well of water springing 
I1p into e\'crlasting life" (Joh n 4:14). 

There are man\" hearts sealed and shut tip, tlnable 
to express their O'Wll deep longings or to be a channel 
through which the Holy Spirit can flow out to a needy 
world.

The !(csloratiO Il of Israr/ Before His Coming (\'\'. 
32,33). Tn the Scriptures the fig tree frequently SYIll­

bolizes Tsrael. (See Jeremiah 24: Joel 1 :6. 7: H osea 
9: 1 0: Luke 1 J :6-9.) f-urthcrn lorc, there is abundant 
Scripture in the Old Testament concerning Israel's res­
toration. (Sec Ezekiel 37.) One of the most signi ficant 
events in reccnt years has heel] the Jews' return to 
Palestine and the reconstitution of Israel as a nation. 

Th e Survival of Israel U~/til flis Coming (v . 34). 
The word gC llcratioli may al so he translat ed "race." This 
translation clears up an otherwise difficult statemcnt. 
Jesus symholica lly stated thai the revit,dization of lsrae1 
was to he recognized as a sign that Ili s corning was near. 
H e then pointed out a second miracle. Although thi s 
race would suffer terrihle persecution, it \vould survi ve 
un til J lis return. T he survival of Israel-Illa intaining her 
nat ional identity in spite of attempts through the cen­
tlll"ies to destroy her- is one of the greatest miracles 
of all ti me. 

The Certainty of I-lis Word Concey/ling flis Comillg 
(v. 35 ) . Ch rist's predictions were startling. t\!.en would 
scoff a t them. Heaven and earth would indeed "pass 
away" ( 2 P eter 3:10-12 ) , yet Ch rist's predictions would 
be fu lfilled without deviation or change. 

Till' Mystery of tlte Exact Time of His Comillg (v. 
36). Though the fact of His coming was certain. the 
time of His coming must remain unknown to any but 
the Pather . (Sec also Mark 13:32. ) Even Ch rist did not 
know the time of H is coming fo r He had voluntarily 
refl1sed to lay hold of certain prerogatives of His es­
sent ial Dei ty while here on earth . H ow foolish then for 
men to attempt to set dates for His coming ! 

Tire General U1lp reparedlless of Men at tir e Time oj 
H is COlllmg ( vv. 37-39) . Although Noah's witnessing 
and building the ark warncd that wicked generation, mcn 
cominued in their ordi nary round of daily living- in 
utt er ungodl iness and indifference. Bu t jllst as God 
judged them with a catast rophe, so Christ shall judge 
the ungodl y at His second coming. 

Th e Destiny of Men Determined at His Coming (vv. 
4£),4 1, 50, 51 ) . Contrary to what is often taught, I be­
lieve the Rapture is not in ev idence here. Those "taken" 
are the wicked. who arc taken in judgment- just as the 
wi cked of Noah's time (mentioned in the preceding verse ) 
were taken in judgment. Those "left" a re the righteous 
who remain to enjoy the hlessings of the :\lillenniulll 
which wi ll follow Christ's return to earth. 

The Importance of Right Living in View of His Com­
ing (n·. 42-51). W atchfulness is stressed in Christ 's

Do NOT THESE WORDS-the quiet hour-sound like 
music from a higher world ? 

Thollsands of people know no quiet hour. Life to them 
is aile flowing Stream of reslless labor, of rush and 
;tIlxicty. of tumult and hreathless distraction. They a fC 

never still. E\'cn when they lie down at night. they find 
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no rest; sleep often eludes them for hours. only to come 
at last accompanied hy dreams which fill the hours of 
the night with perplexity and anxiety. as actualities have 
done lhe day. The Scripture truthfully says, "!\fan that 
is born of a wonmll is of few days. and full of trouble" 
(Job 14:1). 

Quietness requires grace, Only the heart that has ex­
perienced the free grace of God can say: "~ly soul 
waiteth only upon God." Emancipation from this inner 
disquietude, with its ine"itahle outward restlessness, can 
only come through the holy disquietude of repentance. 
Repentance leads us to the Cross of redemption. to the 
open arms of the Father God. There is peace: it is there 
our hunted souls find rest. 

The want of time spent thus in quiet meditation. draw­
ing fresh suppl ies from the well of life, o ften accounts 
for spiritual powerlessness and stunted growth. ] re­
memher speaking to a gathering of 40 young girls who 
helonged to ,'arious Christian associations. All professed 
themselves to he children of God, 1 asked them whether 
they had ever spent a whole hour in quiet, alone with 
God; and only one could say she had done so. 

\Ve know from Illuch experience that the enemy does 
his utmost to pre,'ent us from having a quiet hour, He 
is only too well aware of its importance in a healthy 
believer's life and knows what wealth of overcoming 
power lies hidden for us there. Puhlic worship. Bihle­
study circles. meetings, prayer sen'ices-are :-til good, 
and we should attend them whene\'er possible; hut they 
can never take the place of the quiet hours. 

Our Lord Himself ordained these times of stillness 
when lIe ~aid: "But thou . when thou prayest. ente r into 
thy closet. and when tho\l hast shut thy door . 
pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy rather 
which serth in secret shall reward thee openly" (Mat~ 
thew 6 :6). 

I t is vita!ly important that we make right use of our 
quiet hour. I t must be sacred, an hour when we faith ­
fully keep tryst in conscious realization of our responsi~ 

hility before God and men. 
·While traveling, I met an old Christian gentleman 

whose eyes were alight with the peace of God. H e seemed 
as though he were li"ing in God's immediate p resence 
wi th never a shade hetween . He told 1I1e that a friend 
once gave him a word of coullsel which he has since 
followed· always to spend the first 10 or IS minutes 
of his quiet hOllr i/l silent wailing alld adoration bt'jort' 
Cod, and the)1 to prncll t his requests alld supplicatiolls. 

T would emphasize the value of that counsel and to 
recommend the practice of starting with silent worship. 

\Ve I11I1St come to God in full consciousness of our 
own poverty, helplessness, :-tnd lowliness. \Ve mllst lay 
hare every spot and stain. every litt le unfaithfulness, 
every sin, in the light of H is holmess; and then J-lis 
forgi,·ing grace cleanses hy the power of the shed Blood. 
T here IllUSt be no shadow between the praying soul and 
God. the All-holy, and there lIlUSt be no barrier raised 
by dissension, coldness, or resentment to separa te us 
from our neighbo r . 

A due po rtion of aliI' qu iet hour should he spent in 
reading the W-orc\ of GodYo\l may find it helpful and 
st imulating to follow a plan for systematic Bible study; 
the lIoly S pirit will guide you. YOll may decide to rcad 
through the whole Bible every year, or yOll may spend 
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a longer tim/: studying separate chapters or IK)oks of the 
J3ihle, so as to allow the \\'onl to lX'netratt' thoroughly 
into yom hC':lrt a!J(ll~ transformcd into life-giving' energy. 
Each must judge for himself what I)(,Sl meets his n(."t'd. 
1\[any holy men of God ha\'c found hlessing and food 
for their souls. and power for life and sen·ice. as they 
have read right through the Scriptmes within a short 
lX'riod. Others have stil!ed their hunger hy giving the!1l­
selves to prolonged, deep meditation of shorter Ik1.s.~ages 

in the Word. 
It is a curialiS fact that those who ha,'e li,'ed the 

busiest liyes ha\"{~ often been most faithiul in keeping 
tryst with God . .\fcn likelludsoll Taylor. General Gor­
don. August Ilerman Francke. George :'Iluller. and many 
others found lime for prayer in the mid!;t of all extra­
o rdi nary amount of actlllt)". Hut all too ir('qtH'ntly those 
who have far more time at thCll' disposal allow it to be 
filled with secondary , nonessential things so that ther do 
not find time for fttllct with God. The most gloriotls 
fruit these hou rs of stilln ess bring forth is the practice

gr;lllt 'lIS the help and guidance of ! li~ Iloly Spirit in this 
sacred ministry in holy honrs. for the glory of Ilis nalll£'. 

The people werc hungry. althoug"h there had never 
been a major mov(, of the Spirit in that land. Ahollt 
a year later we ,viineS!;ed a mighty olltponring of the 
Holy Spirit. and that was just the beginning. J have 
been perJllitted. along with other missionaries, to share 
in great open-air meetings in which thousands have heard 
the gospel for the first time. 

Out of this reviYal, which reached the major popula­
tion centers of the cOllntry, many young people entered 
the ministry. Four Bible schools have heen huilt, as w(·11 
as an advanced $chool for teachcrs and 1)"'Istors.

The Plea$:lIlt Grove Campground in Florida, founded 
hy the },lethodists, had hecome the centcr of a great 
red\'al which spread far and wide. People !;till talk about 
the wonderful things which happened in those meetings. 
Joel 2 :28 was heing fulfilled a!; lllally young people rc­
cei"ed the hapti$lll in the j 10ly Spirit and were called to 
preach. 1 was one of them 1 

.\Iy father did nOt helieve Ihat women sho\lld speak m 
public. and he issued a s tern command that I stay away 
from that "fanallcal crowd"' or pack my clothes and 
lC:l\'e home. Knowing" I could neWT gi"e up what Cod 
had done for me. ! packed my clothes to leavc. 

As J came down the stairs. Illy father asked me where 
J would go. All I could tell him was that I did not 
know, but that wherever J went I would serve God. 
For the first time in Illy life I saw Illy falher back down. 
lIe handed me the car keys and told mc J could go 
to church . 

Thirty-fi\'e years later 1 returned from the missiOll 
field in time to wiUlcss my farher'$ conversion. \Vhen 
he kn<:w death was ncar, he :l.sked to be taken to his 
"preacher daughter." The re ill m)' home he g:n'C his heart 
to God, and 16 days later wellt to be with the Lord. 
It pays to be faithful! ~ 
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WIKN I WAf; A BOY at school, J saw a sight I can 
never forget a Illall lied to a cart and dragged 

through the streets of our tOWIl, his hack already torn and 
bleeding from the lash. It W;:\5 a shameful pl1nishment. 

For lIlallY offenses? No, for olle offense. Did any of 
the townsmen offer to take some of the lashes for him? 

0; he who committed the offense bore the penalty all 
alone. It was the penalty of a changing human law, for 
it was the last instance of its infliction. 

\\'h('n I was a student at the university. J saw another 
sight I call nc\'cr forge t-a man hrought out to die. His 
a rms were tied to his sides. his face as pale as death. 
Thousands of eager eyes wc rc upon him as he came 
into view. 

Did any Illall ask to die in his stead? Did any friend 
come and loose the rope and say, "Put it around m)' 
neck; I will die instead"? No; he paid the penalty him­
self. For many offenses? No, for one oifcnsc-rohbcry. 
He hroke the Inw at one point ;lIld he died for it. It 
was the penalty of a changing human law in this case 
also; for it was the last instance of capi tal punishme nt 
being inflicted for that particular offensc. 

I saw sti ll anothcr sight r shall ncvcr forget-mysclf 
a si n ncr, standing on the hrink of ruin, condcmned to 
eternal pu nishment in the lake of fire. For one si n ? 
No; for many, many sins committed against the u n­
changing laws of God. 

I looked again :lIld saw that Jesus Christ hccame Illy 
Substit ute. l ie hare in His own hody on Ca lvary all the 
punishment fo r my sin. He died on the Cross that I 
might live in the glory. J Ie suffered-the 111s1 for the 
unj ust-tha t He might hr ing me to God. Hc redeemed 

Sir James Simllson, a. Scottish physician of the 19th u:ntury. 
was famous as the im'entor of chloroform. 
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me from the curse of thc law. I sinned and was COII­

demned to cternal punishment; but He bore the punish­
ment, and 1 am free. 

T he law of God required a perfect righteousness 
which 1 ncvcr had. Again I lookcd to Him and found 
that "Christ is the end of the law for righteousness 
to e"eryone that believe th." 

The law rC<ltlircd spotless purity, and 1 was defiled 
with si n. Again I looked to I l im who lo\'ed liS and 
washed us from our sins in His own blood. 

1 was a son of Satan, a child of wrath; "but as many 
as received him to thcm gave hc power to bccome the 
sons of GOd, e\'cn to them that believc on his name." 
And I found in Him not only my Substitute, but tlte 
fu11 supply of e"ery nced of Illy lifc. 

I commend th is wonderful S,l\'ior to yOtl. ··for there 
is none other name under hcaven givcn among Illcn 
whereby we must be saved."
