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IF WE PRAY FOR A MODERN PENTECOST, WE SHOULD PRACTICE PENTECOSTAL METHODS.
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HE THREE WORDS, inspiration, demonstration, and
explanation, may be trite but they are very im-
portant words. A study of the Book of Acts, chapter by
chapter, will show that these three words constitute God’s
pattern for New Testament evangelism.

They may not always appear in the record in the
order mentioned ahove. Sometimes demonstration comes
after explanation, and sometimes inspiration comes in be-
tween. However, we have here three necessary elements
that have to do with the spread of the gospel.

We need inspiration which comes from waiting on the
Lord. If you want to be inspired, wait on God. Spend
time in prayer and seek His face.

We need the demonstration of the Spirit which will
arrest and awaken the interest of the people around us.

Then we need explanation which shows that what has
heen demonstrated is in harmony with the Word of God.
[ have no use for demonstration that is not scriptural;
but if it is scriptural, we ought to give place to it in
our meetings or outside our meetings.

Now let us look at the Book of Acts, chapter two.
The disciples were waiting (tarrying) in the Upper Room.
They were inspired during those days of prayer as they
waited for the outpouring of the Holy Spirit.

And then came the sound as of a mighty, rushing wind
that filled the place, the cloven tongues as of fire, and
the speaking in other tongues as the Spirit gave utter-
ance. This mighty demonstration took place where the
120 were assembled so that the people came running to
see what was going on,

While all this was taking place (verse 14), Peter stood
up and gave the explanation: “Ye men of Judea, and all
ye that dwell in Jerusalem, be this known unto you and
hearken to my words. .. this is that which was spoken
by the prophet Joel.” He gave the explanation for the
demonstration and quoted the Scriptures to show that
the demonstration had divine basis, having been prophe-
sied by Joel many vears before. He showed that what
was happening was in fulfillment of Scripture. He gave
his sermon, and 3,000 people were converted in this one-
day meeting.

Had there been no explanation by Peter, there would
not have heen 3,000 souls saved that day. The people
would have come running together. They would have
listened and gazed in amazement, and then they would
have gone their ways with a variety of opinions—but they
would not have been saved.

I notice in the Scriptures, however, that every time
there was a demonstration of the Spirit, it became an
occasion for preaching the Word. In God’s order, Peter
stood up and said, “This is that.” He put his finger on
God’s Word. And that's what we should do when we
have demonstration.

In the third chapter of Acts we observe some more
demonstration. Peter and John are on their way up to
the Temple at the hour of praver. They need more in-
spiration. Thank God for mspiration through prayer.

At the Beautiful Gate of the temple sits a lame man.
His presence becomes the occasion for a great miracle,
a marvelous demonstration of God’s power. Here's a man
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that has never walked in his life. His limbs have never
grown in a normal way. He is a beggar seeking alms,
but instead of receiving silver or gold he receives his
healing. See him, “walking, and leaping, and praising
God” (v. 8). We read that “all the people saw him walk-
ing and praising God. And they knew that it was he
which sat for alms at the Beautiful Gate of the temple:
and they were filled with wonder and amazement at that
which happened unto him.”

Then we notice that Peter hegins preaching again (v.
12). There has been demonstration. Now there must be
explanation. The miracle becomes an occasion for preach-
ing, so that more are saved.

Meetings that are all explanation without any demon-
stration become barren. If we Pentecostal people merely
recite our theories and explain what took place in the
past, no one gets excited, and very few are attracted.
But if we demonstrate God’s truth here and now, people
will come to see the demonstration today as much as
they ever did.

Demonstration should not be confined to meetings. A
good place to demonstrate Christianity is in the home
where we live and in the place where we work. T have
no use for demonstrations in the meeting unless there is
also a demonstration of Christian living by the same peo-
ple when they get out of the meeting. Shouts or healings
or things of that kind are not the only demonstration we
need. We must show people that we are thoroughly saved,
that we are Spirit-filled, and that the lLord is with us
of a truth,

In chapter four demonstration brings persecution. Don't
think you can go through your Christian life without
persecution. The Word says, “They that will live godly
in Christ Jesus shall suffer persecution.” The apostles are

arrested, and Peter is made to stand before the Sanhedrin
—the religious authorities of his day.

The authorities are shocked; they are insulted; they
simply can’t tolerate this new thing. They are trying to
stop it with every power they possess. In 1 Corinthians
2:14 we read, “The natural man receiveth not the things
of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him:
neither can he know them, because they are spiritually
discerned.” Some people oppose any demonstration be-
cause it will intrude upon the nice order of their service.
Oh, dear friends, if the Holy Ghost has charge of a ser-
vice, we need not be afraid that, if there is a scriptural
demonstration of the Spirit, the stranger will be driven
away. But demonstrations in the flesh are another matter.

In chapter five we note another demonstration, and
what a demonstration it is! It is a demonstration of God’s
holiness. Hypocrisy appears in the Early Church in the
lives of Ananias and Sapphira, and their hypocrisy is
judged by God. As a result, great fear comes on the
people, so that outsiders dare not join themselves to the
Christians. Probably they are saying, “You have to live
right if you belong to that church, or they may carry you
out dead.” Beware of becoming contemptibly familiar
with the movings of the Spirit of God. Remember what
happened to Gehazi, the servant of Elisha. Remember
Ananias and Sapphira.

But notice verses 12 to 16. When judgment had purged
the church of hypocrisy and had driven the members
back to their knees, we read that “believers were the
more added to the Lord, multitudes both of men and
women, insomuch that they brought forth the sick into
the streets, and laid them on beds and couches, that at
the least the shadow of Peter passing by might over-
shadow some of them.” And the 16th verse says, “There
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came also a multitude out of the cities round about unto
Jerusalem bringing sick folk, and them which were vexed
with unclean spirits: and they were healed every one.”
Every one!

Now let us look at chapter 10. Cornelius has had a
vision. Peter also has had a vision, and they get together
in Cornelius’ house. There's about to be a meeting, and
unsaved people are coming to it. Cornelius is a devout
man, a praying man, but he is not saved. Peter has come
to preach the word whereby Cornelius and all his house-
hold are to be saved.

So we read in the 34th verse that Peter opens his
mouth and begins to preach. He is explaining that sal-
vation is by faith, and he is preaching Jesus. All at once
there is a mighty demonstration. It states: “While Peter
yet spake these words, the Holy Ghost fell on them which
heard the word. And they of the circumcision which
believed were astonished, as many as came with Peter,
because that on the Gentiles also was poured out the
gift of the Holy Ghost. For they heard them speak with
tongues, and magnify God.”

Peter’s sermon is interrupted. His explanation is stopped
hy the demonstration—and I like an explanation that will
consummate in demonstration. So here again we see the
scripturalness of our theme. Yes, Peter was preaching to
those who were not saved. You may say, “How can sin-
ners receive the Holy Ghost 7" Well, Peter explains in the
11th chapter that God purified their hearts by faith.

In Acts 17 we see Paul on Mars’ Hill in Athens preach-
ing—explaining, but not having much success. This is one
of the few times that Paul preached without any great
results. So the chapter ends by saying, “So Paul departed
from among them. Howbeit certain men clave unto him,
and believed.” He had just a bit of success. Not much.
It was nothing like that which he had in other cities.

From Athens Paul went to Corinth. He was crest-
fallen. He could have said, “What was the matter with
me at Athens? I preached a good sermon, but there were
hardly any results.” But he explains to the Corinthians
the reaction and the feeling he had when he came to
them: “I came to you not with excellency of speech or
of wisdom, declaring unto vou the testimony of God.
For I determined not to know anything among you, save
Jesus Christ, and him crucified. And I was with you in
weakness, and in fear, and in much trembling. And my
speech and my preaching was not with enticing words
of men’s wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and
of power” (1 Corinthians 2:1-4).

Paul stayed on in Corinth and established a church.
There was explanation, and there was demonstration, so
that this church was built on the power of God and on
the Word of God.

Every church needs those same things. God help us
if our services become just a dry explanation, with no
demonstration of souls saved, of lives changed, of people
healed, of believers filled with the Spirit. If that happens
we need to go back to the prayer room, back to the
place of inspiration, where we can be endued with God’s
power.

We may coast along on the momentum of past ex-
periences for a while, but finally motion will cease. We
must have inspiration, demonstration, and explanation.
When we have all of these, we shall see the church grow-
ing in power and in numbers, as in New Testament days,
for this is the New Testament pattern of evangelism.
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Mother Didnt Do It All

Five weeks Aco we lauded the Moms. Now it’s time to give the Dads
a pat on the back. On Mother's Day we asserted that the Moms are
the Lord’s best helpers—an undeniable fact—but fortunately they aren't
His only helpers. Sometimes a father has the stronger spiritual in-
fluence on the children.

We've received an interesting “tribute to dad” written by a home-
maker in Kentucky. Since it's Father's Day we'd like to quote it, and
since it’s by a woman we cannot be accused of male egotism. (Webster
says “homemaker” means a wife or mother!)

“With due regard to the great role our mothers play in molding our
spiritual lives,” she says, “I would like to sound a protest against the
one-sided adulation paid to them.

“I admit my mother’s deep faith and selfless love were the dominant
factors in making ours a Christian home. In fact, she was the greatest
Christian I have ever known! And yet, as I look back on my formative
years I cannot say it was hier teaching and influence that molded my
spiritual life, any more than my father’s. Without his strength of char-
acter to supervise and discipline, Mother’s training might have been
in vain.

“Three things stand out in memory—my father’s indomitable will,
his constant love for my mother, and a peach-tree switch.

“At our house, the word ‘daddy’ was synonymous with authority. He
taught us to obey before we learned to spell ‘cat.” I pity any child that
grows up without a respect for authority, unprepared to cope with
all the stop and go signals they will meet in life,

“Then there was my father's love of flowers. In the spring and early
summer I noticed he kept a watchful eye on all of them, and the first
bouquet always went to Mother. Usually there was a little touch of
chivalry with it. I remember one morning he came unnoticed into the
farm kitchen carrying a beautiful, full-blown rose, first of the season.
Mother was busy with the noonday meal and humming some old tune
like Amaging Grace, while I churned. He tiptoed up behind her, held
out that exquisite flower, then bowed and said, ‘For you, my love.” In
those days a hothouse corsage was something unknown. Mother wiped
her hands, took the proferred rose, and rewarded him with a tender kiss.
Scenes like that make an impression on a girlish mind and heart!

“The third thing 1 remember was that peach-tree switch. I deserved
it, for I had told an outright lie. One of my weaknesses, as a little tot,
was telling falsehoods. Mother became very alarmed over this. She would
argue; she would plead; she would spank; but none of her attempts to
immunize me ‘took.” Then one day my father caught me lying—how
vividly I remember. I hid myself, but in vain, He found me and applied
that peach-tree switch for the first time (and the last—he never had to
do it again!).

“My father was not perfect—who is? He had a quick temper (and
it caused him many a heartache) but I could overlook that because he
had so many fine qualities. A heartwarming love for his family and
all fellowmen. A high standard of moral integrity. A great devotion to
the church. I am glad my mother did not have to furnish all the
spiritual leadership for our family. It came from both sides, giving us a
well-balanced home !”

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N THESE MODERN DAYsS,” savs Billy Graham, “the

word father in some areas has come to mean a char
acter with a highball in one hand, a cigarette in the other,
and nothing but sinful mischief in the heart. Thank
God, this is true only in a small segment of society, but
unfortunately the idea is growing as fathers take less
and less responsibility in the home.”

The Bible shows that a godly father is a priest for his
family. Job was the greatest man in the East in his day.
He was “blameless and upright, and one who (reverent-
ly) feared God and abstained from and shunned evil”
(Job 1:1, Amplified). At the same time, Job was emi-
nently prosperous and was blessed with 10 children. A
father of such character could not help but influence
his children spiritually and morally.

But Job's greatest gift to his children was his priestly
work on their behalf. “When the days of their feasting
were gone about,...Job sent and sanctified them, and
rose up early in the morning, and offered burnt offer-
ings according to the number of them all: for Job said,
It may be that my sons have sinned, and cursed God

in their hearts. Thus did Job continually” (Job 1:5).

To young children, their father is a god—until they are
gently taught otherwise and so perceive differently. His
simple expressions of prayer and praise are his priestly
work. So is also his Bible storytelling and his own rever-
ence towards God's Word. It is almost trite to say that
what is imparted to children in their tender years will
never be forgotten. Father, what data are you putting
into your little child’s computer-mind?

The Bible also confirms another obvious fact: the fa-
ther is his children's example. Enoch, the man who ha-
bitually walked in fellowship with God, was not a monk
but the father of a family. In fact Genesis 5:22 shows it
was the birth of his firstborn that seemed to spark his
magnificent testimony of unbroken fellowship with God
through 300 vyears, Sometimes a young man seems to
walk with God until he hegets child, and then this
responsibility so encumbers him that he gradually falls
away and loses the most precious experience of having
God in the home.

In his day, Enoch, no doubt, was considered passé.
Social and moral conditions were showing pointed signs
of depravity, and “the land was filled with violence (dese-
cration, infringement, outrage, assault, and lust for pow-
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er)” (Genesis 6:11, Amplified). Yet Enoch continued to
walk with God.

When Enoch’s grandson, Noah, attained years of un-
derstanding, he too walked with God (Genesis 6:9).
Therefore, it is not surprising that although shunned as
eccentric by many, by his obedience he saved his family
and changed the course of the world’s history.

“Well, what are you going to be, my boy,
When you have reached manhood’s years;
A doctor, a lawyer, or actor great,
Moving throngs to laughter and tears?”
But he shook his head as he gave reply
In the serious way he had:
“I dow’t think I'd care to be any of them;
I want to be like my dad.”

The father is also to be a teacher of his children.
“Give them instruction” (Ephesians 6:4, NEB ). Christian
fathers may and do lament that the Bible is suspect in
the public schools but they should remember that God
places the responsibility for Christian education upon
them and that such teaching is to be passed on as a
spiritnal heritage from one generation to another.

Notice the following in Psalm 48:3-7, Amplified:

“Instruction which our fathers have told us, we will
not hide . .. from their children, but tell to the generation
to come the praiseworthy deeds of the Lord.

“That the generation to come might know them, that
the children still to be born might rise and recount them
to their children.

“That they might set their hope in God and not forget
the works of God, but keep His commandments.”

The formative and most impressionable years are the
preschool years. “By the time a child is 5 or 6 his emo-
tional pattern and his habit standards are fixed” (Inter-
national Journal of Religious Education). The way to
stop juvenile delinquency is to stop raising delinquents.

To discipline is not unkind; it is what a child needs
and wants. It is an important part of training and teach-
ing. One of the greatest characters in Israel failed in this
and was laid aside by God “because his sons made them-
selves vile, and he restrained them not” (1 Samuel 3:13).

“Withhold not correction from the child,” counsels
Proverbs 23:13, promising also, “Correct thy son, and he
shall give thee rest; yea, he shall give delight unto thy
soul.”

Abraham was given special revelation by God because
God knew that “he will command his children and his
household after him, and they shall keep the ways of
the Lord, to do justice and judgment” (Genesis 18:19).

Father: consider these words. “When a boy or girl
thrusts his small hand in yours, it may be smeared with
chocolate ice cream or be grimy from petting a dog, and
there may be a wart under the right thumb and a
bandage around the little finger. But the most impor-
tant thing about his hands is that they are the hands of
the future. These are hands that someday may hold a
Bible or a Colt revolver; play the church piano or spin
a gambling wheel ; gently dress a leper’s wound or tremble
uncontrolled by an alcoholic mind. Right now, that hand
is yours. It asks for help and guidance. It represents a
full-fledged personality in miniature to be respected as
a separate individual whose day-to-day growth into Chris-

black. Powerful winds, roaring like jet planes,
lashed trees.

Then a hideous greenish funnel, flicked with eerie
lights from snapping power lines, began a dervish dance
in northern [llinois,

[t touched down and lifted—repeatedly—leaving in
its wake demolished homes, overturned cars, and mangled
bodies.

During the pounding hail and rain that followed,
dazed men stared unbelievingly; women and children
wept; the injured screamed for help.

On the afternoon of Friday, April 21, 1967, the
tornado began in Belvedere and about 5:30 leaped to
Chicago’s southwestern suburbs, The toll was 53 dead,
a thousand injured, 374 homes destroyed, 1,200 homes
damaged—and well over a $50 million loss.

Though tornado warnings had been issued, nobody
believed it would happen. It struck so suddenly that
newsmen said, “There was no time to pray.”

A number of Christians, however, with thrilling
instances of divine intervention, gratefully and humbly
say, “We had already done our praying and were pre-
pared.” They had prayed first when they accepted Christ
and placed into His hands the keeping of their souls.
And often since they had claimed such promises as,
“A thousand shall fall at thy side and ten thousand
at thy right hand; but it shall not come nigh thee”
(Psalm 91:7).

Because Oak ILawn, a severely struck area, is only
four miles from where we live, I inquired among six
suburban fundamental churches how they fared.

There was not one death or serious injury to those
definitely known to be Christians; property damage was
minimal.

Two types of deliverance were evident: (1) Chris-
tians were led to remain away from disaster zones;
(2) Christians caught in the tornado were protected.

GUIDANCE

Those who were divinely (though unconsciously) led
to remain away experienced Proverbs 3:6: “In all thy
ways acknowledge him, and he shall dirvect thy paths.”

Before she left home, Mrs. Gladys Mueller prayed
and committed herself to the Lord. Then she and her
son drove on a familiar route toward Barrington. Un-
accountably she made a wrong turn. When she inquired
of the way back, a man said, “You're lucky you weren’t
there; a tornado just struck.”

Our Sunday school superintendent, Cecil Swanson,
had his customary devotions hefore going to work. He
usually quits work at five. This day he left earlier.
He was safe at home five minutes after the storm struck
on the road he always takes.

Another earnest Christian, driving home from work,

saw the sky darken in the northwest as he approached.
He decided to take another road, something he had
never done before. The twister touched where he would
have been at the time, 5:30 p.m.

The nearest hospital was soon flooded with emer-

The roller rink on Cicero Avenue was leveled,

gency calls, Passengers of 30 automobiles which had
been flung about, overturned, and crushed, were Killed
or injured by the fury of the twister.

Jim Corbet and his wife made their weekly shopping
trip at the Fairway supermarket near the same road,
Southwest Highway. Because the meat section closes
at 6, they usually shop there first. This time, however,
they did their banking first. The supermarket was leveled;
cars and people were dashed into the fields; others
were crushed by collapsing beams and walls. But the
Corbets praised God that they were safe in the bank
building. ‘

A Christian woman planned to go to a beauty parlor
near 92nd and Cicero Avenue where the tornado made
another touch of horrible destruction. For some reason
she changed her mind and did not go.

Others who were caught in the storm say thankfully,
“The angel of the Lord encampeth round about those

that fear him, and delivereth them"” (Psalm 34:7).

When Henry Schuber saw the funnel on Southwest
Highway, he shut off his car’s motor and put his head
between his knees. The tornado lifted his car, slammed
it down, broke windows, tore off chrome and flung
debris with the force of machine gun bullets. He was
unharmed.

Mrs. June Nienhouse and her 13-year-old son were
on the same highway. When “a green wall” approached,
she stopped the car, flung herself over her son and
prayed. Nearby viewers saw the car lifted, pushed 25
feet, and slammed down near live wires. Mother and
son were unhurt.

But another woman was catapulted out of her seatbelt
through the windshield, face down into mud and gravel.
She is not expected to live.

An elderly Christian living in a trailer court heard
a roar like thundering passenger trains. Hers was among
the three rows of trailers that remained standing. In
one place 45 and in another 200 trailers became a mass
of splintered wood, furniture, and mangled bodies.

Another Christian woman, who later studied the map
showing the path of the tornado, observed that as it
neared her home, the path narrowed, then widened
again. And her home was safe.

But in Oak Lawn and Hometown many houses became
heaps of ruins; others had only walls standing. Re-
frigerators and overstuffed chairs stood at grotesque
angles on lawns; poles were twisted and bent, roofs
removed.

One church with membership of over 300 reported no
one killed or hurt and only one garage destroyed.

One family, where the wife was a Christian and the
husband backslidden, fled to the basement moments Dbe-
fore the funnel touched. Their home moved 20 feet
off the foundation, and a plank was driven through the
room just vacated. But the family was safe.

A minister and his family were in a restaurant when
they saw the dark cloud. He and 15 others ran to the
basement just in time. Five on the outside stair were
injured.

A husband and wife, members of this minister’s

church, were visiting relatives. When the funnel struck,
they leaped under a table. As walls and beams tumbled
around, they escaped with only minor injuries.

‘There was no time to pray,” the newspaper said.
But one Christian, for 11 hours before the storm, was
greatly burdened for an unknown reason. Who knows
whether or not God used those pravers and perhaps
pravers of others, to deliver His children during the
disaster.

Another woman had just moments to pray. Miss Erma
Wittich, receptionist in the building of a Christian dentist,
saw the sky darken. Suddenly windows shattered, glass
flew all around. She didn't think to duck behind her
desk, but praved and pled the blood of Jesus. She
was safe.

Two doors south of her the huge roof and walls of
a roller rink collapsed. Only the front wall remained
standing. (See photo.) Two died, 30 were injured there.
Two blocks to the rear, 45 trailers collapsed. All around
was destruction. But the building she was mn suffered
only minor damage.

Children and young people were killed or injured in
the storm. But one teen-ager also had time to pray.
Gary Gramenz, 106, saw through his kitchen window
“a long, skinny funnel, 50 feet away, coming right at
me.” He pushed down his little sister, dropped to the
floor himself, and called on the Lord. The twister slightly
damaged the roof and windows, but skipped over his
house to tear up two front trees. It ripped a dormer
across the street, then half a block away severely damaged
other homes. No one can convince this youth that God
does not answer prayer.

It is true that Christians sometimes suffer during
floods, hurricanes, and tornadoes. Serving God is no
guarantee we will not face trials and problems such as
these. But we have God’s promise that He will make
everything (even tornadoes) work together for good to
those who love Him.

And it is equally true that the Scriptures abound
with promises of deliverance. When we pray, “Deliver
us from evil,” we do not know in what miraculous ways
God may someday answer that prayer. >

ARE NOT IN VAIN

had been rendered unreadable by ter-
mites and mildew, but the Old Tes-
tament was still legible.

Over the yvears he read it through
many times, When he read in the Ten
Commandments that it was wrong to
bow down to graven images, he de-
cided that he could not pray to images
any longer. Still nothing seemed to
point him to happiness and eternal life.

Some 10 years later they sold their
farm and moved to the town of Wiwili
(pronounced Wee Willie ), where they
opened a small store. One day a young
itinerant preacher came their way and
explained the teachings of the New
Testament. In their way, they ac-
cepted the gospel and for eight years
tried to live the Christian life.

Last year a young man from a place
called Band, about 12 miles down the
River Coco from Wiwili, came to study
at our Bible school in Matagalpa. He
told us about the great need for the
preaching of the gospel in his area,

so with two of our students I made
plans to have some campaigns there.

It took us three days to get to the
Wiwili area because of the bad con-
ditions of the roads and trails. We
rented an old building that had been
built as a factory to prepare rubber.
(Wild rubber trees abound through-
out the area.) We had from two to
four services each day, one of them
on the other side of the Rio Coco
which we had to cross in a dugout
canoe. In three weeks we were able
to win 60 souls for Christ and estab-
lish a thriving work with a pastor and
a rented building.

Luisa—the little girl of the ham-
mock, now a heautiful seiorita of 18
summers—together with Filadelfo and
Felicita (her father and mother) and
the entire family accepted the Lord
in a fuller way the very first night of
the campaign. They are all attending
doctrine classes in preparation for wa-
ter baptism, and at least two mem-
bers of the family plan to enroll in

our Bible school. At last Filadelfo has
found his happiness and eternal life!

We had even more amazing results
when we returned to Quilali and
began our campaign there. In just six
nights God gave us a real reaping of
souls—88 decisions for Christ. We
were able to leave the new work in
the hands of a young pastor after a
building had been rented for the ser-
vices. Many of the new converts of
Quilali are influential people in the
thriving frontier town.

These campaigns were not exactly
picnics! There were times when we
had no food. We were forced to use
the water of the beautiful Rio Coco,
and it turned out the water was far
from pure. We were sick for a week
or more, and it took another week to
recover from the attacks of the amoe-
bas and other parasites. But we are
happy and rejoicing in the results of
the campaigns.

God gave us 148 decisions in one
month. Missionary efforts are not in

The Assemblies of God
has had a missionary staff there since
before World War II.

Some of the most
mature national leaders in the world-
wide Assemblies of God movement
have arisen in Indonesia.

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SAUL SLAIN

Sunday School Lesson for June 25, 1967
1 Samuer 31:1-13

BY J. BASHFORD BISHOP

SAUL’'S DEATH (vv. 1-6)

1. His Despair. When it seemed to Saul that all
hope of escape from the Philistines was lost, he gave
way to despair. Reckless impulsiveness had always
characterized his actions, and now he fell upon his own
sword. “Sore wounded” literally means “sore distressed,”
and not necessarily that Saul was mortally wounded. Tt
is quite possible that if Saul had not killed himself, he
might have escaped death.

2. His Pride. Saul had never shown any particular
regard for the sacredness of the lives of others but
he had a most exalted sense of the importance of his own
life. Thus he resolved that no heathen should put him
to death. Throughout his reign no one had ever injured
Saul but himself. And now Saul died as he had lived—
the victim of self-love and self-destroying pride.

3. Our Lives Influence Others. Saul brought ruin
not only on himself but also upon his family and
servants. Godly Jonathan perished with his father., And

when Saul's armor-bearer saw his royal master commit
suicide, he followed his example.

Example is a powerful thing, The sins we commit
affect our families, friends, and others. But we can
also exert a strong influence for good. Let us remember
no one can live unto himself. Our life may have a
powerful, although unconscious, influence on others for
better or for worse.

4. Life’s Value Is Tested by Its Final Result. Saul
destroyed himself—body and soul. His self-destruction
vas the culmination of years of self-will and disobedience.
Rebellion persisted until it became so interwoven with
his emotions it overpowered his reason.

To indulge any wrong inclination is to nourish a
monster which may one day become strong enough to
destroy us. The day is coming when every man’s worl
will be tried to reveal “of what sort it is” (1 Corinthians
3:13). How shall we stand in that day? Now is the
time to check up by asking ourselves, What will be
the final consequences of this act or attituder
ISRAEL'S DEFEAT (vv. 7-10)

1. Their King Dead. When Israel made an idol of the
ark, it was given into the hands of the Philistines.
When they made an idol of the king, he was slain. How
much they lost by having their own way!

2. Their Cities Forsaken. Instead of overcoming their
enemies, they were overcome by them and driven from
their homes (v. 7). The peaceful rule of Samuel had
given them prosperity (1 Samuel 7:13,14). But the
warlike rule of the king whom they preferred to Samuel
ended in their downfall.

3. Their Enemies Triumphant, The Philistines pro-
claimed the news of their victory far and wide, and
especially in their idol temples. They regarded their
victory as a victory of their gods; they considered the
defeat of Israel as the dishonor of Jehovah. (As we
shall see later in 2 Samuel 5:17-25, this triumph of
the wicked was short-lived.)

A CITY'S GRATITUDE (vy. 11-13)

Saul killed himself to avoid the disgrace of falling
into the hands of the Philistines. But his self-destruction
was in vain, for the treatment his body received after
death was an insult to all Israel.

The men of Jabesh-gilead had been saved by Saul
from a cruel fate (1 Samuel 11). Now they showed their
gratitude by rescuing the bodies of the king and his
sons and giving them decent burial. Many years had
passed since their deliverance by Saul, but their thank-
fulness remained.

A wise man was asked, “What doth soon grow cold?”
He replied, “Thanks.” I.et it not be so among us!

This action by the men of Jabesh-gilead illustrates
the bright side of the law of sowing and reaping. Its
dark side had been demonstrated clearly enough by
Saul’s acts. It is well he also had done good—in behalf of
Jabesh-gilead—so the harvest of his life was not entirely
evil.

If we have heen sowing un-Christlike attitudes or
actions, let us sincerely repent, lest the time should come
when we would reap the same from others, Instead, let
us begin to sow good seeds of kindness and service, with
all humility; “and let us not be weary in well doing:
for in due season we shall reap, if we faint not”

(Galatians 6:9).

Pentecostal work in Brazil dates
from 1910 when Gunnar Vingren and
Daniel Berg, two Swedish Pentecostal
ministers from Chicago, went to Be-
lem, a city near the mouth of the Ama-
zon, Working to support themselves,
they soon won a group of zealous con-
verts who received the Pentecostal ex-
perience.

The first congregation was estab-
lished in 1911. A half century of Pen-
tecost was celebrated in 1961 when
40,000 people attended anniversary
services at Maracanazinho Stadium in
Rio.

With the coming of other Pentecost-
al missionaries (mostly from Sweden)

A national Pentecostal fellowship,
known as the Assemblies of God
Brazil, is overwhelmingly indigenous
and has become the strongest evan-
gelical group in Brazil.

Many U. S. Assemblies of God mis-
sionaries have contributed to the prog-
ress of this thriving work.

For many years Mr. and Mrs. Gus-
tav Bergstrom engaged in pioneer
evangelism in the state of Minas Ger-
ais. They now labor in Sdo Paulo. The
Lawrence Olsons and Julius Olsons
served in Lavras where they had suc-
cess in short-term Bible schools, radio,
and evangelism. The Lawrence Olsons
now live in Rio.

The late Bernhard Johnson Sr, pio-
neered in the Varginha section of Min-
as Gerais, His son, Bernhard Johnson
Jr., who now lives in Rio, supervises
the area where his father ministered
some 25 years ago. He also is much

demand as an evangelist and con-
ference speaker.

The Edward Malmins and Virgil
Smith are engaged in evangelistic min-
istry.

Mr. and Mrs. John P. Kolenda, pio-
neer missionaries, are now retired from
active missionary status, but Mr. Ko-
lenda has a widely accepted ministry
as a Bible teacher among the Brazilian
churches.

Short-term Bible schools, lasting
four weeks or longer, were conducted
for some yvears.

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Daniel Berg (right photo) and the late Gunnar Vingren carried

This growing school is currently in a
building program. Elsie Strahl serves
on the teaching staff, and Mr. and
Mrs. James Grams, newly appointed
missionaries, will also be assigned to
the Bible school.

Three other training centers are eve-
ning schools. Lawrence Olson, director
of Pentecostal Bible Institute in Rio,
is assisted by the Carl Hultgrens. Paul
Pugh directs Union Bible Institute in
Porto Alegre. T. R. Hoover, director
of Bethel Bible Institute in Sdo Paulo,
is assisted by the Norman Andersons.
In addition to his responsibilities at
the school, Mr. Hoover has a teaching
ministry in the churches.

As the number of churches in-
creased, the need for Pentecostal lit-
became increasingly urgent.
To help meet this need the Assem-
blies of God Publishing House was es-
tablished in Rio. From the presses
pour millions of pieces of literature
each year. Orla Boyer (now retired),
produced 125 titles almost singlehand-
edly, working either as a translator or
as an author.

TRIUMPH AT THE TOMB

About two miles from Jerusalem lies the sleepy little
town of Bethany on the lower slopes of the Mount of
Olives. Its chief claim to fame today is the traditional site
of Lazarus’ tomb. Using a candle supplied (for a slight
fee) by a woman of the village, you may grope your way
down the 24 steps which lead to the tomb located beneath
a Muslim mosque.

References to Bethany are sprinkled throughout the
Gospels. This was the home of Jesus’ friends, Lazarus,
Martha, and Mary. Here, at a feast in Jesus’ honor, Mary
anointed His feet with costly ointment and wiped them
with her hair. Here, while Martha petulantly prepared
a meal for the Master, Mary discovered “that good part”
of sitting at His feet and listening to His words.

Bethany’s greatest day, however, is pictured in a paint-
ing which hangs in a church near the tomb. It portrays
the Master standing before the cave-tomb. For four days
Lazarus had lain there lifeless, but when Jesus, the Resur-
rection and the Life, called “Lazarus, come forth!” death
could not keep its prey. This event foreshadowed the time
when all that are in the graves shall hear the voice of the
Son of God and shall arise to live forever.

Do you think those who accept Christ as Saviour should
be baptized without delay?

I wish it were so that converts could be baptized

without delay, thus pledging and giving public witness
to their discipleship to Christ. “Repent, and be baptized”
(Acts 2:38).
Luke 1:15 says that John the Baptist was filled with
the Holy Ghost even from his mother's womb, Does
this mean John was saved from the time of his birth,
or did he experience salvation later?

All we know is what the Bible says. It is evident
that John was being prepared for his prophetic office
from his birth. Jeremiah was similarly prepared for his
ministry (Jeremiah 1:5).

Why do some churches believe im using music in wor-
ship while others do not?

One denomination believes there should be no instru-
mental music because instruments are not mentioned
in connection with worship in the New Testament. This
church overlooks the fact that Christianity grew out of
Jewish worship in which music with instruments was
an essential part. “Let every man be fully persuaded
in his own mind.”

What does the Bible say about gambling?

The Bible says, “Ye shall do no unrighteousness in
judgment, in meteyard, in weight, or in measure, Just
balances, just weights, a just ephah and a just hin”
(Leviticus 19:35, 36; Deuteronomy 13-15). We are to
earn what we get (Ephesians 4:38; 2 Thessalonians 3:
10). Gambling is hoping to get something for nothing
at the expense of someone else.

Gambling becomes a habit, often impoverishing fam-
ilies. Moreover, professional gamblers never go broke
through gambling; they know the game too well, and
can swindle the unfortunate who “think they might win
by taking a chance, Let us live honestly that we might
honor our God.

Some teach that the baptism in the Holy Spirit is only
an emotional experience. Is this all that is involved?

The baptism with the Holy Spirit certainly does move
the emotions, but the central purpose of the infilling
is to produce the Christ-life—"“Christ in you, the hope
of glory.,” We do not worship emotions; we worship
Christ. Stimulation of emotions, while desirable, is not
the final goal.

The Holy Spirit fills the life with a purpose of
godliness, devotion and worship. The central work of
the Spirit is to guide us into all truth, and to take the
things of Christ and reveal them to us.

Emotions can be stirred in many ways, for good or
evil. What is richer than emotions stirred by the Spirit
of God?

Attendance reached a high of 180.

A number of missionaries and some of their faithful
Indian Christians traveled long distances to participate
in these meetings. Some of the Indian people sang and
testified of God's transforming power in their lives.

Rodger Cree, pastor of the Papago Indian Assembly in
Sells, Ariz.; Harold Hanson, pastor of the Indian As-
sembly in Laveen, Ariz.; and Jacob Escalante, pastor
of the Quechan Indian Assembly on the Yuma reserva-
tion near Winterhaven, Calif., gave their support to the
evangelistic campaign.

At the beginning of each service, the 30-voice Indian
Revival Center choir of Bell Gardens marched down
the aisle singing triumphantly, “There’s a Highway to
Heaven.” These choir members represent 15 different
Indian ‘ribes. As they testified, they were so broken
in spit.c that others also were moved to tears. There
were seasons of praise and thanksgiving to God for His
great love which 1s being revealed to the American
Indians.

OD SHOWED ME it is better to love than to hate: to be

concerned for others rather than for myself. But 1
learned this only four years ago when I reached the
end of my resources.

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THE SECRET OF VICTORY FOR THE CHRISTIAN—

By OSWALD J. SMITH

YUU ARE MARRIED. Every Christian i1s. Yes, but to
whom? This is the vital question. Are you mar-
ried to the first Adam or to Christ? To the old man or
to the:New?

The apostle Paul said: “Know ye not, brethren (for I
speak to them that know the law), how that the law hath
dominion over a man as long as he liveth? For the woman
which hath an husband is bound by the law to her hus-
band so long as he liveth; but if the husband be dead,
she is loosed from the law of her husband.... Where-
fore, my brethren, ve also are become dead to the law
by the body of Christ; that ye should be married to
another, even to him who is raised from the dead, that
we should bring forth fruit unto God” (Romans 7:1-4).

“Married to another!” What a privilege! Yes, but how ?

First, by being dead to sin. “Likewise reckon ye also
yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto
God through Jesus Christ our Lord” (Romans 6:11).

Second, by being dead to the law (Romans 7:4). Note
that we are not told that sin is dead. Nor are we told
that the law is dead., But we are told we are dead. We
are “dead to sin” and “dead to the law.”

Here, for instance, is a light. And here is a man who
is blind. The blind man is dead to the light. So far as
he is concerned, it does not exist. He is utterly uncon-
scious of it. It doesn't affect him in the least. But is the
light dead? By no means. It is very much in evidence.
To deny its existence would be folly.

Here is an alarm clock, and a man who is deaf. The
alarm goes off, loud and long, but the man does not
hear, He is dead to sound. So far as he is concerned,
it might as well remain silent. But is the alarm clock
dead? Certainly not! It is very much alive. And to deny
the existence of sound would be folly.

Here is sin. And here is a dead man. So far as he in
his dead condition is concerned, sin might as well not
exist. But is sin dead? Not at all. It is very much alive.

[t is in evidence everywhere. And to deny its existence
would be folly,

How then do you become dead to sin? By a new
marriage; by being “married to another.”

As long as you are under the law, you are in bondage.
Law knows no mercy. It stands over you with a club,
and every time you fail, it beats you. Law tells you to
do this and not to do that. You try, you struggle, you exert
your will power, you put forth every effort of which you
are capable; but even though you do your level best,
you fail. Then law threatens you with judgment and
clubs you unmercifully. For law knows no mercy.

At last you grow so weary, so tired, and so discour-
aged that you turn in desperation for outside help. You

- have failed, and failed, and failed. Sin has mastered you

times without number, in spite of all your efforts.

Then you hear those sin-emancipating words, “married
to another,” and immediately the light breaks. You turn
from law. You die to it. You reckon yourself “dead indeed
unto sin,” and you claim Another as your Husband—
the Lord Jesus Christ.

No standard does He tell you to attain. No demands
does He make. For He knows how frail you are. But He
reaches down to where you are, puts His great arms of
love around you and softly whispers: “Come; you are
weak, and I am strong. Just yield yourself to Me. I will
sustain you. I will be your Stay. Come; fear not; I have
redeemed you. You are Mine.”

And then He lifts, and lifts, and lifts. And soon you
are above law and above sin, seated with your Beloved
in the heavenlies and living in newness of life. Hallelujah!

And now, having been “married to another,” your one
and only desire is to please that Other. Not because of
law and commandment, not because of orders from Moses,
not because of threatened judgment, not because of duty,
but because of love you please Him in all things and
live as He wishes you to live.

It is the difference between the service rendered by a
servant and that rendered by a wife who deeply loves
her husband. With the first, it is duty; she obeys because
she must, and often her service is unsatisfactory. And
there is no joy.

The second serves because she delights to please her
husband whom she loves. Nothing gives her greater joy.
Nor would she even dream of offending him. She wants
to make him happy. The motive, you see, is love, and
what a difference! “The love of Christ constraineth us.”
For we are “married to another”—and all life is different.

He now undertakes and enables. He supplies the pow-
er, the grace. We become laborers together with Him
and His strength is made perfect in our weakness. We
live on a new plane. It is a new life, prompted by a
new motive—love. And we have a new incentive—Iis plea-
sure.

No true mother needs a law passed demanding that
she care for her child. Her own parental love will suffice.
And no Christian who really loves the Lord needs laws
passed to assure his allegiance and devotion. Love, and
love alone, will be the incentive. =
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
