TIl{' greaH'r the understanding we have of 
that person or GlUst', tilt' greater will be the depths of 
our dedication. 

r t IS gratifying to know that Gud is the One who 
makes the approach. You will note in til(' golden tcxt 
of the Bihle, John 3 '16, that "God so loved the world" 

-1101 IIlt·f(.'ly a fcw precious pt'ople, hut "God so loved 
Ihc "~'QrJd, that he J.;aH' hi.., Dilly l~gotten Son, that who"o­
{·\"t·r hdie\t;th III 111m should not perish, but have C\'er-
1:l'>llllg life." lie lIt.'GUlle as I , laden with my sins, willing 
\0 lake my place 011 Ih(' cross and die in my stead. 

\\'h('11 I thillk of (;o(]'s prodsion to bring me into 
association with Ill(' I.onl J('SUS Christ. thell J begin to 
('valuatc the strcngth, tilt' extl"IH. the intensity (or lack 
of Illll·n..,ity) of Illy dedication to the cal1~e for which 
I have been rcdeelllcd. 

1 want you to llOtlCC firM that dedication usually grows 
olll of an imensc dc..'"ire for relief in some prevailing 
c(llldiuon. The prc!'>sun' of the situation causes us to 
make some COl11l11it!l1c..'llt 10 (;od. 

I rd('r to ()enc_~is 2~ regarding a circumstance that 
PI'l'\'ailed in tht, life of Jacoh. Because of his conduct 
and attitude he had 10 leave home. On his way he took 
a little nap, and (;od spoke to him through a dream. 
\\'hen he awohe, he said, "Surely the Lord is in this 
place ... this is none other but the house of God, and 
this IS the gate of hea\"(~n." Then he vowed, "Lord, if 
You will keep me so Ihat I come again to my father 's 
hOllse in peace, then You will be my God." Thcre on 
the strcngth of C;()(l's promise he found relief in his 
cll'Spl'rale circulllstallces. 

lie il1\ ol\-cd himself a hit when he said, "Of all that 
thou !-ohalt gin:: !He I will surely give the tenth unto 
tlw('." Of course. thl'fl" was more involved than merely 
Jacob's promise to pay tithes. It meant a lot more than 
just !!lOIH:tary tithe s. When the Lord Jesus spoke con­
n·ming" tithing, lIe sa id th('re wcre some weightier matters 
:11...0 that ought !lot to he left undone! Some things mean 
morc than tithing. 

So dedication is sincere commi tment to God resu lting 
from a prt'ssurc. 

In the s<.--cond place, dedication is affection expressi ng 
itself in sinccre service. 

I have had the privilege of 1l1 ini stering in every state 
of the Cnion. watching people as they come into the 
presence of God at church. Oh. the wonder of the song 
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.sernce in worship to God. in appreciation ior the cross 
of Christ. Uut that is not all there is to dedication. ~.foSt 
anyone can sing when the heart is gladdened because 
the death. burial, alld resurrection of the Lord J esus 
brings liS into harmony with God and secures for us 
eternal peac.e. But it amazes mc how few express them­
selves in real dedication after the song service is con­
cluded. \\"hen the minister finishes his sermon and gives 
the altar call, only a few will sacrifice a bit of their 
lime and givc thelllSeh"c.s to prayer, dedicating their 
lives around the altar on behalf of others . 

1 would remmd you of twO examples of dedication. 
I~uth made a complete consecration of her life to God. 
She did so hecause of her association with her mother­
in-law. K"aomi, and :\aomi's God. She committed herself 
to the One who seemed to mean so much to Naomi. 
Ruth's dec i ~ion was based upon appreciation for that 
associat ion with godly people. :-\0 material values seemed 
to he ill sigh l , hecause she had heen reminded of the 
pressure under which she would live. Uut she was willing 
to do it hcrau.se of that blessing she had received in the 
Lord. 

Another example is Esther. You remember what pres­
sure was hrought 10 hear upon her. She did not dedicate 
her~elf !Jceause of a blessing she would be privileged 
to experience: she did it on behalf of people who were 
subject to de~truction . 

Your commitment and minc should not he altogether 
because of a blc!;sing we expect to reeeiyc from God. It 
should be because there is a job 10 be done. 

I have often heard people say, "You have to do this; 
you ha\'e to do that: you cannot have a revival meeting 
unlt:ss you pm on some lypc of program to get the 
crowds." ~ow if I had not lived so long, 1 might be 
willing to believc that, but you cannot make me believe 
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it; for I have learned the way to get re\'jval is to have a 
real soul-searching and an old-timc dedication of the 
lives of God's peoplc, You pray it down hom heavcn, 
Then conviction carnes upon men who refusc to comc 
to church-men who cursc and perhaps whip their 
compamon because !She comes, The power of God comes 
down upon that sinner until he a\vakens at twO in the 
morning, rolls from his bcd, and cries ont, ".My God, 
somethmg has to be done !" 

1 know what I am talking about. I 
J am not talking theoretically; 1 alll

Paul knew what he was talking about when he said, 

"I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of 
God, that ye present your bodies a living .:iacrifice, holy, 
acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service," 
He looked UIXlIl this as logical. Jt is JUSt logical to 
give our bodies to God when we come to the altar to 
pray. Please don't misunderstand me. I rcahze that 
prayer is one of the most joyous experiences anybody 
can have. Uut many times the first part of it is battling 
through the difficulties, plodding your way through to 
where you can touch God. 

Immediately after the sermon, and especially after an 
e\'angcJistic message, the greatest dedication, and to some 
people the greatest sacrifice they will be called upon to 
make, is to come to the altar and remain there until 
God is through wnh them. That's the way revivals 
come. That's the way churches arc established. That's 
the way hearts a nd lives a re changed, 

I was in the Army and neyer, never shall forget the 
parade we had one Thanksgiving. It was a wonderful 
parade, But when we sat down for a moment, we were 
reminded that parading would stop when we went to the 
front lines! 

I was a \'ery small fellow, weighing 129 pounds at the 
time. One day when we had a drill exercise that taxed 
every physical fiber] had, my sergeant said, "Remember, 
Red, you will not get to choose the si ze of the enemy 

over there. You WIll face the iellow regardless of hIS 
:;i7e and regardless oi yOllr size," 

I wanl you yO\lllg pt.'ople to know that when you go out 
on the frOllt llllc to defend the cause of Chri!>t in 
\..'\·eryday linng-, you will 1101 be able to choose your 
problt.-m.~ and opponents; your choice will lie only in 
the amount of dedication YOll havc to God. 

1 am thoroughly COllyinc\..'d that the clcpths oi your 
dedication \\Ill depcnd largdy upon the amoul\t of ap­
preciation you han.' for the Lord JC!)W; and your a!)­
sOClation \\"llh !lUll, Hc dicl not shrink from the Cross, 
He was \\'illing to givc Ililllself completely on your 
bl..'half. That is the reason I sa}' to you today that 
you hayc 110 right to go accor<img to your feehngs, 
Someonc has said that:

1 belie\'e that complete dedication to God should be 
without rescn'ation of any kind. (;od wants people who 
are fully dedicated to } [is cause, One reaSOn God has 
left us here is that we might !>en'c to promote His 
kingdom, 

I gi\'e you one further illu:.tration. \\'orld "'ar I is 
o\'er. "'c are still suffering the cOll!)equences, but it IS 
O\'e r. ,,"arid "'ar 1 I is a historical fact. The Korean 
conflict is pa!St. It took the strength of America to bring 
each war to a conclusion and it lOok the sacrifice of 
thousands of young !lien who gave themselves. :\ow 1 
want you to notice th:u these men of \\'orld \\'ar 1. 
\\'orld \\'ar 1[, and some of tho!>e frOm the Korean \\'ar 
arc of mature age today. They arc not at the fighting 
front. Uut no less dedic:ltioll is required from those 
young people who are in the front ranks today, 

Some of our preciolls men and women are in hea\'en 
today. They finished their course. And one of the most 
wonderf111 statemenl$ any man can make at the con­
clusion of his mimslry IS the one Paul made to Timothy: 
'" ha \'e fought a good fight. 1 ha\"c finished my course, I 
hayc kept the faith: henceforth there is laid lip for 
llIe a crown of righteousness." This is the blessing of 
complete dedication. 

So ! say to e\"ery young person here today: the youth 
you arc blessed with gi\'es you vigor and strength. ft is 
not to be used only in the choir or in special numhers, 
You arc not to sit in the back scats and laugh and talk 
while the sermon is being preached; the youth you are 
blessed with should he used in the front lines. 

If yOll young women ha\'e a sweetheart or husband 
O\'er in \'ietnalll, you expect him to remain dedicated 
ulltil his job is done. I wonder how lllllCh less you 
think the Lord expects of rou in the frOllt lines of 
Christia n dedication to the causc of Christ. That \"alor, 
that vigo r, that strength you possess should make you 
the onc to linger around the aha I' longer than those 
you hrl\'e dcpended on to do your praying. You might 
be able to pray longer: you might be ahle to give more, 

Palli. speaking in H.o!l1ans 12: I, wasn't ignora nt of 
the Old Testament sac rifices. lIe recognized that some 
people brought a bullock, while othe rs brought a sheep or 
a young pigeon or a (\O\'C, The s;tcrifices were not of 
the same material \"alue but they were accepted by God 
if they were the \'ery hest the individual had, 

You have no excuse . my friend. \Vhate\,er your sac-
rifice is, it lllUSt bc the best you havc, ..-; 
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Faithful Dispensers 
\\'E HAVE A \!ISSIO" to mankind. The apostle Peter ;;aid we art 
"stewards of the manifold grace of God" and it is required in stewards 
that they he faithful in dispensing it. Phillips' translation makes this 
crystal~ckar: "Ser\"(' one another with the particular gifts God has 
given each of you, as faithful di"pemer.s of the magnificently "aried 
grace of Cod' j (I Pl'tcr -1: 10). 

\\'hell God r{'''{,<l1s to us a trmh thaI sets 1I.~ frcc. we arc wickedly 
selfish and dcrdict in our dut\' if we fail to share this truth with 
others. III thi;; respect Ollr SII\1;lion today is not unlike that in which 
.\Iarlin J.uthn found him'>clf 450 years agO. 

It was on October .11. 1517, that the German monk nailed his 95 
lhcst'~ to the door of the Castle Church in \Vittenberg. This act more 
than ally other precipitated the ]{eformation, and this IS why 
Prot{";tallt dlUrches celehrate the last Sunday in Octoher as Reforma­
tion Sunciay. r ,uther challenged such practices as the prevalent system 
of indulgence.'i which wen' sold to the e0111l11on people to pay for the 
building of SI. Peter's Cathedral in Rome. (I.uther suggested that 
the pOpe, whose ·'riches .. , far exceeded the wealth of the richest 
millionaires," could hetter afford to huild St. Peter's than the faithful 
poor. ) 

But it was hack in a lonely mona:.tcry tower. three years earlier , 
where the Heformat ion really hegan. The Refo rmation began as Lu ther 
sat befo re an open Bible and let God ta lk to his heart (see pai nt ing 
011 the frO nt of this fi7'(lI/gel). 

Luther was reading Pau]'s Epi:.tle \0 the Romans . " .Kight and day.' " 
he said. "r pondered umil J saw the connection between the j ust ice of 
God and the statement that 'the just shall live by fai th.' T hen r 
grasped that the justice of God is tha t righteousness by which through 
grace and sheer mercy God justified us through fa ith. Whereupon T 
felt myself to he reborn and to have gone th rough open doors into 
paradise," 

The Augustinian fr ia r could ha\"e kept the revelation to h im.self 
and thereby he would haye ,woided many dtfficulties : hu t he knew that 
mi ll ions of othe r people had the <;allle great burden of sin that he had 
borne. So he hegan to sha re his sec rets. He told the people that they 
could not he just ified by works of charity . penance, or other good 
deeds. "Everyone who seeks righteousness without Chri st ," he said, 
"ei ther by works, merits, sat isfact ions, a ffli ctions. or by the Law, 
rejects the grace of God . and despises the death of Christ ," He said 
that a ll may be sa\'ed, qu ite apa rt from any personal merit, a nd be 
ra ised from obscu rity to a personal priest hood . H e decla red that Jesus 
Christ. the God-ma n, is the sole ~ led i a tor and High Pri est between 
God and man, assu rin g every seeker a direct access to the H ea, 'cnly 
Father. Thus, he said. men may receive pa rdon and cleansing from 
the g uilt and po wer of sin . th rough fai th alone. 

Xot only did Lu ther p reach a nd leach th IS t rut h, but he also trans­
lated the X ew T estamen t into everyday Ge rma n so that, as he put 
it, "the moth er in the home, the child ren on the street , the common 
ma n in the market place" might be able to reac!. a nd understand, and 
be sa ved . Luther was doing in h is day what the Assemblies of God, 
through it s va rious cvangclist ic and mi ssionary endeavors, is doing in 
1967. I t is the mission of all the Chu rch to share wi th all ma nk ind 
the glorious gospel God has revealed to us. \ Ve must be faithful 
stewa rds, dispensing lIi s g race to others. -R.C.C.

TilE JUST SHALL I.IVE BY FAITH" (Romans 1 :li ). 
_ These words started a rc\'olution! 1 t was a spir­

itual revolut ion that Ocgan in :\lart in Luther's inmost 
being. But it didn't stOp there! It became a spi ritual tidal 
wave that shook the then-known world and continues in 
it s impact to this present hour. 

"The just shall live by faith." A quick reading of 
these words makes one wonder wherein their world­
shak ing power lies. But go hack in your thoughts 450 
years ago to that man and that moment when the H oly 
Spirit used these words to transform Luther's life, and 
through the Protestant I{ eformation to shake and shape 
the world. Let these words grip you as they gripped 
him. amI then yOI1 will understand why these six words 
shook the world. 

Docs it seem extravagant to you to speak of a message 
capable of shaking the world? 

The historian Carlyle says that every nation under 
heaven either stood or fell according to the attitude it 
assumed toward :'ITartin Luther! "T can thi s Luther a 
true, great man ·great in intellect. great in courage, 
great in affection and integrity. What were al1 emperors 
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amI potentates in comp<,rison? His light was to flame as 
a beacon over long centuries and epochs of the world. 
Thc momcnt Luther defied the wrath of tht' Diet at 
\\forllls was the greatest moment in the modern history 
of man." 

\\ 'hat made that moment so important? ~\nd how did it 
come aOOut? 

The re"'olution began with reading the Scriptures. 
Luther, at 24, was a serious-minded Augustinian Illonk. 
A famous pa inting shows him earnestly reading a Bible. 
The Bible is chained to a stand. The light coming 
th rough a window illumines his face and shines on the 
text, "The just shaH live by faith." The meaning of the 
Word of God had begun its deep work in his lifc. 

The depth of the work of the. Scriptllrcs in ~rartin 
Luther's heart is rC\'ealed ill a letter written by Dr. Paul 
Luther, the reformer's youngest son. It is a historic 
letter now in the possession of a lihra ry in Germany. It 
gives clear testimony as to how th e spi ri tual revol ution 
came about. Let me quote from that letter: 

"In the year 1544 my late dearest father, in the presence 
of tiS all, narrated the whole story of his journey 10 
ROl1le. 1 re acknowledged with great joy that i'l that til)" 
through the Spirit of Jesus Christ. izl' had cOlUe to till' 
hlO'w//'d{/l' of till' trllth of thl' l"vl'r/asfillg gospel. 

"It h(lPl'etll'd ill tllis 1.'GY. As he repeated his prayers 



on tlu: Lateran ~ Ialrc:hl", tlw word:-. of the prophet

111 order to ll1lderMand the great spirit of Ihese men 
of the Early Chu rch and to understand the rapid progress 
oi Ch ri stianity during their lifetime, it is necessary to 
I, now the terri hie oppos it ion against which they were 
fighting. 

The policy of the 1{01llan Empire toward all religions 
other than those of Rome was to allow each n:::.~ion under 
the rule of the Em pire to comi nue ils own state religion, 
pro\'ided Ihe ~tale gods oi Rome were worshiped as well. 
Cnder this policy any new helicf was illegal because it 
wOllk! 110t he ;t stale religion. 

Any perSOIl who would not worsh ip according to the 
slate religion of I{ ornc, S<1.c rificing to the Roman gods 
and the image of the emperor. was guilty of high treason 
agail1~l the Roman governme nt. In the first century 
there was 110 division between religion and state. T he 
two were who\1y integrated into one idea. The state, 
therefore, dcmanded direct worship, anel anyone fOllnd 
gllilty of high treaSOIl against the government was 10 
he pllnished hy death. 

From its \'ery heginning, then. Ch ri stianity was ille­
gal. J t was a new religion 110t admitted under the laws 
of the Roman state. It was not a Slate religion of Rome; 
it was not a national religion of Judea; it was not a 
polytheistic religion that could allow serving the Roman 
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sentence! It was in these words that God said, 'Let there 
be light!' And there was light!" 

Like a blinding flash of light from heaven, Luther saw 
that we a re not saved by fear; we are saved by faith! 

And what is faith? Faith is one of the sllllplesl, most 
direct acts of life, \\'hy should we make it diiiicuit ~ 
Fauh is simply trusting. Our children understand us when 
we say, '"Trust me 1" ' \Vhy should not we understand 
when our Heavenly Father says, "Trust :-'le!"' 

This is the point at which the miracle power of the 
gospel is manifested. Faith receives and rejoices in the 
good news of salvation by grace. This is the place where 
one passes from darkness to light, frOIll sin's condemlla~ 
tion to the joy of forgn'eness. It is like entering a new 
world. 

Luther said, "' Before those words broke in upon Illy 
mind, 1 hated Cod and was angry with Him because, not 
content with frightening us sinners by the Law and by 
the miseries of life, He st ill further increased our torture 
by the gospel. But when, by the Spirit of God, I under~ 
stood these words, ;The juSt shall li\'e by faith,' then 1 
felt born again, like a new man. 1 cntered through the 
open doors into the very paradise of God t This text was 
to mc the true gate to Paradise 1" ....,; 

gods; and it did not fit into the riotous, sin ful society 
of that day. 

Furthermore, Christianity induced Roman citizens to 
renounce the religions of the state; for unl Ike the other 
religions, it held it was impossible to serve other gods. 
Jesus said, "'No man can sen'e two masters." 

The Christians were nOt accepted by the general pop­
ulace because of their strict mOral code, their seeming 
secrecy of meeting, and their withdrawal from worldly 
soc1ety. They were not accepted by the government be­
cause of the1r illegal status. Therefore, the Early Church 
faced opposition on all sides. 

One fortunate condition in the Roman world helped 
the Church 111 the beginning. From the time of Augustus 
Caesar the J ews had been excused from worshiping 
the Roman state gods and the image of the emperor 
because of their stro ng monotheistic beliefs. They were 
also exempted from serving in the Roman military. 

\Vhen the Early Church began, it was composed almost 
entirely of Jews. Christianity at first was considered a 
sect of the legal Jewish religion. The men of [he Church 
themselves shared this opinion: for to hecome a Christian 
it was necessary to first become a proselyte of Judaism. 
The Early Church for the first few years shared these 
immunities given to the Jews, and all ea rly persecutions 
were on the local level. 

As ti me went on, however. more and more people were 
saved who were not Jews and who did not become Jewish 
proselytes . Peter reported to the J erusalclll Church that 
the Gentiles at the house of Cornelius were filled with 
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the lioly Spirit 11l the S<1.11lC mallllt;:r as those who wcre 
tilled all the I)ay of l\;nteco:.t ~~\ct:. 10). The Issue Ol 
the 1...<l\\' 01 :-'Ioses as It penamed to nOIl~Jews \\<LS the 
m;\lIl POlllt 01 debatc at tht; Coullcil at Jerusalem ~Acts 
13), where It was df..."Cided that the (';enti!c Christians 
should be requested only to keep thclllseives from "pol­
lut10ns of Idols. and irom formcation, and frum tlllngs 
.'itrangled, and from blood." 

ily the time of .:\cro t.\.O. S4~01:3) Christiall1ty was 
rccogl\1zerJ as a :,cparate bdicf irolll the legal national 
rdigiOll oj the Jews, \\'hen \!I .\.0. 04 much of the clly 
of Rome was burtled, .:\ero blamed the Chnsualls oi the 
CLty jar th(; iire, (He WilS bClLlg blamed (or Lt hUllseif 
and needed a scapegoat. The Christians were unpopular 
because at their refusal to Join lI! tilt; worldly society of 
the City, so they \\"t;re the logICal olles to rcceive the 
blame.) 

Tacitlls, a historian li\'mg at that time, \\TOtt; that 
"in their very deaths th(;y were made the subject of 
sport; for they wcre covered with the hide:, of wild 
heasts and worried to death by dogs, or n;uled to crosses, 
or set fire to, and when the day waned. burtled to 
serve for the cvel11llg lights" V11L1wls, Hook :\..V, chapter 
+1). 

Although this first official persecution of tht; Chris­
tians was limned to the city of I~ome, the provinces 
SOOI1 took lip the practice oj condemning Christians to 
death. and from that time until the reign of Constantine in 
:\.0. 312 there was hardly a period when death sentences 
\\cre not heing pronounced. 

In .\.0. 70 \"t:spasian senl his son TilliS to sack the 
city of Jerusalem because of insurrection among the 
Jews. For the rest of the first ce!ltury ChTi~tianilY 
c(;ntcred in Asia:-'linor rather than Jerusalcm, further 
separating Christianity from Judaism. 

In the winter oi :\.D 8B~B9, during the principate 
of Oomitian. many Chri~tians were put to death in ROLlle 
for "atheism'· refusing to ofkr sacriiiec to the image 
oj the emperor. At the close of lhe first century many 
Christians wcre brought beiore the gO\'erno rs and ac~ 
cused of high treason against the (;mpcror. ,; r n conse­
quence of such accusations man) werc condemned to 

death, or to the coniiseation of their property. or banished 
to all island" (Xeander. General H istury. \·01. 1. p. 96). 
John the ,\postle was sent to the Island oi Pat mas "for 
the word of God. and for the testimony of Jesus Christ," 
whe re he wrote the Book of Revelation 

Yet in spite of this terrihh: opposition. the Early 
Church expanded o\'er all of the Roman Empire. win~ 
111111; men and women of all walks of life. The command 
of Jesus to "'teach all nations" was obeyed during the 
lifetime of the apostles at least. to all the nations that 
they knew at that time. 

Their tremendous Sllcces~ O\'er such great persecution 
was due to se\cral causes. The first and greatest c~use 
of their success was the burning z~al resulting frOIll the 
infilling of the Holy Spirit. Jesus said, "Ye shall receive 
power, after that the I toly Ghost is come upon you ." 
The Early Church was filled with a zeal for God that 
neither prison. nor exile. nor death could conquer. 

Second. they belie\'ed very strongly thai the second 
coming oi Jesus was a t hane\. They expected the Lorcl's 
coming to he so soon that they placed little value on 
earthly possessions or worldly gain. They put all of their

I " TIn: FIRST PART OF I.CKE 11 wc read how our 
Lord taught llis di;.ciplC's to pray what we call 

"The Lord's Pl'ayer." lie followed this with the story of 
the thn:e fricnds the host, his needy friend, and the 
third friend (without whom the host would have been 
emharrassed and til(' needy friend might have perished). 

The visitor was wry ohviously in distress. He arrived 
at midnight at the h011le of his friend. weary and hungry. 
l'n1ess he r('C('i\'("d help at onc(', h(' might not slll'vive. 

The hos\ was alarmed. lie felt the urgency to help 
his friend. but his own cuphoards wcre empty. To whom 
could he go? \\'Il() had the hn'ad that would save this 
life? lie thought of his good friend who was hles5ed 
with plenty anc! who always had bread in his house. 

I t was not a cOlHenient hOUL yet because of the 
urgenc), the host WCllt to the house of the friend who 
had plenty. The third friend was :U home. He evell 
answered but he !:iaid. "Trouble me not: the door is 
shu\, and w(' ar(' in bed for the nigh!." 

Then jesl1s said. "Though he will 1I0t rise and give 
hil11. bcc;tI1se he is his friend. yet bec:l.use of his im· 
pOrltlllity he will ri se and give him as many as he 
needeth.·' 

This word hllporllwily is only found ollce I!l the 
entire Bihle, ami jesus used it here to show us the 
kind of prayer that gets results. It implies urgency as 
well as persistence and a refusal to be denied. 

jesus taught hel'(: that we are to persevere in prayer, 
to continue praying until we have the substance of the 
promIse. ! Ie followed this parable with the challenge: 
"'Ask, and it shall he given you: spek, and yc shall 
find: knock, anel it sha\l he opened unto you." 

J have both witnessed and experienced the results 
of importnnate prayer Ill:l.ny times. \\ 'hen T served as 
pastor in Coffeyville. Kansas, a lady in nearby Kowata. 
Oklahoma (Sister Rowena Chan's) saw the need for 
an Assembly of God in that city and began to pray. 
She continucd ill prayer for 11Ionths, praying with im­
portunity. She repeatedly im'ited us to come down and 
start a re\·i\·al. \\'e finally went and had the privilege 
of preaching to about 2JX>O people in a pasture outside 

After serving 18 years as superintendent of the Kansas District, 
V. G. Greisen resigned to becomc an instructor at the Assemblies 
of God Bible School in ?I\ariager, Dcnmark. Later Ile was field 
~ecretary for Europe, Near East. and Southern Asia for several 
years. At preserlt he is ministering overseas. The accompanying 
article is the s\lbstilllce of a talk hc gave a t Long Beach. Califorllia, 
while directing a morning prayer meeting dllrirl~ 'he recellt 
GClleral Council. 
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the city. ( We could nOt rent a place in the city because 
we were Pentecostal people.) 

God gave us a glorious revi\'al with about 100 saved 
311d many healings and other miracles. Today there is 
an Assemblies of God church inside that city. The 
importunity of one who saw the spiritual hunger and 
need of a city hrought the Third Friend 011 the scene 
to meet hungry hearts. 

Tn the Coffe}'\'ille church itself we took litera\1y the 
injunction that "men ought always to pray, and not to 
faill\." The men would come early in the mornings­
between 5 and 7 a.m. to the church to pray. This 
resulted in a r('\'i\,al which brought scores il1to the 
Kingdom and saw hundreds filled with the Holy Spirit. 
The Third Fr iend. our wonderful Lord. cannot resist 
-and does not want to resist importunity in prayer. 

\\'e may nOt :1lwa)'s have a particular person or place 
in mind: hilt when we pray in the Spirit. ITe will direct

India. some years ago, The 
reading of that F.i'llIIgcl started a re\'i\'al. and !1l a short 
time 5.000 souls wcre brought illto the sa\'ing grace of 
our Lord. Others baye sillce IJccn saycd. ami 104 churches 
ha\'e heen buill in Assam. It all starh.'d because oi prayer 
that God would blcss the ministry of The PI'lIlecostaJ 
E"'lIIIYcl. 

Fourteen years of the prayer of faith and importunity 
hrought lIle to the European countrics and gave me 
the opportunity oi fruitful ministry there. In 1934 SiSler 
Alta Caudle of Coffep'ille, Kansas, ga\'c me two dollars 
toward my farc hOllle to sec Illy aging mother in L..,urberg. 
Denmark. To me, this was a "cloud ... like a man's 
hand" (1 Kings 18:44). The twO dollars remaincd ill a. 
desk drawer for I·' years while I continued to believe 
God for Ihe balance needed. 

Then in 1946, at the district coullcil meeting in Salina, 
Kansas, I saw those two do1\ars multiply in moments 
into $3,()(X). Besides this great offering, the district 
gcncrously granted l11e a six months' leave for a trip to 
Europe. 

But this was nOt simply a \'acation. It was the begin~ 
!ling of a ministry in Emopean countries where God 
allowed us to s('(' multitudes of young people sa\'ed, 
filled with the Spirit. and equipped to take the gospel 
to their 0\\,11 peoplc. 

The Third Friend. our wonderful Lord Jesus Christ, 
responds to our importunate prayer with more than we 
could ask or think. 

Not all of tiS have the same callillg'. the same burden. 
There may he I\('eds in your homc. in your church. 011 

the joh. among your neighhors which you would be 
willing to Illeet but find you cannot. You kno\\' it is going 
to take morc than you ha\'e, It will take the resources of 
our rliyine Third Friend.

Come to Tiim a~king. seeking, knocking. and hec<luse 
of your jmrortlt1lily He will rise and gi\'c whatcver is 
nceded.

THE ('IIRISTIAS LIFE must b(' livcd in thc will, not in 
the emotions. Hannah \\'. Smilh compared the will to 
a wise mother. and fccling_~ to a rehellious child.

This cOII\d he the last General Council we shall ever 
.lucnd. I belicH' that the coming of the Lord is near 
at hand. :\01\' we don't ,\;(;1 dates. but we do bclic\'c 
everything points to tht soon return of the Saviour. 

\\ 'hell ! first carll(' into I'entecost some 35 years ago, 
I\'{> IWfe pr(';'lching' then that the coming of the Lord was 
:Il h:lTld. TIl(' doctrines I was taught in the heginning 
wcre four; the Lord is the Saviour. \he Lord is the 
Bapti7.cr. the I.ord is the ilealer, and the Lord is our 
soon coming' King. 

The Second Coming is one of the cardinal doctrines 
of Ih!: i\sscmhli{·s of Cod. \\'e state in our declaration 
of faith that we believe "the second coming of Christ 
includes the rapture of the saint:;, which is our blessed 
hope. followed hy the \"isible return of Ch ri st with his 
saints to reig-n on the earth for one thousand years." 

\\'c believe this. :-':on(' of liS knows the day nor the 
hour . hil t we know 11e i~ coming hack. for He said in 
John 1-1 :1-3 (Phillips): 

"You 1l1ust not let yO\ll"selves he distressed-you must 
hold on 10 vour faith in (;od and to \'our faith in me. 
There are l ;lan~' rooms in my Falher'~ House. If there 
were not, should I have told yOIl thai I am going away 
to prepare a place for YOII? [\ is true that [ am going 
away to prepare a place for )'0\1, but it is Just as 
trnc th:H J am coming ag-ain to wclcome you into m)' own 
hOllse. so tll:!t yOIl may he where I am. You know where 
I am going anel you know the road I am going to take." 

This is the glorious hope of the church of Jesus 
Christ. i\lay we proclaim this from the housetops: our 
Lord IS coming back again. 

I am concerned that we do not preach thi s as much 
as we preached it Illally rears ago. J remember when 
the pastor would preach every Sunday that the Lord 
W~\S coming back again. \Ve believed it, and T think 
we still helie\'e it: but we need to proclaim it more. 

J was sa\'cd when I was 22. 13cfore this J knew 
nothing at all abotll salvation. 1 had never been to Sunday 
school in IllV whole life. I was reared in a family that 
weill to chu;ch. but the church they attended didn't teach 

Brother Davidson is a nonresident cxecutire presbyter of the 
\ssemhlie~ of God and sup('rintendcnt of the Oregon DistriCT. 
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very much of the \Vord. So I had to start from the 
beginning. And I am grateful for the truth implanted in 
my heart in the ~'ery heginning of my Christian life. 

We Pentecostals have faithfully preached these truths, 
and it is evident that God has blessed our efforts . And 
if it was good 60 years ago, it is good for us to preach 
these truths today. Christ is the Saviour, Baptizer, Healer, 
and soon coming King. 

This is true not only in our own country but in the 
7:' countries of the world where 1110re than 900 of our 
Assemblies of God missionaries and 14,000 national 
workers are sen'ing thc Lord. 

Last week a vcry dear friend of mine, the junior 
senator from Oregon, called me and said, "Reverend 
Davidson, J have just been reading about the work in 
South America and the convention down there. \ 'Vhat 
is the secret of thc sllccess of the Pentecostal movement 
in South Amer ica?" 

1 sa id. "\Ir. Hatfield . it is because of what we preach, 
because of the evangel ical thrust that God has put in 
our hearts. J helieve that partially and perhaps prin­
cipally 1I is because of the baptism in the Holy Spirit 
that has moved us and our missionaries to go out and 
preach the gospel." 

In Latin America we have a million' and a half 
Assemblies of God believers-a million of them in 
Brazil alone. \ Vc were at the \Vorld Pentecostal Con­
fe rence in July of this year and we saw 120,000 Pente­
coslal believers in the great \Iaracana Stadium in Rio 
de Janeiro, Brazil. When the convention concluded and 
all the people were asked to wave their handkerch iefs 
and praise the Lord . L want yotl to know 1 couldn't help 
but think of what is written in Revelation: "A great 
multitude ... of all nations, and kindreds, and people, 
and tongues. .. "J thought, What a day it is going to be 
when we all come into 11is presence! \ Ve will cast our 
crowns at His feet and hail Him as King of kings and 
Lord of lords. Oh, what a glor ious hope that one of 
these clays we are going to be gathered there with Him. 

God has certainly blessed us because of what we have 
preached. l\[y cOl1viction is that God has entrusted these 
great truths to us so that we might point a dying world 
to the li\'ing Christ. 

\\' e ha\'e never had better facilities or better churches 
than we ha\"e today. \Ve dedicated a marvelous church 
the other day. J never dreamed we would have churches 
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like it, hut ,,-e thank (~od for thesl' facilities alld iur 
the \'ision of our people and uur paston,. \Yc have 
the equipment to work with in our day. So let us get 
Oil with the joh wh ilc the opport1l111ty remains. 

God has called us for such a time as thi..,. I don't 
think we e\'er had greater opportunities than we haH.' 
today. \\'e han' radio; we have tc1e\'ision; we havc 
l>eoplc: we ha\'c cllllrchcs: we ha\c freedom. G!)(l gin: 
us a vision eq11al to Ollr opportllnitil's. 

Christ is th(' Saviou r. Romans I :\6 says, "For I am 
not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: fo r it is the 
powe r of God I1nto salva ti on to c,-cry one that bc-

SOllie months ago Illy wife and I ,,-ere at the head­

He pointed out that the legality of an action is not the 
sole cr iter ion . Spiritual edification, consideration for 
others, and above all, the glory of God- these a re to be 
the deciding factors,

distrihution is given in the Book of 
Esther. The Jewish people were con­
(!em ned to death. hut God moved on 
the hr:an of i\ha~uerIiS to issue a 
writing of salvation for them and to 
seal it with his ring. 

The message had little importance 
to the condemned people. however, 
until it had heen placed in their hands 
ill a language they could understand. 
Therefore. the king c:dled III the 
scribes. and they translated the royal 
message into the languages of the 
people. They then placed it ill the 
hands of messengers who went out 
all llIules and camcls into the 127 
pro"inces from Tndia to Ethiopia. 

The analogy here is clear. God has 
writtcn a message of salvation for 
the world through llis Son. Jesus 
Christ. This mcssage has heen sealed 
with the blood of Jesus on the cross 
of Calvary. YOli and I lmye heen 
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called hy the King to be His mes­
sengers. The Boys and Girls 11 is­
sionary Crusade and Light-for-the­
Lost programs have helped put the 
message into the languages of the peo­
ple, and Speed-the-Light is helping to 
speed the messengers on their way. 

A mcssage of importance must have 
a personal bearer. Christ Himself 
showed us the way when He chose 
mcn to carry the message and sent 
them Ollt two by two, house to hOtlse, 
village to "illage, in a systematic soul­
winning crusade. 

You cannot reach a heart with a 
machine; you reach a heart with a 
heart. Haclio. television. printing 
presses ... these can and should be 
utilized : hllt they can only he effective 
ii the human agent il1\'o\\"ed is di­
rected of God and empowered by His 
Spint to touch the hearts of his fel­
lowmen. \\'hen the human agent is 
lacking (such as when tracts are 
throwil from an airplane Or car). the 

effectiveliC'ss of the message is dis­
cOlillted. 

Convinced thcrc must be a system­
atic. organized. personal contact with 
literature, the missionarieS and na­
tional pastors in :'Ilalawl organized a 
program c:l1led the "Blanket-Every­
"i11age Crusade." The program had 
fOllr objccti\'es: to adhere to scrip­
tural methods: to achieve a care­
ful and discriminate distrihution of 
God's message: to enlist the whole 
church to work for God: and to 
place a totalPcl1lecostal message in 
e"ery homc in c\'cry Village. 

Planning and preparation for this 
p rogram hegan several years hefore 
its launching. COl1lmittees of 111ission-

"I do not know what we 
would do without the assistance check which comes so 
faithfully (,<lch month .. 

Of course, not c\'eryone forgets; but many of \IS do.
