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o Lord, Send t he Rain ! 

TilE PSAUtlST ("RIEiJ, " )'1y soul thirstcth for God, for the living God" 
(Psalm 42:2). There wa!) a great emptiness in his soul, and he knew 
that none but God cO\lld fill it. 

\\' hen men and wOlllen realize that spiritual drought is the basic 
cause of all their problems and begin to call on the Lord for a downpour 
of lIis Spirit to remedy the situation, they have already started on the 
rood to revival. 

Water has always been a very preciolls commodity in the' Middle 
East. Rai nfall i~ spa rse in many areaS, and water is hoarded for ir­
rigation and other purposes. Life depends on \vater. That is why the 
men who wrote the Bible often compared the J [01y Spirit to rain and 
spoke of the salvation of the Lord as a life-giying river. They knew of 
no stronger met aphor by which to signify how despe rately they needed 
the favor and help of Jehovah . 

In Bible days men roved over stretches of dry ground, seeking out 
watering holes for their flocks, constantly scanning the sky fo r s igns of 
rain. Without rain both they and their flocks wou ld perish. Without 
rain the well s would yield no water, the hills and valleys would afford 
no IA,sture. \Vithollt rain the ground would be parched; the fruit would 
shrivel away; the landscape would be dotted with bleaching carcasses; 
and men would languish for a drop of water to cool their tongues. 

S ituations such as thi s arc reflected in the cry, "Wilt thou not 
revive us again?" ( P salm 85 :6). "0 God, thou art my God; early 
will J seek thee: my soul thirsteth for thee , my flesh longeth for thee 
in a dry and thirsty land, where no water is" (Psalm JI9 :174). 

\Nhat do we desire the most today ? Do we sec that the greatest need 
in our personal lives, in our homes, in our churches is for God lIimself? 
Can we say, "1 stretch forth my hands unto thee: Illy soul thirsteth 
after thee, as a thirsty land" ? (Psalm 143:6) . 

1£ so, He will sat isfy our desire. For lIe has promised, "When the 
poor and needy seek water, and there is none, and their tongue faileth 
for thirst, I the Lord will hear them, J the God of Israel will not for­
sake them. 1 will open rivers in high places, and fountains in the midst 
of the valleys: I will make the wilderness a pool of water, and the dry 
land springs of water " (Isaiah 41 :17, 18). 

There a re two conditions to be met: we must thirst, and we must 
p ray. God says, "I will pour water upon him that is thirsty, and floods 
lIpon the dry ground: 1 will pour my spirit upon thy seed, and my 
blessing upon thine offspring" (Isaiah 44:3). 

Sometimes there are other conditions to be met. Pride and sill may 
have shut up the heavells and deprived us of the spir itual rain. Con­
cerning these ci rcumstances the Lord said : "If my people, which are 
called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray. and seek my 
face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, 
.and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land" (2 Chronicles 7 :14). 

11 is a life-or·death matter. Without the healing rain of the Spir it 
there is drought causing deter ioration, death, and spiritual diseases of 
every kind; but when the Spirit comes down upon us from heaven, we 
see revival and new life on every side. 

Therefore, let us pray for a downpour of the Spirit. 0 Lord, send 
th e rain! Send it everywhere. POll r oul the Holy Spirit 1/POI/. every­
one alld wable all of I/S to bring forth Ihe .fruits of rigliteolls'Jess which 
will glorify T hee! -r.c.c.

EXECUTIVE PRESBYTERY 

General Council of the Assemblies of God 
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Goo.s IlATTLi:. wa~ fought dc~perately on the plains of 
Rcphidlm t Exodu!> 17 :11). but It wa!> only as 

~lo.!)es' hands rtmaLllcd lifted aloil on the heights that the 
enemy broke and fled. So it is today as we face an enemy 
whose legions arc well-nigh countless, whose strategy lS 

born of an experience thou~nds of years old, beiore 
whoill millions have gone down. 

Paul mentions six weapons in the Christian soldier's 
armalllcnt (Ephesians 6: \3- 1 i) and supplements thc!>e 
wit h a sc\·cnth higher and holier-dare we say f-than 
them all. It is the weapon of "all prayer." For Ollf des­
perone battle with the powers of darkness he gives as 
comprehensive a summary of prayer as the whole Bible 
contains: "Praying aln"a),s with all prayer and supplica­
tion in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all per­
srvrrGIICl' and ~uppl ication for all sai'lts" (Ephesians 6: 
18). 

ALL PRA. YER 

This tremendous demand of God opens at once into a 
limitless reach: "All prayer and supplication." If any be­
liever asks, "Am J holy enough to pray?" the answer is 
that not only prayer but all prayer-prayer in its entirety, 

every kind of prayer-is a trust committed to every child 
uf God without exception. 

In !:)cnpture we ha .... e prayer kneeling, standing, walk­
mg, sittlllg (1 Kings 18:42), and on the face before 
Goo. There IS confession, supplication, intercession, 
thallk~gi .... ing. There is prayer in the bedroom, III the fam­
il), in the prayer meeting, in the church; prayer audible 
or silent; prayer 1I1 companies or alone; e."xceptional 
praycr~; prayer of set purpose, or in sudden ejaculat ion, 
or the continued, all-suffusing atmosphere of prayer. 

It i~ all so gloriously varied. The minister and evan­
gelist pray over their subjects; the Sunday school te.1.cher 
prays over every schola r in his class, the mother over her 
child, the businessman over his engagements, the youth 
and maiden over marriage, the aging o .... er the last lap. 1t 
is prayer in every employment, every recreation, every 
undertaking; in joys, in trials, in sudden temptations; in 
personal life, in family life, in church life. 

\Vhat "isiol1s we have seen in prayer! Cbarles H . 
Spurgeon says: "Our seasons of fasting and prayer at 
the tabernacle have been high days indeed; never has 
heaven's gate stood wider; never have our hearts been 
nearer the central glory." 

The weakest Christian can mightily help be lievers he has never seen . 
Eyery moment some saint is fi ercely tempted, some saint somewhere 
is being tortured, or is torn with anxiety, or rocked with disease, 
or has denied Christ"-Qnd your prayer can be like an angel 
descending on him through on open window.

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ALL SEASONS 
Xexl the apostle deals with the calendar of prayer: 

"Praying alway!:> [at aU sea!:>Onsj ... ill the Spirit:' T his 
in itself is a beautifu l re\'elation of a child of GO(rS spir­
itual character. It means that to us prayer is to be utterly 
natural; that we li\'c in the same room with God; that 
it is never a violent tran!:>ition, an impossible break, to 
pray. It was Fletcher of )'Iadeley who whenever he met 
a friend would s."y, "Do I meet you praying?" The early 
Christians never met without invoking a benediction and 
nc\'er paned without a prayer. To the saints of the ).1iddlc 
Ages each passing incident summoned to intercession­
the shadow on the dial, a tolling bell, the flight of a 
swallo\\I . the setting sun. 

Sir Thomas Browne, the author of Religio Medici, 
covenanted wi th himself ;'to pray in all places where 
quietness invitcth: in any hOllse, high way, or st reet; and 
to know no st reet in this cit y that may not witness that 
1 have not forgotten God my Saviour in it." 

All life is to be an unbroken litany of prayer: the 
most mature sa int will never grow independent of it. and 
the smailest child that belie\'es is not too small to prevail 
with God in prayer. 

"Prayer is the Christian's vital breath, 
The Ch ristian's native air, 

His watchword at the gates oj death: 
He enters heaven 'With prayer." 

ALL PERSEVERANCE 
Paul 's third point is a critical warning for the undying 

life of prayer; "Watching thereunto [alert in regard to 
prayer] with all perseverance." K'atural impulse, even 
the spiriwal instinct of the regenerate, must be rein forced 
by vigilance and systematic discipline. "Watching there­
ullto"-watching against fo rgetfulness and sloth, watch­
ing against neglect, watching against formality and un­
real prayers, watching for occasions, watching for an­
swers, watch ing for deepening power in prayer, so watch­
ing that we sllccessfu lly persevere. Stop praying, and 
there is no disaster too tragic to overwhelm us at any 
moment. 

" Storm the throne of grace," says John \Vesley, " mId 
pers("Vl're therein, and blessing 1vill come." " The power 
of prayer," Bishop \Nestcott s. .. ys, " is gained by system­
atic discipline." 

Let us never forget Archbishop Trench's familiar coup­
let: 

"~Vhen prayer delights thee feast, then leanl to say, 
'Sol/ i, fl OW is greatest need that tholl sholl ld'st pray: " 

Andrew Bonar says: "I see that unless I keep up 
shon prayer every day throughout the whole day , at 
intervals, I lose the spirit of prayer." Paul prayed "day 
and night exceedingly" (1 Thessalonians 3: 10) . 

\Ve are the more likely to persevere if we remember 
its e .... traordinary fruitfulness. Dr. Adoniram Judson says : 
" I never prayed sincerely and earnestly for anything but 
it came at some time; no matter at how distant a day, 
somehow, in some shape, probably the last I should have 
devi sed. it came." 

Or in the words of Vlilliam Wilberforce: "All may be 
done through prayer- almighty power, 1 am ready to 
say, and why not? Par that it is almighty is only through 
the gracious ord ination of the God of love and truth. 0 
then, pray, pray, pray [" 
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ALL SAINTS 

Paul now unrolls the map over which pra)'er is to 
travel: "Supplication for all saint s." What universahty 
of pra)'er: all s."ints, of every degree of holiness, of 
every theological group; all saints, in all tribes and na­
tions and peoples and tongues; In all churches, institu· 
tions, homes. Paul did not know the thousands then 
eXistent in Goo's Church personally, and much le!>s could 
he suppose that we should know the millioll!:> of a later, 
larger Church; yet ou r prayer IS to ~ as ample, as unt­
ver~l. as the Church itself. 

It is mOSt comforting to learn irom these words that 
prayer for the entire Church is eifectual; that the Church 
throughout the world is a better, holier, lovelier Church 
because you and I pray for it. "The weakest and !>im­
plest Ch ri st ian c...n take part in the efforts of the 
strongest" ( \\'cstcott ) and can mightily help belicvers 
whom he has nevcr seen. Every moment some saint is 
tempted, or falling, or dying; every moment some s..int 
somewhere is being tonured, or shot, or fiercely templed; 
or is torn with anxiety, or racked with disease, or has 
denied Christ, or has lapsed into the world-and you r 
prayer and mine can be like an angel descending on him 
through an open window. 

"Some Christian brother, under the stress of bad trade 
and unexpected losses almost driven to dishonesty, will 
preserve his integrity. Some young man no longer shel­
tered in a religious home, and all but dragged down 
into "ice, will stand firm in his fidelity to Chr ist. Some 
poor woman harassed by anxiety, worn down by un­
kindness. will receive strength and lofty faith. The fe"er­
ish passion for wealth will be cooled in some Christian 
merchant. Saintly souls will become more s."intly. New 
fervor will kindle in heart s already glowing with apostolic 
zeal. New gifts of wi sdom and of utterance will be given 
to soul s already conspicuous for their spiritual power. So 
those living in qlliet and obscure places may share the 
honors and victories of all their comrades. and have part 
in thei r final reward" (R. W. Dale ). 

FOR ME ALSO 

SO Paul closes this epitome of prayer with the sharply 
pointed petition which we love to oHer for some one 
soul only: "And for me Ion my behalfJ." 

The "ambassador in chains" stands for any and eve ry 
soul whom we mar know plunged in exceptional dif­
ficulty or distress. "An immense number;' says Francis 
Underhill, "of good and kind persons wear themselvcs out 
with worry about their friends instead of praying for 
them." Prayer (as someone has s."id) is not a !>cntiment 
or a theory but a working instrument which is to do cer· 
tain things, just as a pen is to write, or a knife to cut. 
"I fear the prayers of John Knox," said Mary, queen 
of SCOts, "more than I do an army." 

An influentia l lawyer once rose in a meeting of Mr. 
Earle, the evangelist, and said: "1 have often heard of 
the power of prayer, but I don't believe a word of it; 
if YOll want to test it, take me." The evangelist invited 
him to come to the front. He replied; "I will do nothing 
of the kind; but if you have 'power in prayer.' try it on 
me." fll closing the meeting 1\.1r. Earle in vited all present 
to pmy for the lawye r at an hour he named and asked 
the lawyer to note the fact. On the third day that tflan 
was crying to God Jor mercy and, sell ing his law books, 
he becmnc an eminent mini ster of Christ. .-
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I.) E\,I\'AL DOES NOT IIEG!!' with the conversion of 
l sinne rs. The conversion of sinners is the result of 

revival. I~cvi\'al begins with the people of the Lord. It is 
in oruer to pray, "Lord, revive thy work .... In wrath 
rcmember Illercy"; and we can expect God to ;inswcr. 

Some are tillable to reconcile the thought of revival in 
the last days with Bible prophecy which speaks of a 
"falling away" in the end time. They see apOstasy 
sprc.1.ding and they think the outlook for revival is hope­
less. The Scripture does tell us that in the latter times 
".rome shall depart from the faith," but it does not say 
all will fall away. 

Even though there be declension and apostasy in these 
days, we can look for gracious blessing from heaven. God 
has spoken through His prophet Joel: " 1 will pour out 
Illy Spi rit upon all flesh; and your sons and your daugh­
ters sha!1 prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, 
you r young men shal! see visions: and also upon the ser­
vants and upon the handma ids in those days wil! I pour 
out my Spi rit. And I wil\ show wonders . before the 
great and terrible day of the Lord come" (Joel 2 :28-31). 

This outpouring wi!! be upon " all flesh," a mightier 
mov ing of the Spirit than the world has ever known. He 
has given the former rain moderately, bu t He "will cause 
to come down for you the rain, the former rain and the 
lancr rain in the first month." The former and the latter 
rain together in one month! The promise is sure, and we 
may well believe God for the fulfil!mcnt, and ask for 
rain in the time of the umer Rain. 

But how can revival cvcr comc? 
It is truc that conditions seem agai nst revival, but the 

darkness of the hour need not di scourage us. The hi story 
of past revivals will show that they have usually occurred 
in times of great darkness. God's Spirit has not ceased 
working in the earth. li e is st il! moving in the hearts of 
men . Saints of God are awakening to the need of crying 
to II illl for revi val. They are claiming the unfailing prom­
ises of II is wonderful Word: 

"Remember ye not the former things, neither consider 
the things of old. Behold, J wil! do a new thing: now it 
shal! spring fort h; shall ye ;lot know it ? I will even make 
a 'Way in th e wilderness and rivers in the desert" (Isaiah 
43, 18,1 9) . 

"[ will pour waler upon him that is thirsty and floods 
upon the dry ground" (Isaiah 44 :3). 

"Call unt o me, and r will answer thee, and show thee 
grl'llt and mighty things which thou knowest not" (Jere­
miah 33 :3). 

"Fear nOl, 0 land: be glad and rejoice: for tbe Lord 
will do great things" (Joel 2 :21 ). 

"And all things whatsoever ye shall ask in prayer, be­
lieving, ye shall receive" ( l\fatthew 21 :22) . 

In the 47th chapter of Ezekiel we read about waters 
that issued out from under the threshold of the house. 
They widened and deepened into a great river. And is 
nOt revival just like that? It begins in a small, hidden 
way, then broadens out, until it becomes a wide, sweep­
ing thing, like a mighty river. 

The waters issued out from under the threshold of the 
house. Revival IIlllst come frolll God. However. God uses 
men as channels. He is the Fountain of Jiving waters. 

. Jesus said. "If an}' man thirst, let him come unto me, and 
drink. He that believeth on me, as the Scripture hath 
said, Out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water" 
(John 7:37, 38) . Jesus is the door to the Father's house, 
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and the waters issue out from Him. It is Jesus, only 
Jesus, who can bring life to dead souls. And how His 
loving heart yearns and longs to do these very things. 
BlIt H e would be enquired of to do them. 

The bonfi re which leaped so high in its consuming 
power was started by lighting a tiny match. The prairie 
fire which spread over a vast area, sweeping everything 
before it , had only a small beginning. So it is with revival. 
Revival sta rt s as a trickling stream issuing out from un­
der the threshold , but soon it broadens like Ezek iel's ri ver. 

Sometimes revival has its orig in with a litlle band of 
earnest praying people; sometimes it has its or igin with 
two or three humble Christians who have envisioned the 
tremendous need and are greatly exerci sed in prayer; 
sometimes revival seems to begin in a single heart , the 
heart of one who is all for God and His cause, who, 
Spirit -burdened. is praying night and day. 

DOll't wait for others to get aflame. Get on fire for 
God yoursel f. Don't wait for others to do the pray ing. 
There is 110 telling what God will do through your con­
secrated, praying soul. The effectual fervent prayer of a 
righteous man-yes, even o l1 e righteous man- availeth 
much. God may use the trickling stream of yOI! Y prayers 
to broaden into a great river of revival. 

Let us not wait for revival to begin with others . Let 
each one of llS a"k the Lord to send an old- fash ioned re­
vival to ou r own hea rts. He will answer that prayer. H e 
will revive us. 

"He brought me through the waters; the waters were 
to the ankles" (Ezekiel 47 :3 ) . 'When waters of revival 
begin to flow from under the threshold, they soon reach 
the ankles . causing men to walk with God. How blessed 
it would be to witness the professing church of Jesus 
Christ truly walking with the Lord! :-Jot walking with 
the world! \-\Talking with God means separation from sin 
and world ly all iances . It means to go in His direction . 

The condition of the church today calls for confession 
of sin and separation from worldly e11langlements. Shall 
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not we as individuals go down before God ill deeper 
humiliation and confession of sin, and renew abrain our 
vows of separation! Through confession and sepa ration, 
God wil! bring ankle-deep revival waters. 

"He brought me through the waters; the waters were 
tothe knees" (v. 4). 

As the river swept all, the waters became knee-decp. 
A revival of prayer! A revival of intcrcession! A revival 
of the spirit of soul travail I "As SOOI1 as Zion tra\'ailed 
she brought forth he r children" ( Isaiah 66:8). 

Tn Tsaiah 59 :1 6 wc read that God "saw that thcrc was 
no man, and wondcred that there was no intercessor."

TOTAL CO:-<SECRATlOl' TO GOD is indispensahle to the 
prayer of faith. This total consecration means you 

must not only iiye a holy life. but you must also give 
your all to God your time, talents. and influence; all you 
have, and all you are to be Ili s entirely. 

1n examining the li\'c5 of great men of faith we find 
they had one thing in CO!lnIlOll: they set apart times to 
renew their covenant and rcdcdic.1te themselves to God. 
Whenever Christians ha\c done this. a blessing has al­
ways followcd. 

YOti must persevere in the prayer of faith. YOll arc not 
to pray for a thing only once and call that the prayer 
of faith. Look at DanieL I Ie prayed 21 days and did not 
SlOp till he had obtained the blessing. He had set his 
heart aTld face toward the Lord. to seek by prayer and 
!'upplications. with fasting and sackcloth and ashes. He

Said a missionary to Andrew ).furray. ;'BlII it is really 

impossible to find t ime to pray as we wish to." 
That godly mall replied , "\Vhat our hearts consider of 

first iml'0rto 'lcl' in a day, we will soon succeed in finding 
l ime for." 

H e further said. "The ministry of intercession is the 
Illost important part of our lifcwork. \Ye in the ministry 
think tbat our work of preaching and visiting is om real 

kept praying three weeks. and then the answer came. 
\\' hy didn't it cOllle before? God had sent an archangel 
to bear the message. but the dev il had hindered him all 
this time. 

In the Parable of the Unjust Judge, Christ taught that 
God will answer prayer when it is importunate. "Shall 
not God ayenge his own elect, which cry day and night 
unto him ... ?" (Luke 18 :7). 

If you would pray in faith, you must walk every day 
with God. As you walk with Him, lIe will tell you what 
to pray for. lIe will give you as much of the spirit of 
prayer as you have strength to bear. 

A man once said to me. "Oh. T ;'\111 dying for the want 
of strength to pray. ~Iy body is crushed ; the world is 
on me; and how c.,n I keep from praying ?, T have know n 
that man to pray as if he would do violence to heaven , 

duty, and that prayer is a subordinate means to do this 
work successfully. Should not we regard the ministry of 
intercession as the chief th ing-getting the blessillg alld 
pO"dler of God for the lost entrusted to us? 

''It was when the one at midnight, in answer to his 
prayer, had received from another as mllch as he needed, 
that he could supply his hungry friend. II was the inter­
cession. going out and importuning, that was the difficult 
work. Returning home with his rich supply to impart was 
easy, joyful work. This is Christ's divine order for all your 
work. First comc in utter pO\rerty e\'ery day and get from 
God the blessing in int ercession, and then go rejoicingly 
to impart it." 

T HE PENTECOSTA~ EVANGE~ e 
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and then haye seen the bles~ing come as plainly in an­
swer to his prayer as if God had spoken from hea\'en. 

T hose who ha\'e nOt experienced this prayer of faith 
have great reason to doubt their spiritual de\'otion. They 
need to examine themseh·es. Perhaps they understand 
prayer in the same manner that :\'icodenlllS lInder~tood 
the new birth (John 3: 1-10) . They have nOt \\'alked with 
God, and th is prayer of faith cannot be described to them 
any more than a beautiful painting can be described to 
a blind person or one who cannot visualize colors. 

Perhaps millions are in hell because those who profess 
to be Ch ristia ns h2ve not offered the prayer of fai th. 
They haye not had fa ith enough to lay hold of God's 
promises. T his is one re.:,son parents see thei r children 
go to hell-they do not bel ieve the promises of God. 

T he Spi ri t of God may have promptcd a desire for the 
sal vation of the uns.'wed . and perhaps the profeSSing 
Christian had evidence enough to believe that God was 
rcady to grant a bl essing. If he had only prayed in faith, 
God would have grant ed it; but God turned it away be­
cause he would not discern the signs of the times. 

This g ives the Church a great responsibility. Ko doubt 
many professing Chri st ians will stand gu ilty before God 
for souls that have been lost because they failed to pray 
the prayer of fai th for them. 

Many who profess Chri stianity live so far from God 
that to them the prayer of fa ith is incomprehensible. To 
them it is a great offen se io preach about this kind of 
prayer. 

Do you know what it is to pray 111 fai th ? Did you e\'er 
pray in thi s way : Have you ever prayed ti ll you r mind 
\vas aSSllred the blessing would come-till yOIl felt that 
confidence, that rest in God, as perfectly as if you saw 
God come down from hcaven to g ive it to you? 1£ not, 
you ought to examine your fou ndation 

How can YOll live without praying in faith : Ho w do 
you live with no assurance whatever that your child ren 
will be converted? 

I knew a father who was a good man, but he had 
erroneOllS views concerning the prayer of fait h. H is cbil ­
dren were grown, and not one of them was converted. 

At length , his son took sick an d seemed about to d ie . 
The father prayed. but the son grew worse. The father 
prayed till his angui sh was unutterable. H e poured out 
his soul till at length he got assurance that his son Jlot 

only would live, but also be converted , along with the 
rest of his family. 

He came to the house and told hi s family hi s son would 
not die. They were :tstonished. "1 tell you," he said, " he 
won't die; and no child of mine will ever die in hi s sins." 
And that man's children were a ll converted, 

Do you live in a manner that you could offer sllch a 
prayer for your children? The children of some who pro­
fess Christianity Illay be converted in answer to the 
prayers of others. But should thi s be expected ? How can 
you entrust to the prayers of others what God call s yOlI 
to do in this most important relationship to your children ? 

Our Bible was given so we might lay hold of its pre­
cious promises and use them as the grounds of our faith. 
There is little evidence that this prayer of faith is widely 
exercised in the Church today, What will become of the 
Church and the world unless Christ ians begin exercising 
this prayer of faith in their lives? ..,:

I SR/WL WAS IN A SPIRITUAL DECLINE. Sin stretched 
dark shadows across the land. The Philistines 

stalked the borders, raiding the country and robbing the 
people of milch of their food supply . Eli fill ed the office 
of high priest . but he offered no anointed leadership. 
His ap.'\thy in dealing with his own sons had caused God 
to pronounce judgment upon him. 

The yearly &'\crifice was made in Shiloh, but Hophni

and Phinehas so misused it that the people undoubtedly 
went away depressed instead of uplifted. Some of the 
old men bemoaned the fate of their nation and thought 
about the past days when Gideon had been their victo­
rious leader. To them, looking backward seemed better 
than looking forward. They had no hope. 

Even God seemed to be silent. "The word of the Lord 
was precious in those days; there was no open vision" 
(I Samuel 3:1). 

Spirituality seemed nonexistent. Here and there a fam­
ily may have tried to adhere to God's laws, but crime 
and immorality were cotnmon. But God was not before 
His time: neither was He behind. He had been waiting. 
getling someone ready to listen, searching for a heart that 
would yield. 

"And ere the lamp of God went out .. . " ( I Samuel 
3 :3 ) . The light of the lamp was flickering, but it had not 
gone out. The lamp still burned, and God's covenant 
still existed. God would not be a covenant-breaker ! In the 
dark hours, He spoke. 

To whom did He speak? We would expect Him to 
speak 1.0 some leader or to one mighty in intellect or deep 
in wisdom. Israel had serious problems: lawlessness, im­
morality, and enemy oppression. Surely God's instrument 
would have to be great and mighty. But how differently 
God chose! He spoke to a child-a lad with no com­
manding presence and little experience to draw on. Could 
this young man restore Israel to a place of fellowship with 
God? 

Why did God choose this boy, Samuel? SaH!1Iel had 
bee/J. making preparation.. Even his parents had made 
preparation. They had brought him to the temple, and 
now he lived there in the presence of God . He had a 
daily walk with God . "Samuel ministered before the 
Lord, being a child" ( I Samuel 2 :18) . 

Second, Samuel had separated himself unto God. In 
the midst of sin, he was clean. \Vhere dishonesty in 
dealing was the expected thing, he lived honestly. Amid 
laxity and laziness, he held to a regular routine of ser­
vice. It would have been easy for him to have imitated 
Hophni and Phinehas, but he didn't. He kept himself 
unto God. 

There are those wll? feel that separation is getting 
into a corner all alone, pulling pharisaical robes close, 
and saying to the world, " Look how holy I am." But 
this is not God's kind of separation. His plan is for us 
to be ill the world but not of it. He intends for us to 
go right on serving Him where we are, being an influence 
for good in the very presence of evil. How beautifully 
Samuel did this! The writer describes the sins of Eli's 
sons and then adds, "The child Samuel grew on, and 
was in favor both with the Lord, and also with men" 
( 1 Samuel 2 :26). 

Third, Samuel worked. He did what he could to keep 
the temple services in operation. Probably most of his 
labors were doing small tasks. He was not yet eligible 
to fill the big places.

God gave Nina a burden of prayer for Alice, and she 
began taking Sunday school papers and gospel maga­
zines to her.

Nina always attended Sunday school before going to 
work at lIon Sunday mornings. After leaving work at 

called in the night even though he thought it was only 
Eli calling. He showed a spirit of willingness for the 
numerous unseen little jobs that must be carried on in 
God's house. 

Then when Samuel became aware that God was calling, 
he yielded . His mother, keeping her vow, had placed 
Samuel in God's presence.

are y011 doing abOllt it ?" Most of them want to blame 
the minister or the leaders or simply the indefinite "they." 

Spirituality begins with ihe individual. If you are one 
who feels that your church is low spiritually, ask your­
self: Have I made preparation for God to use me by 
spending time in His presence ? Have I, in the presence 
of ev il, lived not for self but unto Christ? Have 1 kept 
a right spirit, letting neither unconcern nor a critical at­
titude overtake me? Have 1 yielded io God, responding 
willingly when called upon? 

''''hen you can answer all these questions in the af­
firmative, the results will be felt by your church. Cer­
tainly there is darkness abounding in the land, but the 
lamp of God has not gone out. His promise still stands: 
"If my people, which a re called by my name, shall hum­
ble themselves, and pray, and seek my face , and turn 
from thei r wicked ways; then will r hear from he:l.ven, 
and wi ll forgive their sin, and will heal their land" 
(2 Chronicles 7:14) . "When the enemy shall come in 
like a flood, the Spirit of the Lord shall lift up a standard 
against him" ( Isaiah 59: 19).

AMERICANS ARE USING ,\IORE BARIHTVRATES, ampheta­
mines, and tranquilizers than ever before. Every 

day they swallow 5,000,000 sleeping pill s. Every week 
19,000,000 sec their doctor s. And half of these people have 
nothing wrong with them. 

One rcason for thi s epidemic of nervousness is the gen­
eral world condition. \A,fe are living in the last days when 
the prophecies of the Scriptures arc being fulfilled before 
our eyes. Concernmg these days, the Lord Jesus had this 
to say: 

"There shalJ be signs in the sun, and in the moon, and 
in the stars; and upon the earth distress of nations. with 
perplexity; the sea and the waves roaring; men's hearts 
failing them for fear, and for looking after those things 
which are coming on the earth; for the powers of he-wen 
shall be shaken. 

"And take heed to yourselves, lest at any time your 
hearts be overcharged with surfeiting, and drunkenness, 
and cares of thi s life. and so that day come upon you 
unawares" ( Luke 21 :25, 26, 34). 

If you dOli'! take heed to yourself, 1969 may be a 
troubled year for you. You can let the troubles of life 
press in upon you until you have a nervous breakdowll. 
Here are five ways you can do it. 

1. Try to f igure out the O"lwer beFore the probtem orilel. 

Just begin to think of what you would do if your busi­
ness failed. Or if your children went wrong. Try solving 
your problems by worrying. Neve r talk them over with 
a Christian comp.'l.nion. 00 not pray for divine help. Just 
worry about what clothes you are going to wear and how 
you can pay for them. Forget the advice Jesus gave: 
"Why take ye thought for raiment? If God so clothe the 
grass of the field , shall he not much more clothe yeo 0 
ye of 1 itt Ie faith ?" (M atthe\v 6 :28) . 

Then you can worry about the meals you have to 
prepare and the grocery bil l. Forget the promises of the 
One who takes care even of the sparrows. Never mind 
the Scripture that says God \vill supply all your needs. 
I Tlstead, feed your fears and work up a lot of tension. 
It will hasten your nervous breakdown. Remember the 
man named Job who long ago exclaimed, "The thing 
which I greatly feared is come !lpOn me." 1t usually does. 
Those who expect trouble and failure get what they ex­
pect. Those who have faith in God get something better . 

2. Try to Reliv. the Poll. 

Paul wrote, "Let every man abide in the same calling 
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wherein he was called" ( I Corinthians 7 :20) .1 f you want 
a nervous breakdown, discard that verse of Scripture and 
try to be something else besides what God made you. 

Brooding over the past is another good way to have 
a nervous breakdown. J ndulge in regrets. Keep going 
over what has already happened and throwaway the 
new opportunities that come with each new day. 

The apostle said he was forgetting those things that 
were behind, and reaching out toward the things that 
lay ahe."ld. He was so busy living in the present. he had 
no time to brood over the past. The future was so bright, 
he had no desire to look back into the gloom that was 
behind him. Doesn't the I3ible say God will forgive and 
forget our sin if we \vill confess it and forsake it? Doesn't 
it tell us that the blood of Jesus Christ, God's Son, cleanses 
us from all sin? But if rou wish to have a nef\'OUS break­
down, you should forget these things and go on living 
under a cloud of condemnation. 

l . Try to Ayoid Moki"g Ded sions. 

Just let the problems stack up wi thout making the de­
cisions that will settle them. Th..1.t' s a great help to the 
person who wants to have a nervous breakdown. But if 
you'd rather be relieved of the problems, talk them over 
with the Lord in prayer and ask Him to help rou make 
the right decisions about each one. Some folk hesitate 
to make decisions for fea r of mistakes. That shows a lack 
of faith. God's W ord says. "The meek will he guide in 
judgment: and the meek will he teach his way'· ( Psalm 
25 :9). After you pray fo r guidance, take the step of faith 
- make the decision and then leave the result \vith the 
Lord . Be courageous enough to face each situation as it 
arises. Turning you r back will not change it. Sooner or 
later you must make the decision. Do it sooner. not later. 
and then you will be free to give your undivided atten­
tion to the next one. 

4. Demond More of Younelf Hlo" You Con Produce. 

Do you imagine you are superhuman? Maybe you think 
you are supers pi ritual ? Try to carry a double load, and 
it will double your chances to have a nervou s breakdown. 
Jesus sa id to His disciples, "Come ye apart, and rest 
:lwhile." Doctors testify that many illnesses are only an 
accumulation of Sundays in arrears. God gave us a day of 
rest because we need it. If we fail to make Sunday a day 
of rest and worship, we sin against ourselves as well as 
against the Lord; and sin br ings penalt ies to the mind 
and body , as well as to the sou\.

MARY KAGI.IK 15 AZ" ESKDlO LADY. At the l ime o f the 

incident she lived in Aklavik. in Canada's Xonh­
west Territory. She had lived in sin but through the con­
secrated cfforts of the missionaries ~he had passed frOIll 
death to life- and, like ~rary ~lagdalene. ~he to whom 
much had been forgiYcn had much love for her Saviour. 
Her dc\'otiol1 to Christ .)nd her simple trUSt in Hi m caused 
many to marvel at the tr«nsforming g race of God. 

A great windstorm had swept the Arctic bringing bitter 
cold and huge snowdrift s to :-\ k!avik. :-Olary. li\'ing in a 
tent on the ri\'cr bank wit h her brother and he r twO chil­
dren (she has no husband ) . was stricken down with fiu. 

Then her brother went away, leaving :-.rary alone with 
her 14-year-old daughter Jessie and her two-year-old son. 
Her brother S<1.id tbat if she ran Out of fuel, she should go 
across the river to her father's hut and live there. 

There was not much fuel on hand. Akladk Eskimos 
never cut a winter's supply of wood: neither do they 
store much food . If they did. their relatiyes and friends 
would come and live off them-so why try \0 get ahead? 
They merely cut wood as they need it---enough for a day 
or two at a time- and ~lary soon rail Out of fue1. 

They covered them selves with blankets and tried to 
keep warm, hoping the brother would return in time with 
some fuel; but the hours dragged 011, and he did not 
appear. It was deathly cold in the tent. )fary feared that 
if they remained there another night, they would all per­
ish. At length, in spite of her illness, she decided to go 
to her father's home. 

If was half a mile across the river to his hut. jessie, the 
14-year-old, put her little brother on her back, and :\1ary 
summoned all her strength for the journey. The snow was 
blowing. They kept looking back to the town lights, using 
them as a guide to make sure they were walking in the 
proper direction. 13tH after a while they lost sight of the 
town lights. The trail became increasingly hard to follow 
due to the drifting snow. Suddenly l\lary and her daugh­
ter realized that they were lost in the Arctic blizzard! 
T hey had lost all sense of direction. They were only 
walking in circles. 

They kept walking as long as they could, just to keep 
wa rm, but eventually their strength gave out. They could 
not fight the bliz zard any longer. and there seemed to be 
no way out of their plight. Weary and stiff with cold, they 
sat down to die.

He will 
help us now and show us where to go from here. I am 
going to pray and ask Him." 

T hrowing aside the blanket and rubbing her cold face 
with numbed hands, Mary stood up to pray. She asked 
the Lord to show her the way to her father's hut.

Israel's Temple Will Be Rebuilt 
\ -" TE L!VE so CLOSE to the Millennial Age that it shocks 
V \ liS to think about it. According to some scholars 

it cOllld begin as carll' as 1975. 
These Mudents of Biblical prophecy tell us that if the 

rapture of the Church were to take place today, the earth 
would iml1lediately plunge into a period of judgment last­
ing seven years. At the culmination of the Great Tribula­
tion, (hriM will return to this planet to establish Him~ 
self 011 the throne of David. 

Ezekiel predicted a new world capital-and a House 
of Prayer for all l1aliol1s. Jesus will occupy that temple! 

In his dramatic new prophecy book, Tomorrow's Tem­
ple, Evallgeli!:>! C. M. Ward describes in detail the scat of 
worship and govcrnll1ellt envisioned by Ezekiel. 

The radio preacher declares: "Ezekiel docs not see the 
new temple built on the site of the old. He sees it built 
olltside the holy city. He sees enormous proportions and 
an intricate structure." 

According to Ezekiel's description the new temple com~ 
plex will be constructed ou ascending levels. The holy of 
holies is the apex. The base is square, a mile each way. 
The outer ('onrt, on the next level, is about I,(X)O feet 
on each face of it. The inner court, still higher, is some 
6CO feet square. On the final platform is the holiest place. 
The coun at this summit is 100 feet by 100, and in its

center-thus the center of the whole earth-is the altar. 
Facing the altar is the temple with its throne for the 
solitary royal priesthood after the order of ~le1chizedek. 

Evangelist \Vard comments: "The temple is on a 5C<'\le 
ample enough to make it at last what God always ill~ 
tended it to be-the House of Prayer for aU nations. It 
wiU be quite a contrast to what we have now in the 
closing hours of this dispensation-the edifice which houses 
the United i\ations." 

The blueprints for this magnificent temple are detailed 
in the last nine chapters of Ezekiel's prophecy, together 
with surpri sing information about the new patterns for 
worship. The Rcvivaltime speaker clarifies the reasons for 
the new sacrificial patterns: 

"The restoration of the sacrifices, which has been a 
stumbling block to thousands, nevertheless is a certainty 
and seems based on two facts: (1) for ceremonial cleanli­
ness of the flesh, for men in the flesh; and (2) for a 
memorial backward-exactly such as the Lord's Supper 
is-of Calvary. 

"Like the Mosa ic sacrifices (alld unlike transubstantia­
tion) these sacrifices are no more identical with Calvary 
than the Leviticn\ were, but they are memorial exactly as 
the Mosaic were prophetic. Effective sacrifice began and 
ended with Calvary. 

THE PENTECOSTAL EVANGEL 
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"There are co ntrasts. In Leviticus the bu rnt offering 
came fi rst, then the sin offering. Here, it is the sin offering 
first, then the burnt offering. W hy? Calvary's Lamb $.I 

the center. The offeri ngs of the old looked jor",:ard. The 
offerings of the future look backv.;ard." 

T he radio minister points out seycral ways in which 
the se rvices of this new temple will dcviate from Le\'itical 
patterns. H e emphasizcs that the crowning difie rence will 
be the literal presence of the Lord : 

"There is no high priest. T he Supreme Priest is present 
in person. There is 110 ark. Jeremiah tells us that plainly. 
' In those days, saith the Lord, they shall say no more, 
T he a rk of the covenant of the Lord: neither shall it 
come to mind; . .. neither shall it be done any 1t10re. At 
that t ime they shall call Jerusalem the throne of the Lord' 
(Jeremiah 3 :16, 17) . .. . 

"But the crowning glory will be the abiding S lz ekinoh. 
All else would be tin sel without it. T he new sanctuary, 
the symboli sms, the sacrifices are meaningless and without 
purpose without the radiant glory that abandoned the 
foul premises of the pollut ed tcmple, leaving it Tchabod. 
Remember 1 The Shekinah never entered Ezra's T emple. 
So Ezekiel's Temple and the glory that descends upon it 
like lightening, which Ezek iel describes in these 
latter chapters, are stili in the jllture. 

"The Sheki nah- the wonder, the presence---comes back 
along the exact route by which it went; but whcreas its 
going was the most reluctant departure in the Bible, its 
rcturn is the swiftest. Malachi describes it. 'The Lord . .. 
shall sll(lde'lly come to hi s temple' ( Malachi 3: 1) . 

" What a contrast! Solomon's Temple was resplendent 
with gold and gems. In Ezekiel 's they are completely 
absent. O nly wood and hewn stone are named. Read it 
for you rself-Ezekiel 40 :42; and 41 :16, 22. It is the Pres· 
en ce that lends it beauty. It is not gold, but glory. It 
is not gems, but God." 

T o help thc readcr c1e.1.rly understand the prophesied 
temple, the new publicat ion includes a scale drawing of 
the temple site, its walls, courts, and the various buildings 
as specified by Ezekiel's propbecy. 

Ezekiel is not alone in foretelling the momentous sig. 
nificance of the reigning Lord 's new temple. Isaiah proph· 
esied: "And it shall come to pass in the last days, that 
the mounta in of the Lord's house shall be established in 
tbe top of the mountains, and shall be exalted above the 
hill s; and all nations shal] flow unto it .. . for out of Zion 
shall go forth the law, and the word of the Lord from 
Jerusa lem" (Isaiah 2:2,3). 

Author Ward says: "Once more the great thcocracy 
wil l be established- the lite ral rule of God upon earth. 
It is a governm ent oj redemptio,1. Every act undertaken 
and implemented will be for the good of the people. All 
operations will proceed from the temple. It is the seat of 
government for the entire planet." 

And he points to current events in the Middle East 
as being preparatory to the fulfillment of Ezekiel's words : 
"The full boundaries of a redeemed and sanctified Israel 
are stated in Ezekiel 47 :13·20. It is interesting to watch 
these borders dcvclop amid the contention and expansion 
of the Isracl·Ishmae\ struggle of our time." 

In another section of the book, the Revivaltime evan­
gelist sees Israel's presenHime poli tics linked to Bible 
prophecy:

This orgalllzauon's leadcrs urge ab::,orptlon 01 the CUIl­

quercd lands through large·:.cale JeWish sctlicme11l. 
"Israeli politiCians are wooing 'oter:; by cltlng Biblical 

chapter and verse to 'proyc' hrael"s histuric claims." 
The book provides readers with a detailed llIap ot the 

redistribution of the 12 tribes in hrael during the ).lil· 
lenn iuEll, b.1.sed on Ezekiel's wriuugs. 

Other sections of this ycar's Rn:mzltmlt' prophcC) book 
include: .. Looking llllO 1%9;' .. Foreboding Prophetic 
Shadows," "The Decency Gap," and other arucles dealmg 
with contemporary events III the light of Ulble prophecy. 

As in all kC'l.·ivaitmle publications, this book conclmJes 
with an appeal to the unconverted to accept the only 
Saviour: 

" Tolllorrow is nOt a mirage. God has planned it as 
tinitely and as cream-ely as man has lJuiit today. It WI', 

all going 10 nld 'il'ith a bany. 11an IS con\1l1g to Jus end, 
not God's end. 

"So now the seven years of curse hang likc the sword 
of Damocle:; o\'er humanity-'Great tribulation, stich as 
was not since the beginning of the world to this time, 
no, nor evcr shall be' (.l\l atlhcw 24:21). John uses a time 
word, thc word ripe, that is so descriptive. The watchful 
person has an intui tive scnse that with thundering speed 
we are nearing that moment of ripetlcss. 'Thrust in thy 
sicklc, and reap: for the time is come for thee to reap; 
fo r the harve:;t of the earth is ripe' (Revclation 14 :15).

College Students Assist in Blind Ministry 
CENTRAL 13m!.!': COI,LEGE at 

Springfield , ~lo., has incorpo­
rated ministry to the blind into its 
Christian service program. Students 
who help regularly in producing braille 
literature receive Christian service 
credit. This is not academic credit, but 
compares to the credit they receive for 
other student ministries. 

Mrs. Mildred Whitney, appoillled 
missionary to the blind, now lives in 
Springfield, Mo., and is produc ing 
braille literature for the Home i\'lis­
sions Departmenl. She is also sett ing 
up a brailJe lending library in her home 
in cooperat ion with the department. 

.Mrs. Whitney is pleased with the 
exceJJelH help she is receiving from the 
27 students, each of whom is assigned 
a specific time to work with her. The 
students llsually come in groups of 1\\"0 

or three and work for several hours 
during afternoons or evenings and Sat­
urday mornings. Besides the satisfac­
tion of knowing they are helping to 

mini ster to the blind, the students gain 
a knowledge of braille and an aware­
ness of the needs of the blind. 

Braille is an interesting form of COIll­

nmnication. It consists of six dots 
which may be arranged in 63 different 
ways. There are contractions-special 
forms- for different words or parts of 
words. 

Commercial braille is interpoint (us­
ing both sides of the paper), thus. mak­
ing possible a thinner book.

Commercial braillers produce three 
of our Sunday school quarterlies 
adapted from the Adult Student, the 
Teen SllIdellt, and the Hi-Tee" Stu­
dellt (Gospel Publishing House) . They 
also produce The Pentecostal Digest, a 
compilation of articles from The Peti te­
coslal Evatlgel, which Mrs. \Vhilney 
selects and sends to them. The braillers 
then mail these materials directly to 
the blind people at addresses supplied 
by the Home Missions -Department. 

Sister Whitney herself produces the 
following quarterlies in braille: JII1110r 
High. 1Imior, and Primary II. She 
uses 9- by I2-inch pages for quarterlies 
and 11- by 11 !1-inch pages for the 
books she produces. 

Mrs. \,yhitney also prepares other 
braille literature from time to time, 
such as tracts and a Bible reading 
guide. She made 1,000 copies of the 
Personal Worker's Guide by C. M. 
Ward. 

The eBC students at present assist 
primarily with the Sunday school quar­
terlies. Sister Whitney copies material 
from Gospel Publishing House quar­
terlies into braille on a Perkins Brail­
ler. Using her brailled page, students 
compare braille copy with ink copy. 
Next, they set lype on a cylinder to 
make the braille page. (There are three 
type fonts and three cylinders.) When 
the page is fin ished, they put the cylin­
der on the multigraph braille duplica-
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tor, which i" similar to a Illlllu.:ograph. 
.\s soon as the pages are run, they 

rcmove the lype and replace It iii It;; 

iont. 
\\'hen a larger group of :.tl!oellt:; 

comes, onc may collate (gather page:. 
of braillc), and another Illay staple the 
sheets for mailing. Student:; also help 
with the actual mailing. (All material:> 
.>ent directly to the blind are free of 
po;;tage cost. The POst Office grants a 
spccial permit tor the blind.) Since the 
brailling is not inteqXlint, the Sunday 
s.chool lesson material is mailed month­
ly. It is too bulky for quarterly mail­
ing. 

CBC students will al-,o help :'II r". 
\\'hitney sct up the brail!e lending li­
brary she is establishing. She has more 
time to devote to this now that some 
of the quarterlies arc be ing produced 
cOlllmercially. 

The Thermoform 55 braille duplica­
tor \\"ill be used for the library work. 
It takes only three seconds to make a 
plastic copy of a page on this duplicator 
and these copies are almost indestructi­
ble. 

The American Bible Societ y has COI1-

tributed a complete Bible (in 18 vol­
lIIlIes) to the library, as well as a ;;et of 
Bi ble readings for boys and girls in 
t \\'o \'ohllnes. One braillc' Bihle re­
quires a l)(X)kca:.e nearly three feel widc 
and two fce t high. 

The library already boa~ls many 
ha nd -transcribed copies of Pcntecostal 
books such as : Twelve Steps to Salva-

tion, The (;lo,,:.ola1ia, IlerOt.;" ot the 
Louque:.t, and lhe flr:.l :'1::H:n vi tht: 
(;o",pei t'ubh:.hlllg Hou~ undated 
manuals t Lhrisllan Faith :.erie:.).

Mitchell, pastor) already has a num­
ber of outreach ministries and has invitations for sen · ices 
elsewhe re, but there is one problem: not enough workers 
to begin new ones. 

The Women's i\lissionary Council, l\[en's Fellowship 
groups, and other workers of the church participate. 
The present min istries include those to prison inmates, to 
men at a rescue mission, and to people in convalescent 
homes. 

Prison ministry has been an important outreach of the 
church since 1939. Carl Frick has di rected thi s work at 
the Connecticut State Prison at Somers since its inception. 
Except for the Roman Catholic services, Hartford Gos­
pel Tabernacle is the only church privileged to minister 
in this maximum security prison. 

T he average attendance at these monthly servIces IS 

165. In each service several prisoners either raise their 
hands or stand to declare publicly their desire for salva­
tion. One Sunday morning between 20 and 25 men stood. 
On a number of occasions the inmates have been joined 
by guards in praying a penitential prayer. 

The Pentecostal Evangel reportedly is a favorite with 
the inmates. They seem to prefer it to other periodicals 
left for them.

BG)'1C Day, Fcbrua ry 2, will emphasize Assemblies of 
God work in the Orient. As a missionary serving in the 
Far East, I have personally witnessed some of the "end­
use" of BGl'vlC funds. I have seen tons of much-needed 
Sunday school literature of all types and in several lan­
guages produced by the staff of translators, artist s, and 
printers of Evangel Press at Manila, Philippines. Similar 
operations arc carr ied on in other countries of the Orient. 
The hum ancl throb of pr inting presscs announce provision 
of litcrature in many Asian languages. Much of the fi­
nance that keeps this literature flowing comes from 
BGMC. 

Our Bible schools in the Far East conduct Sunday 
schools and church services in many outstations. Tf you 
could join our students in some of these meetings, you 
would be thrilled to see how weil they put to use the 
graphic mater ial s provided for them by BGA'fe. 

To give you some idea of the scope of such work, the 
studcnts of Bethel Bihle Institute, Alanila , reach approxi­
mately 700 children and adults each weekend. And we 
have 18 such Bible schools throughout the Far East. 

Again and again as J have \,isited Sunday schools in 
large cities and small vil!ages. I have been made aware 
of the widespread i1l1ptl.ct of BG~Ie. I have observed

firsthand the use of materials that would not havc been 
availahk but for the generosity of this program. 

Because I am deeply im'olved in Bible school work. 
T alll well acquainted with the difficulties many foreign 
students have in pl1rchasing textbo()h and of the de­
ficiencies in our Bible school libraries. III .\merica. books 
are available in great abundance and arc usually within 
financial rench of the stndelUs. O\'er~ea:-;. the situation 
generally is quite different. Good books :I re comparati,e!y 
difficult to obtain ,mel often. as in the Philippines, they 
are milch more costly than in America. The simplc trllth 
is that JU<l1l <lnd i\laria often cannot afford to purchase 
necessary textbooks. Neither can Ollr schools devote an} 
sizable portion of their opcr:ltional budgets to purchasing 
hooks for their librarics. 

Therefore, one of the joys in ollr misslollary service has 
been to receh"e several thousand do!lars' worth of hooks 
to help in training national ministcrs. For instance, BGi\[C 
has provided many textbooks which students may draw 
from the lib rary for their cmrent courses. III addition to 
this, wc have added Illany reference works. The fledgling 
minister, called by God, absorbs the truth frolll the pages 
of good books provided by 13GAIe. L.'lter he declares in 
the cities, towns, and vill:lges of his ow n people what he 
has learned of the gospel. 

In 1964 we beg:lll the Far East Advanced School of 
Theology in Manila. It scrves the whole Far East in train~ 
ing mtionals for Bible school ministries. 13\'H we had no 
books whateve r. 13Gi\IC came to our rescue with sufficient 
funds to enable lIS to have excellent tcxtbooks and the 
beginnings of a good library. Since then HCr-rC has 
helped FEAST secure a number of very valuable addi­
tions both in tcxtbooks and in refcrcnce works. The ad­
vanced student, preparing to be a Bible school te.'lcher, 
later transmits to the ministerial studcnts of his home 
country the truths he has learned from these books. 

We a re thrilled anew each time another shipment of 
books arrives for our schools. H ow we thank God for 
BCMC and its incalculable value to our Assemblies of 
God missions Bible school program.

tervened and spared the life of our four-yea r-old girl. 

J\Iy husband and I were awakened on the morning of 
January 15, 1968, by Christina's screams. I ran to her 
bedroom and found her engulfed in flames. She had 
awakened early, found matches, and while playing with 
them in the closet had started a fire. 

My husband Ken grabbed Christie and put her under 
the shower. As the water put out the flames, the gown 
and un dershirt fell from her little body in ashes. 

\vhile Ken rushed her to the hospital, I made three 
phone calls: to the hospital, the church prayer chain, and 
to my neighbor who is a member of my church. 

Christie was taken on a mercy flight to a specialist 
in Portland, Oreg. We were told 50 percent of her body 
was burned, and two-thirds of this 'was third-degree. 

For many weeks Christie was in isolation, wrapped 
in bandages from neck to knees. In February the doctors 
started skin grafts. \ Ve began to relax and look forward 
to the date when we could bring our daughter home.

But the picture cnanged one weekend when we ar· 
rived in Pon\;.ul(} to find Christie worse than ever. The 
doctors told ll:. that unle~::; something happened to change 
her condition they did not expect her to live through the 
night. 

As we :.tood looking <1t the little st..rred body. we 
could sense death ;;tealing ovcr her. If ever our faith was 
te!)ted, it \\'a~ during tho~e day::; at Chri~tie's bedside, 

On :>.londar l'ohe was somewhat btttcr, but on Tuesday 
there ~eemed to be no hope; her pulse dropped to eight 
beats a minute. The nur~e was much disturbed by her 
condition, 

Our pastor, who had been standing with us in prayer, 
felt a strong urge to go to Ponland at this time. lie £lew 
up and came directly to the hospital. He was admitted to 
the isolation room wearing cap and gown. Then he and 
otbers of us went to the hospital chapel and together 
we prayed God would touch Christie. 

On \\'ednesda\' her condition changed for the better 
and she impro\'~ from that day on. She is scheduled 
for Illllch more plastic surgery, bllt we praise the Lord 
for J lis healing powcr.-~lrs, Kenneth Johnson, Grants 
Pass.

J\Iy husband and I were awakened on the morning of 
January 15, 1968, by Christina's screams. I ran to her 
bedroom and found her engulfed in flames. She had 
awakened early, found matches, and while playing with 
them in the closet had started a fire. 

My husband Ken grabbed Christie and put her under 
the shower. As the water put out the flames, the gown 
and un dershirt fell from her little body in ashes. 

\vhile Ken rushed her to the hospital, I made three 
phone calls: to the hospital, the church prayer chain, and 
to my neighbor who is a member of my church. 

Christie was taken on a mercy flight to a specialist 
in Portland, Oreg. We were told 50 percent of her body 
was burned, and two-thirds of this 'was third-degree. 

For many weeks Christie was in isolation, wrapped 
in bandages from neck to knees. In February the doctors 
started skin grafts. \ Ve began to relax and look forward 
to the date when we could bring our daughter home.

But the picture cnanged one weekend when we ar· 
rived in Pon\;.ul(} to find Christie worse than ever. The 
doctors told ll:. that unle~::; something happened to change 
her condition they did not expect her to live through the 
night. 

As we :.tood looking <1t the little st..rred body. we 
could sense death ;;tealing ovcr her. If ever our faith was 
te!)ted, it \\'a~ during tho~e day::; at Chri~tie's bedside, 

On :>.londar l'ohe was somewhat btttcr, but on Tuesday 
there ~eemed to be no hope; her pulse dropped to eight 
beats a minute. The nur~e was much disturbed by her 
condition, 

Our pastor, who had been standing with us in prayer, 
felt a strong urge to go to Ponland at this time. lie £lew 
up and came directly to the hospital. He was admitted to 
the isolation room wearing cap and gown. Then he and 
otbers of us went to the hospital chapel and together 
we prayed God would touch Christie. 

On \\'ednesda\' her condition changed for the better 
and she impro\'~ from that day on. She is scheduled 
for Illllch more plastic surgery, bllt we praise the Lord 
for J lis healing powcr.-~lrs, Kenneth Johnson, Grants 
Pass.
