Their worship was disturhed by reports that in an upper 
r00111 the disciples of Jest1s Christ had received the promise 
of the Father. The Comforter promised by Jeslls had 
bccn sent to thclll in answer to His prayer (John 14 :16). 
(~()d had pouTed OU! the 1101y Spirit in the fullness of 
tillle and lie Cil1l\(' accompanied In" "a sound from hC:lvcn 
as of a rushing Illig-hlY wind. an~l it filled all tile hOllse 
where ther were ~ini!lg. And there appeared Ullto them 
clo\·cn tOllgut'S like as of fire. :tne! it sat upon each of 
thelll. And ther were all filled with the 1101), Ghost, and 
hegan to ~peak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave 
them I1t ter:tllce" (Act:; 2 : 1-4 ) . 

.\Iar)", the mother of jesll!-. ;1I1(! other women were 
:llllong those present. L'pon investigation these devout 
Jews heard the Spirit-filled disciples speaking in other 
tonglles, as the Spirit gave thelll utterance. Tn their amaze­
ment they dOllhtingly enquired. "\Vhat meaneth this?" 
The once fearful Peter, now clothed with the power of 
the Spirit, holdly declared that this was the fulfillment of 
Joel's prophecy, " It shall come to pass in the last days, 
saith God, r will pour out of my Spirit upon all flesh." 

Peter's answer meant that Pentecost was to be no 
longer merely a memorial feast but a glorious exper ience 
to he entered into and enjo),ed. The experience of the 
baptism of the ! loly Spirit is distinct from regenera­
tion. even as the Feast of Pentecost was distinct from the 
Passover Fea~t. Christ's cOlllnland, "Tarry ye in jeru­
salem. until ye he endued with power from on high," was 
given to saved disciples ( Luke 24 :49), Previolls to Pen­
tecost. their namcs wcrc writtcn in hcaycn: they were 
clean through the \Vord; Christ had already breathed 
upon them say ing, "Rf'ceiye ye the Hol~· Ghost." 

Consider the time when Philip went to Samaria and 
preachcd Christ to the Samaritans. God confirmed Ilis 
\Vord with miracles and healings until there was great 
joy in that city. Despite all this e\'idence of God's presence 
and blessing, the apostles at jernsa.lem sent Peter and 
John to Samaria to pray for them that they might re­
ceive the Holy Ghost, for as yet lIe was fallen upon none 
of them (Acts 8 :5-25), 

Later Paul arrives in Epheslls and asks Apollos' twelvc 
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disciples the question. "navc ye recei\'ed the Holy Ghost 
since ye believed?'· ( Acts 19:2). Or as the American 
Standard Version translates it. "Did ye receive the Holy 
Spirit whcn ye believcd r" Both versions illlply that these 
were believing disciples. but they had not heard about 
the lIoly Ghost. So the Ephesian bclic\·ers were baptized 
in the name of the Lord Jeslls: and after this Paul 
"laid his hands upon thel11," and "the Uoly Ghost came 011 

them; and they spake ·,\"ith tongues. and prophesied" 
(Acts 19:6). Thus we ha\'e three wilnesses to the bap­
tism of the Uoly Spirit as an experience taking place sub­
sequent to salvation. Do we need more evidence? At the 
mouth of two witnesses a truth shall he eswblished. 

In Acts 10 we find Peter obeying the heavenly vision 
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that God gave to him-preaching Christ and the forgive­
ne::;s of sins to Corndius and his hou!'ehold, "\\'hile Peter 
yet spake these words, the Holy Gho.,t fell on all them 
which heard the Word, "\nel they ~Jf the circulllcision 
which believed were astonished, a~ mally as cn!l1e with 
Peter. because that on the Gentiles also was poured out 
the gift of the Holy Ghost. For they heard them speak 
with tongues, and magnify God" (. \cls 10 :44-40). Those 
at Cornelius' household were sa\'ed and filled in OIlC 

gr3ciotls operation of the Spirit of God_ This example il­
lustr<ltes thc truth that some get saved and iilled with 
the Spirit at the same time, Howe\·er. as witnessed earlier, 
this is not usually the case, 

[n all these accounts there is a COllllllon denominator 
in that they all spoke with tongues as the Spirit of God 
gave them mterance. The might) rushing wind, the 
tongues as of c\0\"(:11 fire, and e\'en the prophecy were not 
repeated in everr ca::;e. Yet on the day of Pentecost. and 
at Epheslls, as well as at the hotl::;e of Cornelius, they 
spoke with other tongues by the enahlement of the Holy 
Spirit. 

Further proof of this is inferred from the bestowal of 
the Spirit in Samaria at the apostles' bands. and also 
from Paul's own experience when he was filled with the 
Spirit. There rnl!~t have been a time in P;ml's life when 
he spoke in tongues for the first time. because he later 
wrote to the Corinthians, "I thank my God. J speak 
wi th tongues more than ye all" (1 Corilllhians 14:18). 
This is a remarkable statement because the Corinthians 
were exercising the gift of tongues to excess, Some may 
despise speaking in other tongues. but with Paul J would 
"av, "1 thank my God. T speak with tongues." 

\he Baptism or infilling of the Holy Spirit is not 
fo r the world. The world caIlnot receivc Him because it 
seeth Him not, neither knoweth 11im (John 14:17). This 
experience is for you. if YOH ha\'e obeyed Peter's admoni­
tion. "Repent alld be baptized everyone of yOu in the name 
of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins." Pete~ made 
the promise very persoll::tl when he concluded wllh the 
words "Ye sh::tl! receive the gift of the Holy Ghost, for 
the pr~l11ise is unto you" (Acts 2 :38,39). The promise of 
the Father is for }'Olt. 

This blessing is bestowed upon us for a purpose; name­
ly, to make us a hlessing to needy people. \'\'e are to be 
God's witnesses whereby lie Gltl ::;peak to a sin-sick 
worleL God's pro\'ision for our need is contained in the 
last words that Christ uttered upon earth, .. Ye shall re­
ceive power. nfter thnt the Holy Ghost is come upon you: 
nnd ye shall be witnesses unto me both in jents<tiem, ami 
in all jud::tea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost 
part of the earth" (Acts 1 :8). 

Can you say with :-'[icah of old: "Truly J am full of 
power by the Spirit of the Lord"? (:\1 icah 3 :8). If not. 
pray until you arc endued with power from on high. 
,ray we indeed make Isaac \\falt s' hymn our prayer: 

"Come, Holy Spirit, heavenly Dove. 
\Vith all Thy quickening powers: 
Kindle a flame of sacred love 
Tn these cold hearts of ours. 
Come, H oly Spirit, heavenly Dove. 
With all Thy quickening powers: 
Come, shed abroad our Sa\'iour's love 
And that shall kindle ours."

Ther 
cit her mo\"c imo .\meriC'III housing' 011 their ha~cs or find 
homes in surrounding villages. as here in Germany. The 
children attend American schools with :\meric:tll school­
teachers. The\' bn\" thcir food in \meriean c011lmissaries 
(sul)('rl1larkct~) a;ld clothing through the hase ('xchange. 
S inglc lIIen Ji\"C in the barrack .... hut mallY \'isit r('gtllarl~' 
in an American home atmosphere and sOl11e go to church 
two or three times a week. 

The W'lleral Protestant chapel is a community service. 
\Vhile the pattern of worship is Illore formal. it is here 
that one will find d{'dicated men anel women. Those who 
lov(' Christ sacrifice informal wor!'hip to identify with 
their fello\\- Chr;",ti;lns. Opportunities for Christian ser­
\"ice arc unlimited through the Sundav school ,\Ild men's. 
women's. ami youth group", Chaplai~ls alway~ welcome 
good workers. prodded the workers understand they arc

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lahoring- with othcrs in nn interfaith relationship. 
To the emharrassment of our own Assemblies of God 

and other fundnmcntal chaplains. some of the younger 
people in the military avoid the base ch<q)C\ when they 
come O\·cr:-.eas. not realizing that this is an excellent 
place to identify. 

:\TOSI c1mplains arc anxious to cooperate with the evan­
gelicals and will. with lhe assistance of the Assemblies 
of God servicemen's representative, arrange special Su n­
day night or deno1l1inaliollal sen'ices using Army or Air 
Force chapel facilities. Between 30 and 40 of these 
groups are now functioning here in Europe. most of 
wh ich arc in Germany where the larger "C.S. military 
commllnities nre located. 

The~c PcntecoHal fellowship grOllps become rc\'ival 
cell,;. for in them many sen-ice personnel arc born again. 
others arc reclaimed for Chrbt. and many are filled with 
the Holy Spirit. 

\ Vhile the rotalion system keeps most of these revival 
cells small in !lumber. it also brings in Illany new per­
sonnel. The opportu nities are great. I n.'<{ead of 30 or 
40 group!';. we could have a hundred if we just had one 
Spirit· filled laYIll<"l1l with ~ufficient spiritual vision at 
each hast'. \\'here wc do have such leader ship. we see 
fnntastic rcsults! 

Somct imes leadersh ip in these groups is pro\'icied by 
younger. short-tour men. slIch as Paul Breithaupt who 
now attends l.eTourneau College in Texas. "( will al­
\\'ays cherish the opportunity of being a part of the pro­
gram in El1I"opc. cSJx:cially being group leader in Kitzin­
g-en where 1 gained in\'<Jluable cx])('rience." he wrote re­
cently. "It was a blessing to sec the group grow-to 
watch the Lord work '"' He went all to describe how a 
family. including three teen-agers. were filled with the 
Holy Spirit. 

"The secret of enjoying the Army is to becomc as in­
mll'ed ao.; po~sible in the things of the Lord." P aul 
says. "The hest people in the military will be found at 
the chapel. The highlighl of my tour in Germany was 
the Pentecostal fellowship. the rallies at Erzhallsen. and 
thc retreat in Berchtesgadell where T received the Bap­
tism."

One docs not have a har\'e~t merely hy owning a farm.

In the p.1.rable of the sower. Jeslls made it clear that 
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s('eri must he put into the snil !wfore there can be a 
harvcst (Luke 8:4-15). To sow the soil of the tlllsaved 
requires diligence in getting them to church or reaching 
them in other wa)'s. 

Grain lav in the tomb of Tut-ankh-a-1llcl1 for thousands 
of \'cars, l;ut thcre was 110 har\'t'.~t. \\,hen the archaeolo­
gist.;; fOllnd it and planted it centuries later, it germi­
nated and yielded a harvest! 

God's \\'ord mmt b(' planted -l1ot (Jnly in the soil of 
the sinner but also in thc soil of Chri~ti;l11s, Ha\'e we 
wondered why we keep records at Sunday ~hool. why 
we urge faithful attendance. or why Bible reading is en­
couraged? The purpose is to so\\' the seed. for without 
the planting there c:tn be no han'cst oi the fruit of the 
Spirit. "He tbat soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit 
reap life everlasting" (Galatians 6:,s). 

A hanJrst rrqllir('s (I sm,'cr. Cod is depCl1l1ing 011 men 
and women to sow the Sc('d. Therc is a popular saying. 
"If you can't go, you can send." but this is not en­
tirely scriptural. \Ve Tllay both go alld send. but every 
Christian hears a responsihility for In:lking God known. 
wherevcr he is. Some of liS Illay be allotted more time 
for. sowing than others. and some 111:l)' haye more skill, 
but if all of us will he diligent to do all we can there 
will be a yast .1.mount of seed sown. 

A good /wr{'es! de/,Cluls 011 good seed. In gospel work 
we have the best seed in the world- the \\lord of God 
which 11\'es and la"ts fo rever, The sced contains the 
germ of eternal life. The life is in the seed. not in the 
sower. Human ideas do 110t ha\'e liie and cannot pro­
duce life. To sow something else th.1.n the \\'ord of God 
is like sowing pebbles. The seed determines the nature 
of the h.1.rvest. Only the \Vonl of I.ife can produce a 
harvest of redeemed souls haying the life of God ill them. 

An ablmdaJlt han/est rrqllirl's a!l1flldaul 50t"ll1g. The 
Bible says , "IJe which soweth spa ringly shall reap also 
sparingly ... " (2 Corinthians 9:6). :'fy father once sent 
out his hired man to plant corn. lie ga\'e him instruc­
tions concerning the thic\mess of the planting, but the 
man thought he knew hetter and could save my father 
some money. so hc planted the seed 11111Ch more sparingly. 
The crop was so spotty that it amounted to a financial 
loss ! 

To hav(' GIl abulldallt hart!rsf. ollr mlts! laIN' some 
risks. Ecclesiastes II :4 reminds ns that "he that observ­
eth the wind shall not sow: and he that regardeth the 
clouds shall not reap." 'I'he one who waits and waits until 
evcrything is fil\'orable will never have a h.1.rvest. It is 
ine\'itable that some seed will be lost: it will be affected 
by rocks. weeds, and pests. There may be floods, hail, 
erosion. and olher prohlems but the farmer cannot let this 
stop him from planting. "In the morning sow thy seed, 
and in the evening withhold not thine hand: for thOI1 
knowest not whether shall prosper. either this or that, 
or whether they both shall alike bc good" (Ecclesiastes 
lL6). 

Tlte harv{'st may depcnd 011 tl.'lte!hcr !he seed is S01.('1I 

at the I'lq/it tim{'. "Right time" depends on the soil. the 
seed, and the weather. Seed so\\'n on frozen grollnd will 
hardly sprout! :'Ty mother , in her garden in !\orth Dako­
ta, planted the corn and beans so they would not burst 
through the soil until after Jnne S. for we nearly always 
had a killing frost the first week of June.

Thl' ~,'(}rk is l JOt dOllc by God (lionc, The apo,.,tle said 
that mall may sow, and man may water, hilt God gi\'es 
thc increase (I CorinthIans 3 :6). CO!l\-ersciy, the Lord 
does not gin' the increa--e without ma11':-; help in sowing 
and watering. Sometimes we lIlay be tempted to ('XCllse 
our lack of effort by saying it is God's work and He 
will make sure there is a har\'est. Or we may be tempted 
to wish we could do the reaping in ... teacl of the sowing 
and watering. It is more glamorous. \\'hen re ... ulls are 
reported. the spotlig-ht is 011 the reaping'. Bl1t the .'j()Wlllg 

alld watcring arc indispensable. 
Time is required Jor grot"'''. Seldom docs the sowing 

and reaping occur the same clay, It rC(luires patient wait­
ing. John Kolenda told us of a great r('\,i\'al he witllessed 
as a missionary in Brazil. li e ..... id the secret was that 
all the believers were continually talking abou t the Lord. 
not from a contri\'ed cffort to pres ... nre others to accept 
Chr ist. but from heans oi ahu1l(bnt joy and g-ladness 
o\'er thcir own salvation. Thi s gospel seed e\"c11lual!y 
sprollted: the neighbors and friends canl(' to church pre­
pared to gi\'c their hearts to Chri~t. The pastor did Ilot 
h;l.\'c to sow and rC:lp the :-;alllC day: he ll1<'rely reaped 
the harvc::;t from the seed that had beell :-;OW\1 by lhe 
church members. \\'e have nced of patience, "Behold.

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A BIBLE SCHOOL FOR

WE WF.RE S;o;OWED IN for a few days, confined to 
tIl{' city of Osijek and the neighhoring villages. 

\'Ve wcre in northern Yugosla\·ja where the second short­
term Bible school was being held_ 

But the ;,nm\, ;md cold did not matter much, for the 
warmth of God's blessing prevailed in every sesSIOn. 
About 55 Yugoslavian brethren were there to receIve 
daily instruction in God's \Vord to assist them in their 
t;J,sk of proclaiming the gospel of Jesus Christ to their 
countrymen. 

The need of more advanced Bible training has long 
been recognized by the leaders of Yugoslavia's Pe~lfe­
kost'lO Cy/.:va (Pentecostal Church). Very few pastors 
have any formal training. The churches ha,'c many con­
secrated young people who are willing to give their lives 
for the work of the Lord, but they need to be trained. 

About two ycars ago the matter of theological educa­
tion was discllssed at length <llTlong the lcaders of our 
church at Zagreb, btlt it seemed there was nothing that 
could be done. Then the idea came-stan with a short­
term Bible school! "'ould there be problems in finding 
an acceptable place to meet? \Vould there be restrict ions? 
\Vollid \\'e be able to mect the cost of more than $500? 
God hOllored this step of faith. and now two schools 
have become history. 

\Vhat earnestness! \ Vhat interest! \ Vhat enthusiasm ! 
Kow at last after many, many years they are receiving

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SAVED IN A CEMETERY

AI told to Anne Sandberg 

S TRA,\;(;E THAT GOI) SIIO\"LD LEAD "E into a cemc­
!('ry. the place of death, in order that T might 

find iife--etcrnai life. 
It \va.s in 1951. I was in Illy last year at Xonh­

wC!.lern LJniH'r.,ity in Enlll'>ton, lIIinois. To help with 
cxpcllses, I took the only summer job available: sprin­
kling lawns and cutting grass at the Oakwood Cemetery 
in Chicago. 

Daily. ul1del' a ~hady linden trec, scn!ral of us workers 
ate lunch. Otto Kapp. a regular employee. inc\'itahly 
steered the c()Tl\'crsation toward religion. He would get 
so carried aw:\y th:n he would hold his S<1.ndwich in one 
hand, a quart of milk in the other and forget to cat. 

I can', vouch for the other fellows, but J was deeply 
interested. 

It's hard to &1y how far back my interest in spiritual 
matters C.'l11 he traced. I~ eared a Lutheran. I always be­
lieved that Jesw. is the Son of God and that He died for 
our sins. But knowledge of these Biblical facts somehow 
didn't relate to me personally: nor did they link me \\'ith 
God in that intimate way J instincti\'ely felt lllU:.t be 
the very core of the gospel. 

So, from childhood through early adulthood I bore the 
burden of unfulfilled spiritual hunger. \\'hen J was 18 
years old J was drafted into the army. \\'hile at Camp 
Crowder, :-'lissouri, I went forward at a gospel tent 
service. But aga ill, it was mental assent to Biblical truth 
and somehow it hadn't renched my soul. 

Afler I was through with the army. J worked at dif· 
ferent jobs for a few years. then decided that education 
would Illeet my need . I went to college. but this deep 
hunger still remained unsatisfied. 

As I look back, j realize that I was merely going 
through the motions of life, all the while aware that the 
"ital clement was missing. 

Then came the day I met Otto at the cemetery and 
listened to him talk about ( ;od. Otto finally put down his 
sandwich and gOt out his Xew Testament . '"And besides 
that," he continued, "the Bible say s that Je sus is return ­
ing to earth and we muM be ready." 

I swallowed my last mouthful of sandwich and asked,

half in je'>t. hali in challenge. "1)0 you bclieye in a 
literal. Ixxiily return of Christ to this earth~" 

"You can't helieve anything else. if you read the Bible." 
\nd Ouo launched into a cOIl\-incing explanation. 

\Vhile pu~hing the power mower over the gra\'cs of the 
dead, I did a lot of thinking the next two days. "They're 
all dead," , mused. "J wonder how it was with their 
souls. Where are they now? \\'here do , st<1nd? Suppose 
r had an accident on the way home and never got there?" 

Suddenly I couldn't push that mower another foot; 
r had to settle it with God. 

",:\11 you must do," Otto had said in aile of his talks. 
"is to repent of your sim and ask Jesus to come into your 
heart. The Bible says [Otto wa~ alway~ quoting the 
Bible), 'Behold. I stand at the door, and knock; if any 
man he.1r my \'oice, and open the door, I will come in.'" 

Standing there among the graves, I opened my heart 
to the Lord Jesus. And He came in. 

I didn't h,we a great emotional experience. Some ques­
tions still disturbed me. But I knew something had hap­
pened. I felt the stirrings of new life within, and 1 could 
hardly wait until I saw Otto. I wanted to tell him and to 
confide in him my remaining questions_ 

l'sing the Bible :is always, Otto helped IlH" immeasur­
ably- -making it plain that we arc s;ln:d by faith, not by 
feelings. The feelings would folJow. he sa id . And they 
surely did. 

One day. se\-eral weeks later. Otto s,,'1id, "You haven't 
got it all yet. m)' boy_ There is something more. Now 
you must be filled with the Holy Spiri!." 

;'\Vhat do you mean by that?" r asked. 
During the rest of the summer that I worked at the 

cemetery, Otto talked to me about the baptism in the 
Holy Spirit. Eighteen months later, that glorious ex­
perience became mine also. 

I'm really glad. though, that God wasn't in a hurry to 
fill l11e, because as I hungered and thirsted and sought God 
earnestly for a year and a half. He did a great deal inside 
of me that couldn't have been done otherwise. Habits 
were uprooted. attitudes changed. and the new life 
strenglhened. 

But while the Lord was working in me, I was also 
working for Him. Through my testimony. my wife and 
lWO children accepted the Lord and were afterwards filled 
with the Spirit. !.Iy sister accepted the Lord. And later 
my brother was sa\'ed and healed. 

After I left the Vni"ersity, 1 got a job as structural 
steel estim ator at a plant in Hammond, Indiana. But that 
did not hinder me from llsing my spare time for teaching 
a Sunday school class. speaking in jails and missions, and 
doing lay preaching whenever the opportunity comes. 

All these wonderful blessings began when God led me 
to get a summer job in a cemetery, the place of death. 
It was there that I met Otto. who led me into life.
